
a good thing to see,” Davidson
said. “He’s a big kid, and he’s
got nothing but potential. All
these kids do.”

Other Petersburg top finishers
included Lathum Johnson, who
finished second after he fell to
Jamal Johnson from Dzantik’i
Heeni Middle School. Owen An-
derson, a team captain, finished
second, and Jacob Manske fin-
ished second as well. 

A weekend surprise was Safire
Weathers, who picked up two
wins on the weekend. 

“I kind of didn’t expect her to
win any matches,” Davidson said.
“But she went out there and pulled
a couple pins out of somewhere.” 

Above all, the decision to
schedule tournaments, even if it
takes fundraising to attend them,
is to get more matches for the
team, which do come sparingly
as the season is about a month
and a half long. Though David-
son said he plans to hold open

mat days during the summer. 
“Even if we’re just learning

the fun stuff like throws,” David-
son said. “It would just be some-

thing to keep their mind inter-
ested so they don’t just forget
everything.” 

In the meantime, the Juneau

tournament marked the end of
the middle school season for Pe-
tersburg, and Davidson saw his
team find a groove when it mat-
tered. The team dressed 12
wrestlers -- two couldn’t attend -
- and finished fourth behind
Ketchikan’s Schoenbar Middle
School, the tournament cham-
pion, Floyd Dryden Middle
School, second, and then
Wrangell’s Stikine Middle
School. 

“Ketchikan had 30 kids,”
Davidson said. “If we had 30
kids, it would have been a real
close tournament.”

A number of
persons who are usually
unemployed during the closed
shrimp season will find
employment in this industry.
More than 100 bushels of clams
were brought in on the first day.

February 28, 1968 The
Police Department has
completed its move into the new
jail facility, it was announced
today by Police Chief Robert
Couch. As yet there have been no
“guests” booked, he said. The
prefabricated jail, put together by

city crews, cost about $42,000.
February 25, 1993 It wasn’t

so much a jail break as a break
from jail for two inmates
released unexpectedly Saturday
from the Petersburg city clink.
One was serving a three-day
sentence, and the other was

doing time weekends—both on
court-imposed penalties—when
a foul smell started making them
feel nauseated.  Some called it
“sewer gas,” but Chief
Ronimous said methane gas from
sewers is “odorless and
colorless.”
