KODIAK, Alaska (AP) —
The operator of a remote
Alaska lodge that was the site
of a serious oil spill says he had
Coast Guard permission to
store petroleum in a bladder
within a building suspended
over a beach.

The Coast Guard denies it
gave Mark Krall permission to
store oil in the bladder kept in
a building on pilings on
Shuyak Island, the Kodiak
Daily Mirror reported .

The lodge is 50 miles (80
kilometers) northwest of the
city of Kodiak.

A storm Feb. 23 with winds
to 80 mph (130 kph) collapsed

the building. The bladder
broke, spilling nearly 3,000 gal-
lons (11,356 liters) of bunker C
fuel oil onto the beach and sur-
rounding area.

The cleanup cost about $9
million. The spill is under in-
vestigation and could result in
criminal charges.

Mark Krall since 2012 has
used Port William Lodge to op-
erate guided fishing and hunt-
ing trips. Old fuel oil, he said,
was stored in a tank on the
property until 2013 when a
stray bullet punctured the tank.

“I was ordered by the Coast
Guard to get the oil out of that
tank and into the bladder,” he

said. “They specifically told me
to put it in the bladder.”

He does not believe he is re-
sponsible for the spill.

“They seem to think that I
have some kind of liability be-
cause I own the bladder,” Krall

said. “But I was also ordered by
the Coast Guard to put it in the
bladder. It’s like a Catch-22
government operation.”

Coast Guard spokeswoman
Lauren Dean said the option of
moving the oil into the bladder
was presented by the tenant.
The option was not approved.

“The Coast Guard then
asked for other options to be
explored and, at the time, we
did not receive any other op-
tions to review,” Dean said.

The owner of the property is
Bruce Cooper of Chugiak.
Cooper purchased the land in
1985 and set up a business
called Y Knot Charters.

Krall took over the business
in 2012, set up a limited liability
corporation called Port William
Wilderness Lodge and used the
property as a base for guided
hunting and fishing tours.

Krall is shutting down his
business. The spill was out of
his hands, he said.

“I did everything I could do
to stop this from happening,”
he said. “I can’t control Mother
Nature.”

Coast Guard denies giving OK to store fuel over beach

May 10, 1918 The canning
of clams at the Alaska Clam-
Canning Company’s plant
near Tonka closed this week
for the season. Clams have
now started to spawn and are
unfit for canning. The plant
was started up on February 15,
since which time 2,100 cases
have been packed. The
promoters of the enterprise are
well satisfied with results so
far, stating that the entire pack
has been sold and that there is
good demand for more. The
canning of clams will start
again September 1. In the
meantime the plant will be
operated as a salmon cannery,
a one-line outfit now being in
course of installation.

May 14, 1943 Called for a
special session on Thursday
evening, members of the town
Council met with Capt. Paul A.
Lindoust a member of the U.S.
Public Health Service attached
to the Territorial Department
of Health in Juneau. Presence
of a full-time health nurse in
Petersburg was assured when
the councilmen authorized an
increase in the school budget
which will cover part of the
salary of a school nurse.

May  8, 1968 The new
butcher at Hammer & Wikan
clicked right off the bat.
Monday night he landed a 39-
pound king salmon at Scow
Bay and to prove it, he had it
on display Tuesday in front of
the H&W store. He is Archie
Rainey, formerly of Seattle.
The man acting as the

newcomer’s mentor was John
Robbins, the store’s truck
driver.

May 13, 1993 It was
resurrection day Monday for
the tugboat Murph, which was
hauled from the depths and
tied up at a float in Petersburg
Harbor. The effort took about

four days as city employees,
PFI cannery staff, local
construction workers,
fishermen and seamen all
pitched in to salvage the
vessel. Owner Art Murphy
said, “I’ve got a lot of friends
in Petersburg. I couldn’t have
done it without their help.”
