Public input wanted on cabin management strategy

The Borough Assembly approved rate in-
creases for harbor users on Monday night in its
first reading. Moorage rates will rise approxi-
mately 9% while other user fees will go up 12%
according to a proposed ordinance enacting the
increase.

According to the Harbor Department’s expla-
nation, staff determined that a number of the
moorage and user fees require an increase of 12%
or more. To accomplish the across-the-board in-
crease goal, a 10% prepayment provision was
eliminated in 2017, allowing for less of a moorage
rate increase.

Annual stall rates will range from $666 annu-
ally for an 18 foot stall (up from $612) to $5,450 for
a 100 foot stall (up from $5,000). Live aboard fees
will increase from $50/person per month to
$60/person with additional persons paying $25
each (up from $20/person).

The crane use fee will rise from $30/hour to
$35/hour.

A full list of harbor services and fees are in-
cluded in the ordinance.

The ordinance will not take effect until after its
3rd reading before the assembly, which could be
sometime in July.

Proposed moorage rates to increase 9%

May 24, 1918 Mayor Ness
received a message from Mayor
Matheson of Wrangell,
Wednesday evening, stating the
council of that city had wired to
Food Administrator Gunnison
that fishermen were arranging
to quit, and recommending the
changing of prices for king
salmon to 5 cents for white and
9 cents for red, with an
additional 1 cent per pound for
delivery. The Petersburg
council, in a message to Mr.
Gunnison, indorsed (sic) the
action of the Wrangell body.

May 21, 1943 Organization
of a local branch of the Coast
Guard Auxiliary was
completed at a meeting called
by Lieut. Earl Watterworth on
Wednesday evening, and
attended by a number of
interested boat owners. Carl
Vevelstad was named
commander; L. Tenfjord, vice
commander; Arnold Wasvick,
junior commander; and George
Beck, secretary. Membership
includes the privilege of flying
a C.G.A. flag, and is available to
any person owning 25 per cent
or more of the boat, who is an
American citizen, and is 18
years or older.

May 22, 1968 The venerable
Knut Thompson was the most
surprised person in the high
school gym Saturday afternoon
when he was named
“Outstanding Norwegian-
American for 1968”. Seated in
the bleachers, he came forward
with an uncertain look on his
face to accept the honors from
Fred Eastaugh of Juneau,

Norwegian consul for Alaska.
The award is the first such
made as a feature of the Little
Norway Festival and the idea
was that of Robert M.
Thorstenson who was trying
for the new and the different as
chairman of the celebration
program.

May 20, 1993 From the
genteel atmosphere of a
Norwegian style show and
luncheon in the Sons of
Norway Hall, to a pillaging

raid of modern-day Viking
warriors—there was enough
excitement and glamor during
the annual Little Norway
Festival to satisfy everyone.
Jean Curry received the
Norwegian-American award at
this year’s festival, which was
presented to her by Dean
Weeden, one of the last year’s
recipients. She received the
honor for her promotion of
Norwegian heritage and art in
the community.
