
emption for seniors and pro-
vide for an annual rebate to
qualified seniors who receive
assistance from any of a num-
ber of programs such as Medi-
caid, Supplemental Nutrition
Assistance, Low Income Hous-
ing programs or other Senior
Benefits provided by the State
of Alaska.

The proposal is based upon
a similar program used in
Sitka.

When the ordinance came
before the Assembly, many
spoke in favor of placing 

the proposition on the ballot.
Jeigh Stanton Gregor said 
the ordinance protects the
most vulnerable in our com-
munity. 

Mayor Jensen said, “I’ll vote
for it to get it on the ballot, but
I don’t think I will vote for it to
pass (in October).” 

Kurt Wohlhueter said, “I
think this is a great idea.” 

Eric Castro and Nancy
Strand also favored placing the
ordinance on the ballot. Strand
said perhaps there should be a
sales tax rebate given to all
needy people, not just seniors.

The ordinance passed in
first reading and will be up for
two additional readings before
the Assembly.

The ordinance cites that the
current program is burden-
some to local retailers who
process the required paper-
work, to the Borough who
maintains the program and the
seniors who pay for the issued
cards.

With the reduction in State
funding to municipalities, Pe-
tersburg is unable to provide
services to all residents on an
equal financial cost share basis

while acknowledging that
some of the aged residents are
truly economically stressed,
according to the proposed or-
dinance.

The ordinance cites that ap-
plicants meeting certain crite-
ria would be issued annual
rebate checks of $400 for a sin-
gle qualified resident or $500
per household with two or
more qualified senior citizens
in the household.

The rebates would be paid
from the sales tax fund.

The issue was highlighted
in the introduction of this
year’s proposed budget to the
Borough Assembly. Manager
Giesbrecht wrote: “…with re-
duced funding from State,
Federal and Borough
sources…the continued
growth of benefits offered to
seniors is making it harder for
the Borough to fund those
quality of life areas that are im-
portant to younger community
members. While our seniors
are incredibly important to
this community, so are the
younger residents.”

June 7, 1918 Ed. Report: The
fact that all of the Eighth-grade
pupils of the Petersburg school
have successfully and
satisfactorily passed the
territorial examination given by
the commissioner of education
throughout Alaska for the first
time, and in view of the fact that
one of these has taken the entire
eight grades in the schools of
Petersburg, also that many
failures have been reported
elsewhere, gives us reason to be
proud of our pupils and
grateful to our past and present
teaching faculty. 

June 4, 1943 Among fishing
parties who went out over the
holiday weekend was the one
including Mr. and Mrs. Marion
Frink, Bue Hentze and Bill Holt.
They went to Castle River
where they reported there are
plenty of fish. Mr. and Mrs.
Harry Colp, Otto Coon, and
Jess Ballard went to Copp’s
Lake, and made a nice catch,
although the fish ran a bit small.
The big one that got away, is the
King salmon John Allen is
telling about this week. The one
that did not get away is the one
caught by Louise Grafe just
before she left for the south.
Fishing near Point Frederick
with a party, Miss Grafe was
fortunate in hooking a 40-
pound King salmon.

June 5, 1968 Richard Kito,
who is next in line for state
commander of the American
Legion, has advanced the
suggestion that beginning next
year Memorial Day “dockside”
rites should be held at the Fiske
Memorial. He said this would
be more accessible to the people

of the community and would
encourage a larger attendance.
Wreaths and flowers could be
deposited at the monument on
the Museum grounds, he said
and arrangements could be
made with the Coast Guard to
haul them out to sea as a tribute
to those who have lost their
lives in the water.

June 3, 1993 Beacon Point
was a hot spot for derby fishing
on Memorial Day with as many
as 40 boats fishing on both sides

of the green marker. By mid-
day the fog bank closed in
around the fishing crowd
making for some very unique
trolling patterns as
sportfishermen sought the wily
king salmon while trying to
avoid ramming neighboring
boats shrouded in fog. Top
prize of $5,000 for the biggest
salmon caught during the 1993
Petersburg Salmon Derby went
to Terry Gilmore, whose king
weighed in at 43.05 pounds.
