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August 17, 1917 – At a spe-
cial meeting of the council held
last night Louis Israelson was
engaged as construction fore-
man for sewer and street im-
provement work. Besides the
sewer to be constructed on E
street, the walk on that street is
to be rebuilt; also the Main-
street walk from the approach to
the Packing Company dock
north to where it joins the new
walk.  New walks are to be built
on D and G street, as petitioned
for. Satisfactory prices for lum-
ber were submitted to the coun-
cil by the Olaf Arness Company.
The cost of the various  im-
provements will be assessed to
the property benefited, the city
paying from the general fund for
the work at street intersections.
August 21, 1942 – An inter-

esting display of knitting is the
one in the window of the Lillian
Shop this week. It was placed
there under the direction of Mrs.
Carroll Clausen who is in
charge of the Red Cross knitting
for Petersburg. All garments on
display have been completed by
local volunteers between Janu-
ary 1 and July 1. Mrs. Clausen
still has more yarn on hand so
anyone wishing to do some knit-
ting for this very good cause
can get yarn from her. The Red
Cross room was open Wednes-
day with Mrs. Charles Anderson
and Mrs. Clausen in charge, to
receive garments to be stored
for emergency use. Many gar-
ments of every sort from tiny
baby clothing to men’s heavy
sweaters were received.          
August 25, 1967 – The Alaska

Steamship Co. announced plans

to improve its service to Peters-
burg and other Southeast Alaska
communities with the aid of
barge service and even wider
use of the Alaska State ferries.
In a statement issued in Seattle,
W.S. Post Jr., executive vice
president and general manager
said: “Alaska Streamship Co. is
expanding and improving its
container service to Southeast-
ern Alaska beginning next
month. A 75 per cent increase in
container capacity is indicated,
plus a better balance in van op-
eration.” The statement said that
Petersburg will receive weekly
service, or twice the number of
visits now paid by the Tatalina.

In addition, it will receive van
service, as the city does now, via
the ferries Matanuska, Taku, and
Malaspina. 
August 20, 1992 – Twenty

new pads will be built at Tent
City. The crew also added about
350 feet of new boardwalk to
the camping facility last week.
The materials are being paid for
with $10,000 donated by Peters-
burg Fisheries, Inc. The city is
trying to stretch the money by
relying on in-house labor. Mus-
son said that the Parks & Rec
Department would greatly ap-
preciate anyone who would like
to volunteer their time for the
project.
