August 28, 1942 – A drive to

raise $525 for the work of the
United Service Organization,
better known as the USO, “one
way we can all get behind the
men behind the guns” will get
under way next week. The first
step in the drive will be taken
when workers call at business
houses to solicit contributions
from them, and later plans have
not been completed. The money
for this work must be raised by
October 1. The purpose of the
organization  in the opening of
buildings, which will not be
Catholic, or Jewish, not run by
the YMCA or Salvation Army,
but by a unified organization
supported by all of these groups
where men can find relaxation.          
September 1, 1967 – Sale of

the Wrangell Sentinel and Pe-
tersburg Press to the Nome
Nugget Publishing Co., was an-

nounced today by Mr. and Mrs.
Lew Williams Jr., publishers of
the weekly newspapers. The
Nome Nugget Publishing Co.

Charles F. Willis Jr. is
publisher and Al Phelps is gen-
eral manager of the publishing
company. Willis is also presi-
dent of Alaska Airlines but he
emphasizes that the publishing
company is a separate business
venture, not connected in any
way with the airlines. 
September 3, 1992 – 1992
