
JUNEAU, Alaska (AP) — A
group of Juneau seniors has regis-
tered as a special interest group
with the Alaska Public Offices
Commission in an effort to make a
difference in the Oct. 3 election.

The aim of Juneau Seniors Sup-
porting Seniors is to get the City
and Borough of Juneau Assembly
to restore full senior sales tax ex-
emptions, as restrictions have been
in effect for two years, group treas-
urer Ron Somerville said.

The group’s stated purpose is
“to influence the 2017 Juneau Mu-

nicipal Election concerning As-
sembly seats and ballot initiatives,”
the Juneau Empire reported.

As a result of a 2015 ordinance,
the only items that are tax exempt
for seniors are “essential items,”
such as food, electricity and heating
fuel.

One of the two ballot initiatives
in this fall’s election is the exten-
sion of a 1 percent sales tax in-
crease. The money from this
increase would go mainly toward
maintenance projects of City and
Borough of Juneau buildings

around town. Somerville said in
past elections, seniors have stayed
away from getting too heavily in-
volved in ballot initiatives.

“In the past, since seniors didn’t
have to pay a sales tax, they
weren’t politically as active in sales
tax issues like the 1 percent,”
Somerville said. “Now, of course,
they have to pay that 1 percent on
non-essential items, they’ve be-
come more interested.”

The group has been reaching
out to candidates, and Somerville
has even landed a position on a

candidate’s campaign.
Chuck Collins, who is running

for the District 1 Assembly seat
currently occupied by Jesse Kiehl,
sat down with representatives from
the group recently. He said the
meeting changed his opinion on the
issue. He wasn’t sure about where
he stood on it, but after talking with
Somerville and others, his view
changed. And on Friday, he added
Somerville to his campaign as a
deputy treasurer.

“I want them to support me and
I’m looking for more people to be
on my committee and Ron volun-
teered,” Collins said Friday.
“There’s no doubt about it, I think
we have a lot of the same view-
points on issues in town having to
do with everything from budgetary
issues, including sales tax, to a
number of other things that we’re
doing in Juneau that we’re not as
happy about how things are going.”

Somerville said he expects
Juneau’s seniors to make a differ-
ence in this election, citing the fact
that there are more than 4,000 in
town with sales tax exemption
cards who have a reason to come
out and vote in this election. In last
year’s municipal election, 8,408
people voted.
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September 14, 1917 – Jacob
Johnson, I. J. Erickson , and Dr. J.
L. Buckley received notice last
week that, upon recommendation
of Governor Strong, President
Wilson has appointed them  mem-
bers of the exemption board for
the town of Petersburg. The ap-
pointments to the board, the gov-
ernor’s letter states, are in the
nature of a draft, and they are ad-
vised that the board will in all
probability continue in existence
during the period of the present
war. “The duties of the local or
city, exemption boards,” the in-
structions read, “are broadly, to
pass upon claims of exemption
that may be made from them; and
the findings of the local exemption
boards are subject to review by the
divisional exemption boards.”
September 11, 1942 – Due to

the fact that enrollment is so much
smaller in the high school this year
than in previous years, local
school authorities had decided to
dispense with another teacher.
There will be two full time teach-
ers less than last year. Several
classes including meteorology, ad-
vanced algebra, art, and solid
geometry had only one to two stu-
dents applying for admission, so it
was decided that those subjects
would not be taught this year. Ele-
mentary, grades 1-8 has enrolled
167 students. High school enroll-
ment is 56, making a total of 223
children.  This is a substantial re-
duction from the 1940 enrollment
of 318 children.  
September 15, 1967 – School

enrollments are increasing sharply
over last year, according to word
from Supt. Don Schultz, who said
there its a net gain of some 64 stu-

dents, compared with last year,
bringing the total to 654.  In addi-
tion to classrooms being used to
capacity in the grade school and
high school, Schultz pointed out
there are various other areas being
used because of increasing enroll-
ments. The Salvation Army Build-
ing is being used for kindergarten
and the Lutheran Church educa-
tion wing for special education.
Otherwise, the auditorium en-
trance is being used for a guidance
office and a library storage room
for the high school principal’s of-
fice.  The issue of a new elemen-
tary school, which will be placed
before the voters Oct. 3. A new
$1.2 million bond issue has been
proposed to finance the new build-
ing and voters will make the deci-

sion on whether to go ahead.
September 10, 1992 – Dr. Phil
