King Salmon
Due to conservation concerns,

the retention of king salmon is
prohibited in all Southeast Alaska
salt waters, including the Peters-
burg/Wrangell area. This closure
went into effect 12:01am, Thurs-
day, August 10, 2017. All king
salmon caught must be immedi-
ately released unharmed.

Coho Salmon
Coho salmon catch rates in the

marine fishery remained high

during the last week but anglers
can expect to see declining catch
rates in the marine fishery. Fresh-
water fishing for coho was slow
to start the season but catch rates
have been improving. For most
systems in the area, opportunity
for freshwater fishing for coho
will peak in mid-September and
opportunity will continue through
October.

Rockfish
Nonpelagic rockfish regula-

tions for Southeast Alaska Inside
waters, including the Petersburg
and Wrangell management area:

• The nonpelagic rockfish bag

and possession limit is one fish.
• Nonresident anglers have an

annual limit of one yelloweye.
• All nonpelagic rockfish must

be retained until the bag limit is
reached.

There is no closed season for
nonpelagic rockfish in the South-
east Alaska Inside waters. An-
glers are encouraged to use a
rockfish release device whenever
releasing nonpelagic rockfish.
Please see the “Southeast Alaska
Sport Fish Regulation Summary”
or visit your local ADF&G office
to see examples of rockfish re-
lease devices and learn  about

their use.
Dolly Varden, Rainbow trout

and Cutthroat trout
There are several great loca-

tions for fishing trout and Dolly
Varden both on and off the road
system in the
Petersburg/Wrangell area. As
salmon return to freshwater to
spawn these species can often be
found feeding on loose salmon
eggs. Dolly Varden can also be an
exciting catch in the nearshore
marine waters. When fishing for
trout be sure to check the "2017
Southeast Alaska Sport Fish Reg-
ulation Summary" (available
anywhere fishing licenses are
sold) to understand regulations
for the waterbody you intend to
fish. Regulations regarding size
limits, bag limits and the use of
bait can vary by waterbody.

Halibut
Halibut harvest reports remain

good throughout the area. Hal-
ibut catch rates typically increase
throughout the summer as these
fish migrate into the area and re-
main stable throughout the early
fall.

Petersburg Fishing Report

September 21, 1917 – The blue
clay under the concrete foundation
at the light and power plant having
become soaked up during the re-
cent heavy rains, the light service
is now somewhat “on the blink”.
At a special meeting of the council
it was decided to have L. J. Isreal-
son make temporary repairs by
wedging up the foundation under
the engines; also to change about
the exhaust pipes to go straight
through the roof, and to dig deep
ditches on three sides of the build-
ing. It is planned to keep one en-
gine in operation at night only
while repair work is in progress,
which will probably require sev-
eral days, and during this time the
council requests that no electric
stoves, percolators, or flat irons be
used, and that as few lights be
used as consumers can conve-
niently manage with.

September 18, 1942 – The war
will not usher in the era of the
shiny nose. While the new WPB
order on toiletries and cosmetics
assures an adequate supply of
beauty aids, there isn’t enough
face powder for extravagant use.
Many of the materials which go
into cosmetics such as alcohol,
glycerine, dye chemicals, and zinc
or tin oxide are also needed for
war purposes.  Bernice Woodard
of the regional OPA Consumer Di-
vision in San Fransisco urged
women to buy only what they
need and to use toiletries econom-
ically. A sensible use of cosmetics
will help keep the supply available
to all, she said.

September 22, 1967 – Few
things are really new anymore, in

the way of surprises, that is. Ever
heard of gals in the crew of seine
boat? If you haven’t, you’re out-
dated now, for Jean Pederson and
Robin Lee are full-fledged mem-
bers of the crew of the seine boat
Middleton, owned by Jean’s
daddy, Lloyd Pederson. Also in
the crew is Robin’s father, Elder
Lee. The fathers go along more or
less as chaperones to keep the girls
from bothering the opposite sex,
said Pederson. They earned
money to go to business college in
Seattle this fall. Robin is 20 and
Jean is 19.   

September  17, 1992 – Know-
ing how the raven moves, hops,
crows and flirts is not enough.
Dancers of the Raven’s Song must
capture the spirit of the raven

while remembering to move to the
rhythm of the drum. They must
also understand the words to Tlin-
git songs and those who sing must
learn the subtleties of pronuncia-
tion-all in a language few in Pe-
tersburg speak. These difficulties
are just a few of the reasons Pe-
tersburg’s Seetka Kwan Dancers
invited Nathan Jackson, a master
carver and expert dancer from
Ketchikan, to Petersburg last
weekend to help them perfect their
dancing. The group is rehearsing
the dance in preparation for festiv-
ities in October in Saxman. The
Petersburg group has been invited
by the Ravens of Cape Fox and
the Tongass Tribe to the re-dedi-
cation of the Raven Tribal House
at Totem Bight State Park.
