
The Petersburg School 
District Board unanimously 
agreed to join the Coalition for 
Education Equity of Alaska 
(CEE) at the board meeting 
Tuesday night. 

One reason the district board 
is joining the coalition is because 
of its “unique” ability to “use 
legal avenues to ensure the state 

and legislature carry out 
constitutional responsibilities 
regarding education.” 

Founded in 1996, CEE is a 
statewide member-based 
nonprofit that champions access 
to quality, equitable and 
adequate public education in 
Alaska through advocacy, policy 
development and taking legal 
action. 

For the last two years, CEE 
has advocated for a permanent 

increase to the BSA — nearly 
achieving that goal until Gov. 
Mike Dunleavy vetoed it in 
February. 

“Adequate public-school 
funding is obviously the current 
critical need for maintaining 
high-quality educational 
standards in Alaska and 
providing our students with the 
resources they need to be 
prepared for the future…” wrote 
CEE Executive Director Caroline 
Storm in a letter to PSD before 
the Tuesday meeting.  

“The Coalition is heavily 
invested in advocating for an 
increase to the Base Student 
Allocation (BSA) now and into 
the next legislative session,” the 
letter continued. “Should our 
advocacy efforts not yield a 
significant, permanent, and 
upward inflation adjusted 
increase to the BSA, we are 
preparing to use the court 
system to pressure the 
Legislature and Governor to 
meet their constitutional 
obligation to provide an 
adequate education system in 

the state.” 
PSD will join over a dozen 

other school districts, 
corporations and nonprofits as 
members of the coalition; each 
CEE member organization has 
one seat on the coalition’s board 
of directors. 

Having filed two lawsuits in 
the past, the CEE is preparing to 
file a lawsuit against the State of 
Alaska for lack of funding 
required to provide an adequate 
K-12 education to all Alaskan 
students. 

“Advocacy hasn’t quite 
gotten us far enough over the last 
two years. It got us very close to 
getting a permanent increase to 
the BSA, but not far enough,” 
Storm said in a presentation on 
Tuesday. 

She added that when the 
coalition files a lawsuit, “the 
legal fees will be taken care of 
otherwise. We will not be asking 
districts to pony up any more 
money for a legal fund.” 

PSD Superintendent Erica 
Kludt-Painter heard about the 
coalition and their work at the 

AASB last fall, and introduced 
the idea to potentially join it 
during the March school board 
meeting.  

There is a cost to become a 
member of the coalition, which 
was prorated at 25% of $8,000 
per year; PSD’s commitment will 
be $2,000 for the remainder of 
fiscal year 2024. CEE is reviewing 
its membership fee structure to 
make it more equitable for 
smaller school districts, given the 
current funding constrictions 
across all districts in Alaska. 

“I don’t want the fee to be a 
barrier to districts joining,” said 
Storm.  

The school board generally 
agreed that its CEE membership 
will be reconsidered yearly upon 
renewal. 

“The advantage is being part 
of the very likely lawsuit against 
the state,” said PSD board 
president Sarah Holmgrain as 
the board discussed a motion to 
join CEE. 

The school board voted in 
favor of opting to join the CEE 
unanimously.

School Board votes to join coalition likely to sue state

total of over 48,000 fish, the 
highest total harvest in winter 
since 2016.  

The fishery has an annual 
allocation per Pacific Salmon 
Treaty Agreement measures for 
conserving wild Chinook stocks 
where only a certain amount of 
king salmon can be caught for 
the fishery.  

Of that total, 45,285 Chinook 
were treaty fish —wild fish not 
from Alaska hatcheries— 
exceeding the winter allocation 
of 45,000 fish.  

While the winter fishery 
started in October 2023, about 
32,000 fish were taken in the 
new year from January through 
the end of March.  

