
The United States Govern-
ment shut down at midnight 
Eastern Standard Time on Dec. 
22 after the Senate failed to 
come up with an agreement on 
a spending deal, which resulted 
with interruptions in the opera-
tions of government agencies, 
including the United States 
Coast Guard, the Transporta-

tion Security Administration 
and the United States Forest 
Service. 

Despite falling under the De-
partment of Homeland Security, 
one of the agencies that were 
impacted significantly, the 
USCG will continue to provide 
essential services, including 
search and rescue efforts, said 
USCG Public Affairs Specialist 
First Class Nate Littlejohn. 

“We are still 100 percent 

ready to service the public, pro-
tect the environment and make 
sure all those critical missions 
are completed with no impact,” 
said Littlejohn. 

While crucial civilian em-
ployees were kept on duty, 
other civilian employees were 
put on furlough, a leave of ab-
sence without pay, as a result of 
the shut down, said Littlejohn. 
Some services could also be de-
layed, such as routine mainte-

nance and fishing enforcement 
patrols. 

USCG personnel that are still 
working did receive a paycheck 
on Dec. 31, but it is unclear 
whether they will receive their 
next paycheck on Jan. 15.  

“If this goes on as long as it 
could, we likely will not be paid 
on the 15th,” said Littlejohn. 

The Pilot contacted TSA offi-
cials at the Petersburg and 
Wrangell airports, but they de-
clined to give a comment and 
instead referred all questions to 
TSA Public Liaison Lorie 
Dankers. The out-going mes-
sage on Dankers’ phone stated 
that she was not in the office 
due to a lack of government 
funding and will not be check-
ing or responding to emails and 
voicemails.  

Both the Petersburg and 

Wrangell USFS offices are cur-
rently closed, and the Pilot’s at-
tempts to contact Public Affairs 
and Partnerships Office Paul 
Robbins, Jr. went unanswered.
