
While some anglers may hang 
up their fishing rods until Spring, 
don’t forget about the many an-
gling opportunities that exist 
throughout the winter. Remember 
to purchase your 2020 fishing li-
cense prior to fishing in the new 
calendar year. 

Winter King Salmon 
King salmon can be found 

year round in local marine waters 
although catch rates are typically 
much slower during the winter 
time. New regulations have been 
issued as of January 1, 2020. The 
current regulations for all marine 

waters in the Petersburg/Wrangell 
management area are as follows: 

• Alaska Residents: the bag 
and possession limit is 1 king 
salmon, 28 inches or greater in 
length. No annual limit. 

• Nonresidents: the bag and 
possession limit is 1 king salmon 
28 inches or greater in length. Be-
tween January 1 and June 30 the 
annual limit is three king salmon. 

• Reminder: Only one rod per 
person may be used to target king 
salmon this winter. 

Rockfish 
Rockfish regulations have 

changed as of January 1, 2020. 
The retention of nonpelagic rock-
fish is prohibited during 2020. 
The following regulations are 

now in effect: 
All Southeast Waters: 
• No retention of nonpelagic 

rockfish. 
• All vessels must have at least 

one functional deepwater release 
mechanism on board and readily 
available for use when sport fish-
ing activities are taking place. 
Persons sport fishing in marine 
waters when releasing rockfish 
(pelagic or nonpelagic), must use 
a deepwater release mechanism to 
return the fish to the depth it was 
hooked or to a depth of at least 
100 feet. 

Pelagic rockfish: 
• Bag limit of 5 and possession 

limit of 10 (residents and nonres-
idents), no size limits and no an-

nual limit. 
All Southeast Alaska vessels 

are now required to carry and use 
a rockfish release device when 
sport fishing in marine waters. 
Please see the Southeast Alaska 
Sport Fish Regulation 
Summary  or visit your local 
ADF&G office to see examples of 
rockfish release devices and learn 
about their use. 

Shellfish 
Shellfish are available year 

round and can make a great addi-
tion to the traditional holiday 
meals. 

Dungeness and Tanner crab 
are open to the sport fishery 
throughout the winter, just be sure 
your shellfish pots are equipped 
with properly sized escape rings, 
bouy markings, and a biodegrad-
able release (cotton twine)

Pages 33-36 of the 2019 South-
east Alaska Regulation Sum-
mary describe shellfish bag and 
possession limits, size limits, and 
detailed photos of how to distin-
guish between a male and female 
crab. 

Shrimp are also available year 
round in the Petersburg/Wrangell 
area. In addition to your sport 
fishing license anglers fishing for 
shrimp will need to pick up a free 
shrimp permit to record their har-
vest. Permits are available online 
at https://www.adfg.alaska.gov/St
ore/ 

Halibut 
Halibut catch rates typically 

decline as winter approaches but 
anglers may continue to find op-
portunity for halibut. Anglers are 
reminded that sport fishing for 
halibut is closed during the month 
of January. 
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January 16,  1920 John Bruce 
is now engaged in taking the 
fourteenth census of 
Petersburg and district, having 
been appointed to that duty by 
Charles W. Hawkesworth, of 
the Bureau of Education. All 
facts as to the number of 
residents occupations, 
businesses and everything 
pertaining to census statistics 
will be compiled under date of 
January 1st, 1920. The number 
of people listed for Petersburg 
by Mr. Bruce will determine 
the listed population of the 
town for the next ten years. 

January 12, 1945 With fine 
reports in on the Sixth War 
Loan drive, Petersburg 
residents bought Series E 
bonds in the amount of 
$46,987.50; individual sales 
other than E series were 
$25,648, and corporation sales 
were $17,000 for a total of $89, 
635.50. This is 199.1 per cent of 
the quota set for the sale of 
$45,000. The Petersburg Public 
School may also be proud of its 
record of having already 
accomplished its objective of 
purchasing enough bonds to 
buy a scout car which costs 
$6,175. 

January 14, 1970 Wrangell 
and Petersburg may have to 
wait for their airports to be 
extended and paved, state 
Public Works Commissioner 
Harold Strandberg says. 
Strandberg, speaking before a 
Chamber of Commerce 

gathering here Saturday, said 
the state is waiting for the air 
carrier (Alaska Airlines) to 
commit itself on the use of jet 
aircraft on the fields before 
improvements are made. He 
said the runways are “fully 
capable of handling the aircraft 
that are coming in now.”  

January 12, 1995 If you see 
trumpeter swans bobbing their 
heads at each other at Blind 
Slough this winter, feel free to 
join in—they probably won’t 
notice a few newcomers. More 
than 80 trumpeter swans were 
wintering at Blind Slough one 

day this month, well above the 
usual 50-55, said U. S. Forest 
Service field ornithologist 
Peter Walsh.  Walsh said the 
swan population jumped this 
year, probably because of the 
early winter. Even so, it’s a 
small community compared to 
the thousands that winter on 
Vancouver Island or the 200 
some swans that live near 
Yakutat. Among the best places 
to see swans are Blind Rapids 
or the hatchery both of which 
are usually free of ice even 
when the rest of the slough is 
frozen, Walsh said.
