
Thornburg said that while 
trying to determine the source 
of the leak in the pool, she 
found that the aquatic center’s 
two heat exchangers were 
faulty, which could cause the 
boilers to use more energy, 
along with having to heat cold 
water to offset the leak. The 
heat exchangers draw in cold 
pool water and use hot water 
from the boiler to heat it up be-
fore returning it back into the 
pool. Thornburg has already or-
dered two replacement heat ex-
changers. 

Data obtained from the bor-
ough on the aquatic center’s 
boilers do show the boiler using 
more energy between October 
and December. In the past two 
years, there have been other 
spikes in the boiler’s usage. 
There was a period between 
January and April of last year 
where the HVAC was broken 
and the in-floor radiant heating 
system was leaking that caused 
the boiler to have to work 
harder, said Thornburg. There 
were some other spikes in the 
boiler usage that Thornburg 
was unable to explain in the 
winter months, but she said it 
could be caused by the cold 
weather.  

At an assembly meeting on 
Tuesday, Thornburg said that a 
best case scenario shows the 
pool up and running again by 
next weekend. Meanwhile, the 
pool is still closed, causing the 

school district to make changes 
to their daily schedules.  

“It’s going to have a substan-
tial impact on the kids’ program 
and curriculum,” said Kludt-
Painter.
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January 30, 1920 The 
Petersburg Fire Department 
will purchase an automobile 
of some kind for fire fighting 
purposes, if the citizens of the 
town are willing to help.

January 26, 1945 Ray 
Gildner, Ketchikan fisherman, 
and R.J. Roppel, of Columbia 
River Salmon company, are in 
Petersburg today in the 
interests of getting fishermen 
to go into tuna fishing. 

Easy to catch, the fish are 
plentiful, they say with 
incoming steamers reported 
to have passed through 
schools 250 miles in extent, 
and the only limit on catch is 
that not more than three a 
minute may be taken. There 
will be a meeting at Council 
Chamber at which time all 
fishermen who might be 

interested in tuna fishing 
need to be present. 

January 28, 1970 Future 
Nurses of America is one of 
the service groups at 
Petersburg High School. 
Members work at Petersburg 
General Hospital. This year 
there are 22 girls working at 
the hospital. The majority of 
these girls works one day a 
week for two hours. The girls 
perform a wide variety of 
tasks. They feed babies and 
old men, clean bookshelves 
and bathrooms, and put linen 
away. They work in the 
kitchen, pass out dinner trays, 
arrange flowers, bring water 
and juices, make ice packs, 

answer lights and watch the 
desk when the nurse must 
leave. The girls are called 
Candy Stripers after the 
uniforms that they wear. 

January 26, 1995 After 2 
years of work, the Harbor and 
Port Advisory Board is 
finalizing design to add about 
215 new stalls to Petersburg 
harbors. The proposed project 
- with a price tag of $5 million 
to $6 million - would bring 
relief to the roughly 250 boats 
on the waiting list for a 
harbor stall.
