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February 13, 1920 A 
Firemen’s Relief Fund has been 
started by Petersburg Fire 
Department for the purpose of 
caring for those injured while 
fighting fire and provide 
clothing to firemen to replace 
any that might be spoiled while 
engaged in their active duties. 
The money for the fund will be 
derived from donations, social 
activities, or from any other 
source to which the firemen 
might have access. The fund 
will be dispensed by a 
committee of five members 
who were elected at the 
meeting to hold office for a term 
of one year. 

February 9, 1945 Captain 
James J. Alter, Health Inspector 
for the Territory of Alaska, has 
been in Petersburg for the past 
few days checking on canneries, 
eating places, and bars. He has 
also been making inquiry to 
determine whether there is 
sufficient interest in the subject 
to hold a school here to teach 
new health methods to 
employees of such places. 
Queried about the rat question 
which has been much discussed 
in our neighboring towns, he 
said that rats are not nearly so 
numerous in Petersburg as they 
are in some other Alaska towns. 
Bubonic plague has been found 
on rats in Tacoma, and ships 
coming from that city are 
required to take special 
precautions when tying up in 
other ports, but he says no 
evidence of the plague has yet 
been found in rats tested in the 
Territory. 

February 11, 1970 Marching 
moms from Scow Bay to Sandy 
Beach Sunday in the Mothers 
March of Dimes, sponsored by 
the Petersburg Women of the

February 9, 1995 Petersburg 
could soon be at the forefront of 
logging research. One part of an 
experiment to compare 
different logging methods will 
probably be on Mitkof or 
Kupreanof islands, project 
organizers said. By harvesting 

similar stands of trees in 
different ways and then 
watching the stands over years 
of recovery researchers hope to 
gather data on the 
environmental and economic 
effects of single-tree and group 
timber harvesting. The 
experiment would be spread 
across six locations in the 
southeast, “McClean said. 
“Each site will have nine blocks 
of trees, ranging from a clearcut 
to an untouched stand.” The 
project will compare stands that 
are uniformly thinned - one tree 
at a time - with ones leaving 
clumps or cleanings. The 
project is funded by a USFS 
grant.

Pool
The pool’s water heats up 

as it circulates around the 
heat exchanger coils, which 
are filled with hot water from 
the boiler, according to Gies-
brecht. The air handler coils 
work the same way, except 
it’s air that circulates around 
the coils instead of water. The 
borough assembly approved 
two quotes from Ketchikan 
Mechanical, Inc. to repair and 
replace the heat exchanger 
coils for a price not to exceed 
$18,937.75, and the air han-
dler coils for a price not to ex-
ceed $17,362.10. Giesbrecht 
recommended that the fund-
ing for the project come from 
the property development 
fund, since the replacement 
of the coils wasn’t budgeted.  

Giesbrecht said during the 
below freezing temperatures 
Petersburg experienced last 
month, both sets of coils de-
veloped leaks. The coils have 
been repaired, but they will 
be replaced by the new coils. 
If the current coils can be re-
paired further when they are 
removed, Giesbrecht said 
they will be set aside as 
spares. 

Ketchikan Mechanical, Inc. 
will be in town for two days 
to replace the coils. They will 
do the work at night to avoid 
having to close the pool.  

“If everything goes as 
planned, no one will know 
the difference, other than the 
building will warm up a little 
bit,” said Giesbrecht.
