
that the Incidental Take State-
ment, which allows for the har-
vest of Chinook salmon, be 
vacated. 

If that happens, the commer-
cial Chinook trolling fishery 
would effectively be closed until 
a new Bi-Op could be com-
pleted, which could take almost 
two years. 

WFC is suing in an effort to 
rebuild the populations of 
threatened Chinook salmon and 
Southern Resident Killer 
Whales (SRKW). 

They claim the salmon are es-
sential prey for the SRKW and 
that closing the fishery would 
increase prey availability. 

The defense, which includes 
the NMFS, the Alaska Trollers 
Association, and the State of 
Alaska, argues that closing the 
fishery would only give “a small 
hypothetical benefit to the 
SRKW population, but a guar-

anteed economic disaster” for 
Southeast trolling communities. 

They believe pollution, ur-
banization, habitat loss, and 
human-caused disturbances are 
the primary factors affecting the 
SRKW population and not the 
Southeast troll fishery. 

The final decision in the case 
will be made by District Judge 
Richard Jones, but it is unknown 
when he will issue a verdict. 

Resolution #2023-02 notes 
the contributions of the troll 
fishery to Petersburg, including 
the 133 unique troll permits that 
reported Petersburg as the port 
of landing in 2021, the total eco-
nomic impact in Petersburg of 
approximately $4.25 million an-
nually, and Petersburg serving 
as the home port of 22% of the 
Southeast troll fleet permits. 

The resolution also urges the 
NMFS and the Alaska Depart-
ment of Fish and Game “to com-
mit the necessary resources to 

defend Alaska’s fisheries” and 
the state to work with Alaska’s 
congressional delegation to pro-
tect its fisheries from future law-
suits. 

 
In other assembly business: 
• The assembly voted unani-

mously to support the renewal 
of the Elks Lounge’s liquor li-
cense. 

• Petersburg Medical Center 
CEO Phil Hofstetter gave a re-
port covering the financial chal-
lenges faced by the hospital 
post-COVID including the lack 
of grant support, inflation, and 
difficulties collecting from third-
party payors. Hofstetter also re-
ported that the architects hired 
for the new facility project pre-
sented their concept designs to 
PMC and proposed a work ses-
sion with the borough to review 
them. 

• Petersburg District Ranger 
Ray Born updated the assem-
bly on the Forest Service’s ef-
forts to prepare for nine new 
cabin projects and plans to per-
form work on the Petersburg 
Lake Trail over the summer. 
Born also reported that the Pe-
tersburg Ranger District is hir-
ing for about 20 positions and 
that there will be a hiring fair at 
the local district office on 
March 2. 

• Borough Manager Steve 
Giesbrecht reported that Parks 
and Recreation will be hosting 
an indoor sprint triathlon on 
Saturday Feb. 11. 

• According to Borough 
Manager Steve Giesbrecht, the 
Petersburg Police Department, 
the Alaska Department of Fish 
and Game, and the Alaska 
Wildlife Troopers are develop-
ing a plan in response to the in-
crease in wolf sightings. 

• The assembly unani-
mously passed Ordinance 
#2023-01 in its third and final 
reading. The ordinance ties the 
service rates for self-pay resi-
dents at Mountain View Manor 
Assisted Living  to the maxi-
mum service rates allowed for 
the facility under Medicaid. 

• The assembly unani-
mously passed Ordinance 
#2023-02 in its third and final 
reading. The ordinance re-
zones a lot on the corner of 
Haugen Drive and N. 12th 
Street for commercial use. The 

Petersburg Indian Associa-
tion is interested in purchasing 
the lot. 

• The assembly voted unan-
imously to send Mayor Mark 
Jensen, Assembly Member 
Thomas Fine-Walsh, Assembly 
Member Scott Newman, and 
Borough Manager Steve Gies-
brecht to Washington D.C. to 
meet with Petersburg’s federal 
delegation during the last 
week of March. 

• The assembly voted unan-
imously to appoint Assembly 
Member Scott Newman as 

mayor pro tem for the Feb. 21 
assembly meeting since there 
is a possibility that neither 
Mayor Mark Jensen nor Vice 
Mayor Bob Lynn will be able to 
attend the meeting. 

• The assembly voted unan-
imously to reschedule the Oct. 
2 assembly meeting for Mon-
day Oct. 9 at noon. The move 
comes in order to free up time 
for the borough clerks around 
the municipal election and will 
also allow the election certifi-
cation to take place at the same 
time as a regular meeting.

but did raise some questions and wanted more details on 
the history of the program and the administrative obliga-
tions. 

The assembly voted 6-1 in favor of pursuing the idea 
with Vice Mayor Bob Lynn opposed, saying that he was 
not against the concept but had too many unanswered 
questions to support it. 

 
Easily Developable Lots 

Prior to the assembly meeting, Aulbach also identified 
residentially zoned parcels owned by the borough that he 
thought could most easily be connected to water, sewer, 
and electricity. 

Utility Director Karl Hagerman then came up with es-
timations to extend utilities to those lots. 

With the assembly’s unanimous support, Hagerman 
and the task force will continue investigating the lots and 
present them to the assembly to decide if and how they 
should be sold to the public. 

 
Manufactured Homes 

The final concept involved opening up an area in Serv-
ice Area 1 where people could build manufactured 
homes. 

