
Medicaid make up 70% of pa-
tient care, effectively 70% of the 
costs for building the new facil-

ities would be covered over 
time. 

He explained that, with the 
current estimated $95 million 

overall cost to build the new 
hospital facilities, the annual de-
preciation divided over 28 years 
will be $3,392,000 each year in 

the cost report for the hospital; 
then based on that reported cost, 
at 70%, Medicare and Medicaid 
would pay PMC $2,375,000 an-
nually for that reimbursement. 

What’s more, McCormick 
said if the building is paid off by 
its completion date, ideally 
through grants being the current 
goal, the annual depreciation is 
still reported in the cost report 
and Medicare will still be re-
sponsible to pay PMC that 
$2,375,000 every year for build-
ing that building.  

He echoed this again the fol-
lowing day at the PMC Open 
House event, presenting to the 
community attendees: “Let’s 
say that we pay for the building 
with grants, that’s our goal, and 
the building’s completely paid 
for by the time we finish the 
building. We still turn around 

and report these [depreciation] 
costs in the cost report and 
Medicare pays us … because we 
get paid based on cost, not 
based on our revenues. This is 
how we are able to avoid having 
to put any kind of burden upon 
the community to help pay for 
this building.” 

At the work session, Hofstet-
ter clarified that the reimbursed 
money paid to PMC “could po-
tentially go towards … mainte-
nance improvements, or it can 
go for sustainability of the cost 
of running the building…” 

“How can we afford the 
building after it’s built? … This 
could be one way to do it,” said 
Hofstetter. 

Earlier discussion about fall-
back options for funding 
brought up a USDA direct loan 
program for rural hospitals. 
However, Hofstetter expressed 
that the option was not his fa-
vorite.  

“One of the reasons why I’m 
so aggressive and want state 
and federal [grants] … not going 
to taxpayers … not getting fi-
nancing is … that depreciation 
payment, that $2.3 million … we 
could pay that financing loan, 
that USDA loan, with that 
amount … but … I would rather 
have that go back into the facil-
ity and then that gets reinvested 
into Petersburg through pro-
grams and through the facility 

itself and for maintaining the fa-
cility,” said Hofstetter. 

Part of the reason PMC strug-
gles to “barely break even from 
year to year cash flow basis,” 
McCormick explained, is be-
cause the existing building is 
fully depreciated — meaning 
“there is no [depreciation] cost 
to report anymore and so we 
don’t get that in our reimburse-
ment, yet we still have a lot of 
expenditure with regards to re-
pairing different parts of the 
building.” 

McCormick has been in-
volved in building several hos-
pitals over the course of his 
career and he said the concerns 
about how the building will be 
paid for prior to building it are 
not unusual. He notes two 
things that follow after the 
building is built: one “the cost-

based reimbursement kicks in,” 
and two, people “start bringing 
their care back and we expand 
services, and the organization … 
soon find themselves in a very 
healthy financial situation.” 

If grant funding pays for the 
building, Medicare and Medi-
caid will still pay 70% of the cost 
of the building over the course 
of 28 years through depreciation 
cost reimbursement; likewise, if 
PMC finances part of the build-
ing, Medicare and Medicaid will 
reimburse 70% of the interest ex-
pense, McCormick presented. 

If operational costs like utili-
ties increase at the new building, 
70% of those costs will flow 
through the cost-based reim-
bursement for Medicare and 
Medicaid. 

As the aging population grad-
ually costs more to the Medicare 
program, McCormick said it is 
“important not to delay” the 
new hospital project because 
“Medicare is cutting programs, 
and what they’ll do is, if you’re 
in it, they’ll grandfather you in 
it, but new people won’t be able 
to access it.” 

“It’s important that we move 
forward and get this in place,” 
he said at the open house. “It’s 
not going to get cheaper the 
longer we wait. And we could 
get to a point where these pro-
grams that help us pay for it, 
won’t be available.”

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February 1, 1924 – To drop 

dead immediately after saying 

he felt “fine” was the case of a 

man aged 50, who is known 

locally as N. Martin. Martin 

went to the Arthur Yates 

Memorial Hospital in Ketchikan 

on Saturday afternoon with a 

friend to see acquaintances 

there. He had been in the 

hospital from January 6 through 

the 15 with pneumonia and a 

bad heart and on leaving he was 

warned to be careful. When he 

arrived at the hospital Saturday 

he was asked how he felt, to 

which question he answered 

“fine.” Then he turned around 

and dropped. When picked up 

he looked at everyone and 

smiled. Dr. R.V. Ellis was called 

and when he arrived Martin 

was nearly dead. Death was do 

to heart failure. Martin leaves a 

sister in Brookly and a father in 

Norway. For some time he has 

made his headquarters in Myers 

Chuck from where he operated 

his trolling boat, the Phina. 
Funeral services will be 

conducted by Rev. C.K. Malmin 

at 2 o’clock tomorrow afternoon 

and the deceased will be buried 

in Ketchikan. 

