
The Vikings basketball 
team won both their games 
against the Craig Panthers 
over the weekend by signifi-
cant margins, particularly on 
Saturday when they ended the 
game with a 44-point lead. 

The Vikings quickly took 
control of Friday’s game as 
soon as it started, said Head 
Coach Richard Brock. Peters-
burg was up 13-6 at the end of 

the first quarter and by half-
time, the Vikings were up 32-
16. In the third quarter, the 
Vikings further stretched out 
their lead, holding the Pan-
thers to just three points while 
they scored 13 points. Their 
momentum continued into the 
fourth quarter, and the 
Vikings won the game, 62-33.  

Brock said he credits the 
win to the team’s defensive ef-
forts and transitions, though 
the Vikings didn’t shoot the 
ball well from the field.  

Brayden Larson scored 18 
points during Friday’s game, 
which were the most points 
scored by a Viking in that 
game. In a close second was 
Thomas Durkin with 15 
points.  

When Saturday’s game 
started, the Vikings immedi-
ately went into attack mode, 
said Brock. They scored 16 
points in the first quarter, 
while the Panthers only scored 
three points.  

“I think this time of year, 

it’s important that when 
you're playing well to just 
keep playing,” said Brock. 

The Viking’s momentum 
continued on into the rest of 
the game, and they found 
themselves up 33-13 at half-
time. In the third quarter, the 
Panthers only managed to 
score six points, while the 
Vikings scored 18 points. By 
the end of the game, the 
Vikings had risen up to a 44-
point lead over the Panthers 
and won the game, 70-26. 

Rylan Wallace scored the 
most points in the game with 
23 points, and behind him was 
Larson with 13 points and 
Gunnar Payne with eight 
points. Both Aiden Luhr and 
Brennan Skeek scored seven 
points throughout the game.  

“It takes the whole team to 
be successful and everybody 
doing their part as well as they 
can,” said Brock.  

With Regionals coming up 
and only two losses this sea-
son, it appears the Vikings 
may have the top seeding at 
the tournament, but Brock 
said with four games left in 
the season, nothing is set in 
stone.  

This weekend the Vikings 
will be traveling to Wrangell 
for the Wolve’s homecoming 
before playing two games 
against Haines the following 
weekend at home. Meanwhile, 
the Vikings will be polishing 

their skills and building mo-
mentum. 

“You just want to keep get-
ting better every day at prac-
tice,” said Brock. “We have to 
keep going in that direction.”

Tebenkof Bay near Petersburg, 
is reversing the traditional 
migration pattern to Alaska and 
will become one of the featured 
attractions for an expected 2 
million visitors to the Alaskan 
exhibit.