Although by regulation 
trollers can fish through April 
30, most areas in the winter 
fishery closed on March 15 due 
to changes in the fishery length 
that started in 2018 that cut the 
winter fishery length back by six 
weeks for conservation of 
Southeast Alaska wild Chinook 
stocks. However, in 2022 the 
Board of Fisheries said the 
fishery could be extended in 
areas identified by ADFG where 
encounter rates are lower for 
wild non-hatchery fish, or treaty 
fish. 

About 70% of the winter 
harvest was taken in Sitka, 
which was one of three areas, 
along with Craig and Yakutat, 
on the Alaskan outer coast 
where the winter fishery 
opportunity was extended 
through March 31. 

Hagerman says the 
extension “ended up being 
absolutely perfect” because “we 
took almost the exact winter 
harvest limit” of 45,000 treaty 
fish. 

Winter fishery trollers 
caught 21,000 more fish than 
the prior season, and about 
28,000 fish above the five year 
average. 

The highest prices of the 

year occur during the winter 
fishery. 

At one point, fish averaged 
$10 a pound and 10 pounds a 
fish, “so every fish that came 
aboard was a $100 bill.”  

For the winter troll fishery as 
a whole, prices fluctuated 
between $7 and $10 per pound, 
averaging in at about $8.11 a 
pound, with an average weight 
of about 9.7 pounds.  

Compared to the five year 
average of $10.79 a pound and 
10.7 pounds, this winter fishery 
averaged about a pound and 
$2.68 less than the five year 
average since 2018. 

Although the winter troll 
fishery harvested fish that were 
smaller and not worth as much 
on average, Hagerman said, due 
to the high harvest rate, “it was 
still a much more valuable 
fishery for them.” 

Harvesting more of the 
allocation in the winter leaves 
less fish available for trollers in 
the summer; however, because 
Chinook caught in the winter 
are worth a higher price than in 
the summer, Hagerman said 
maximizing the harvest limit 
during the winter fishery makes 
the overall troll fishery more 
valuable. 

“That’s the beauty of the 

winter fishery…” said 
Hagerman. “The more they can 
take during that fishery, it 
increases the value of the fishery 
overall.” 

Whether or not this massive 
harvest of the allocation is 
viewed positively “depends on 
which troller you ask…” with 
residents who fish the winter 
troll season happy with 
harvesting in the winter when 
fish are more valuable in 
comparison to summer prices. 

“But in the long run, it’s still 
a good thing. The value of the 
troll fishery will go up because 
they took more during the 
winter fishery when they’re 
worth more,” said Hagerman. 

“Those that fished the winter, 
have a high opinion of it … it’s 
a good start to our season.”

April 17, 1974 – Fisherman 

John Blanchard has gone back to 
the basics with his troller 
Williwaw. Sail. Blanchard can 
slip his 10-ton, 36-foot vessel 
through the water without 
spending a dine when the wind 
is fair. And when it isn’t he uses 
a small diesel. Blanchard is 
believed to have the only sailing 
troller in Southeastern Alaska. 
He recently changed his home 
port from Ketchikan to Wrangell 
and Williwaw – which is rally a 

thinly disguised classy deep 
water cruising yacht with the 
fine lines to prove it – is rafted 
out along with the rest of the 
fishing fleet alongside Resilience 
Float. In an interview, Blanchard 
told his, and Williwaw’s, story. 
“Ever since 1969 there had been 
bad rumors about the fuel 
situation,” he said. “So I decided 
to be ready.” Blanchard, 42, who 
is also an artist, wood-carver and 
cabinet maker sho specializes in 
boat interiors, bought the 
uncomplete Ed Monk- designed 
10-tonner in Seattle in the spring 
of 1972 and began fitting her out 
as a fisherman. He installed 36-
foot trolling poles which fold up 
alongside his 54-foot mainmast. 
Hauling-in equipment operates 
off either hydraulic or muscle 
power. Space originally designed 
for an after-cabin was converted 
into a fish hold with a 2.6-ton ice 
capacity. The sip’s full-headroom 
living space is an a standard 
forward cabin with a big 
doghouse. Williwaw’s fossil fuel 
power iss an 18-horsepower 
Volvo Penta diesel. Her nature-
power is a big mainsail, a staysail 
and a jib which, when the 
breezes are favorable and 
moderate to brisk, can drive the 
Williwaw along free, silent and 
as fast as most contemporary 
fishing vessels. So far, Blanchard, 
whobrought the Williwaw north 
last summer and came to 
Wrangell recently after wintering 
in Ketchikan, has used the diesel 
power for trolling, and sailpower 
to move his little ship between 
portland his chosen fishing 
grounded. Williwaw was 
designed as a 