The hope is the area would allow people to own both 
their home and the property it sits on instead of having 
to pay rent on the property. 

Sarah Holmgrain reported to the assembly that she 
had identified four large parcels along North 8th Street 
between the ballfield and the Lighthouse Assembly of 
God Church, which are all currently zoned as multi-fam-
ily, where manufactured homes could be built if the 
parcels were rezoned. 

The assembly voted 7-0 in favor of pursuing the idea. 
 
Additionally, Brian Wilson, the Executive Director of 

the Alaska Coalition of Housing and Homelessness, gave 
a presentation to the assembly on the impacts of home-
lessness in Alaska and how other communities have ad-
dressed the issue. 

During his presentation, Wilson noted the importance 
of the assembly approving the completion of a housing 
needs assessment so that the true needs in the community 
could be identified.

February 8, 1973 – Senator 

Mike Gravel has criticized as 

“irresponsible and nonsensical” 

the decision of the U.S. Postal 

Service to discontinue the 

transportation by air of most 

second-class and all third- and 

fourth-class mail to Southeast 

Alaska. “To present this to 

Alaskans as an improvement in 

service is an insult to our 

intelligence,” Senator Gravel 

said. The postal service 

announced recently that it 

would move lower than first-

class mail from Central Alaska to 

Southeast Alaska overland, 

involving the use of trucks and 

the Alaska Ferry System. A 

similar overland method will be 

used for mail from Seattle and 

other southern points. In the 

past, such mail was carried by 

air transportation on a space 

available basis. Gravel said that 

he had already ordered the 

general accounting office of the 

federal government to look into 

this development as part of its 

overall investigation of postal 

service in Alaska. The 

investigation was ordered by 

Senator Gravel in October and is 

already in progress. “I ordered 

the investigation in the first 

place because the people of 

Alaska deserve first rate 

treatment from the postal 

service. They have not been 

getting it and I want to find out 

why. I believe that decisions that 

are as irresponsible and 

nonsensical as this one not only 

force a deterioration in postal 

service, but also show that the 

postal service has little 

understanding of the need for 

proper mail service in Alaska. 

The fact that we are so separate 

from the contiguous forty-eight 

states means that Alaska should 

have priority for postal service. 

Everything done by the postal 

service over the past few years 

has shown that we are 

considered a low priority. I 

intend to see that attitude come 

to an end.” Senator Gravel said 

that once the investigation is 

complete he will consider 

appropriate steps for the 

Congress “to reverse the trend 

toward poor postal service in 

Alaska. In the meantime,” he 

said, “I will make sure that my 

colleagues in the Senate are 

aware of the Alaskan problem, 

especially those on the Senate 

committee in charge of postal 

matters. The high-handed 

fashion in which the postal 

service does business lately has 

action, but it refused to even 

extend the courtesy of advising 

me about it through the mail. I 

can understand why the officials 

did not ask my opinion. They 

knew that I would tell them 

what I think of it in no uncertain 

terms. Several years ago,” he 

continued,”the decision was 

made to do away with the old 

Post Office Department to create 

a new, semi-public company to 

deliver the mail on a more 

commercial basis. This was seen 

as a means to lower costs and 

improve postal service at the 

same time. That was a dream. As 

far as Alaska is concerned, postal 

service has gone sharply 

downhill ever since the postal 

service was created.”  

February 12, 1998 – A pair of 

eagles was rescued Friday by 

two youths who found the birds 

near a local creek still clinging to 

each other after an apparent 

tandem plunge that lasted too 

long. Sixth graders James Larson 

and Skylar Cummings were in 

the woods near Vesta Street 

when they heard some 

squawking and discovered what 

they thought was just one eagle. 

“We saw an eagle laying face 

down in a real bushy area with 

its wings up,” Larson said. The 

two reported the eagle to 

Larson’s mother, Anna, who 

notified the Alaska Department 

of Fish and Game, who in turn 

notified U.S. Forest Service 

Stikine Area law enforcement 

officer John Burick. Burrick 

arrived on the scene with a net 

and a pet carrier, thinking the 

injured bird would likely be 

traveling to the Raptor Center in 

Sitka. He and the two youths 

dicovered that it was actually 

two eagles still locked together 

by their talons. “We had to 

physically pry their talons 

apart,” Burick said. After some 

observation at that Forest 

Service supervisor’s office, both 

eagles were released. “For the 

most part they were in pretty 

good shape, “ Burick said, 

noting he hadn’t seen two eagles 

locked together like this pair 

was. “Once they get scared, 

they’re in panic mode and don’t 

want to let go because they’re 

kind of afraid of what the other 

one might do,” he said. Vicky 

Vosberg, a staff veterinarian at 

the Raptor Center said the 

phenomenon is sometimes 

called cartwheeling or tumbling, 

“...but what they are doing 

nobody really knows,” Vosberg 

said. The behavior could be 

associated with a mating ritual, 

a territorial display, or even a 

bonding process. She said her 

center only sees about one pair 

of eagles a year injured in such a 

cartwheel plunge. In her 

experience, the behavior isn’t 

limited to a specific time of year 

and occurs with both male and 

female eagles of varying ages. 

“Sometimes it’s an adult and an 

immature eagle,” Vosberg said.