 

February 4, 1949 – The 

Petersburg Junior Chamber of 

Commerce gathered eight men 

together and cleared snow from 

the skating pond at Three-Mile. 

President Pettigrew stated that 

quite a spot was cleared, despite 

the poor turnout of Jaycees. The 

area which was cleared Sunday 

is quite adequate for skating, 

but it is hoped more men can be 

put to work to clear additional 

space. The area will have to be 

cleared again and reflooded 

before the formal opening, 

which will be held in the near 

future. Mervin Clover, chairman 

of the committee, expressed his 

appreciation to those who 

turned out and like Pettigrew, 

hopes more men will be on 

hand for the next snow-

shoveling project. “Oh, my 

aching back!,” chorused eight 

men in unison. 

 

January 31, 1974 – “We’ve 

sought a solution for a long 

time, since the day we 

completed our first year of 

operation in Petersburg. We 

looked at a month to month 

analysis of revenue against 

expenses and realized that we 

lost money seven months of the 

year, broke even two months 

and made a modest profit 

during the last three months of 

each year. We can’t operate that 

way and I don’t think anyone 

else can either,” said Glenn 

Luckie, publisher of the 

Petersburg Press in announcing 

the closure of the operation, 

which was founded in 1912. The 

action leaves this community of 

2,500 without a means of local 

communication as there is no 

local radio or television except 

that which is available over 

cable TV. Luckie stated further 

that “there will be as many 

reasons advanced for the 

closure as there are adults in 

Petersburg. But in the final 

analysis it’s simply a matter of 

rising expense outstripping 

declining revenue. We have 

experienced sharp increases in 

the price of paper, film, ink and 

other materials which go into 

making up a newspaper. Every 

business in the country has 

experienced the same type 

increase costs, but in Petersburg 

many of the merchants reduced 

or eliminated their advertising 

in an attempt to cut costs. We 

realize, as do others in business, 

that this is false economizing. It 

has the opposite effect on their 

business… it will cost them 

sales and sales is the name of the 

game. We also recognize that 

much of the blame for the 

failure of the Press can logically 

be placed on our shoulders. We 

should have had a staff of 

reporters on payroll to cover all 

the events which occur locally. 

But to do so would have 

increased our cost far beyond 

the ability of the business 

community to support it. We 

attempted to follow that course 

for about fifteen months. We 

had Gary Oines, a life-long 

resident of Petersburg, on the 

staff as editor and reporter. We 

feel that Gary did a very good 

job for us. But he had developed 

the bad habit of eating regularly 

and he couldn’t afford to do so 

on the salary we could budget. 

Revenue didn’t increase during 

that period… it declined.” In 

response to a question, Luckie 

said that “so far as I know there 

is no effort being made to start 

another newspaper here. Start-

up costs on today’s market 

would be prohibitive. If 

someone came clean and 

bought good equipment, it 

would cost upwards of $100,000 

to put the first issue out. 

Adequate staffing would cost a 

minimum of $40,000 a year and 

when you compare that with 

revenue of just over $35,000… 

well, hell, it just doesn’t make 

sense.” So, the Petersburg Press, 

after sixty years of operation 

and over 3,100 issues published, 

will write –30– on this, the 31st 

day of January, 1974.  

 

February 4, 1999 – Twenty-

five years ago this week the 

Petersburg Pilot was “born” and 

with a front-page headlined, 

“The Pilot born today… if you 

read this we made it,” 

editor/publisher Jamie Bryson 

heralded his creation. Bryson, 

also the publisher of the 

Wrangell Sentinel, started the 

weekly after the Petersburg 

Press, published by Glenn 

Luckie, discontinued 

publication after almost 48 

years. Jean Ellis, the only staffer 

for the first edition, sold 

advertising, wrote stories and 

gathered news for the 12-page 

premier weekly. Columnists 

Harold Bergman, Rae Stedman, 

Clara Duvall, and Pastor Paul 

Jordan all penned columns for 

the first Pilot. The Pilot was 

published by Bryson and his 

staff until March 5, 1975 when a 

front page story headed “This is 

the last Pilot” announced that 

Bryson was “worn down,” and 

would offer the paper’s name, 

advertising and circulation files 

for sale. Bryson termed the 

newspaper a “dandy little 

money maker” that would 

require a publisher with 

enthusiasm and lots of hard 

work and dedication. A little 

over a month later, Von 

Braschler was recruited by Lew 

Williams Jr., editor of the 

Ketchikan Daily News, to take 

over the publication. Braschler 

came to Petersburg from 

Anacortes, Washington. Prior to 

that Braschler worked for the 

Ketchikan newspaper as 

advertising manager. The 

Ketchikan newspaper typeset 

the Pilot for several weeks until 

the paper’s typesetting 

equipment was installed. On 

July 4, 1976, Braschler 

announced the sale of the paper 

to current publisher Ron 

Loesch, who moved to 

Petersburg from Ketchikan 

where he had worked in the 

Ketchikan Daily News 

pressroom for three years. In 

August of 1977, the real boss, 

Anne (Tice) Loesch, joined the 

staff as co-publisher when she 

married Loesch.