April 8, 1999 – Police and fire 
department officials, along with 
the city’s emergency medical 
technician team, responded 
Monday evening to a report of a 
pipe bomb at a home across 
from the ferry terminal. Shortly 
before 5 p.m. on Monday police 
dispatch received a call 
explaining that a bomb had been 
found at another location and 
taken to the local residence. 
Police chief Dale Stone reported 
that a pipe bomb about five to 
seven inches long was found by 
two grade school students, ages 
nine and ten years old. He 
reported that the pair had found 
the bomb earlier in the day near 
the boardwalk that is adjacent to 
the elementary school. Stone 
said that the youths allegedly 
picked it up and one of them put 
it in their pocket, carrying it 
around for several hours. “They 
had it in their pocket for the day 
and we believe that it could have 
been packed around at the 
school in their pocket,” Stone 
reported. “We think they found 
it on their lunch break.” Upon 
returning home one of the 
youths showed it to their 
parents who then set it outside 
on a bench on their deck, where 
it remained until police 
responded. Stone described the 
bomb as a piece of copper tubing 
five to seven inches long, but he 
said, he was unsure of the 
explosive element used in its 
making. After the call was 
received, officer Ken Sherrod 
responded and, upon seeing the 
device, called for back up from 
other police department officials 
as well as fire and EMT officials. 

Some fire department officials 
arrived on scene immediately in 
their own vehicles and blocked 
traffic both north and south 
bound in front of the home. 
While fire trucks and 
ambulances arrived, in case of 
an accidental detonation, police 
department officials began to 
secure the device. Once the 
police department had the 
device sealed, the fire and EMT 
teams were let go and traffic, 
which had backed up quickly, 
began to flow again. The police 
then took the device to the rock 
pit behind the airport and 
detonated it. Stone said the blast 
was “bigger than a seal bomb, 
but less than a stick of dynamite. 
I don’t know how much 
explosive it was, but it went off,” 
he reported. “The blast blew off 
the sides but the pipe itself 
remained intact.” Stone said the 
response by the fire department 
and EMT teams was “excellent. 
The officer used good judgment 
in calling out the fire department 
and they were amazingly 
quick.” Stone said that one of his 
biggest concerns was the fact 
that the kids had transported the 
device around with them and 
into the school. He said that he 
has talked with school district 
officials in an attempt to get the 
message across that if kids see 
something that looks like a 
bomb, they should leave the 
device alone and report it to an 
adult. School superintendent 
Mary Francis reported on 
Wednesday that high school 
principal Dick Montgomery 
spoke with the high school 
student body on Tuesday. 
Officer Jim Agner spoke with 
fourth and fifth graders on 

Tuesday and spoke with middle 
school students on Wednesday. 
Francis said that the district was 
waiting for elementary school 
principal Bill Watkins to return 
to town on Wednesday to 
discuss talking to the younger 
kids in the district. “Given the 
situation,” Francis said, “I think 
Bill [Watkins] needs to be 
comfortable with the students 
being spoken to.” She said he 
was the one who knew the 
children best and therefore she 
would leave it up to him to 
decide what age groups it was 
appropriate to educate about the 
situation. Stone said that no 
charges are being filed so far in 
the case. The youths, he said, 
will not be charged. If the 
manufacturer of the device is 
found however, they could face 
such charges as reckless 
endangerment, among others.
