
March 2, 1923 – Our small 
but busy little town is some 
burg. We own our own water 
works and light plant. We have 
one of the largest salmon 
canneries in Southeastern 
Alaska. This cannery has for 
the past five years had an 
average pack of 100,000 cases. 
We also have two shrimp 
canneries, employing six boats 
and 120 people. We have one 
crab cannery employing six 
boats and about 20 people. We 
have three machine shops and 
two public docks. The 
Standard Oil Company has 
one of its largest stations here 
with a dock of their own. We 
have three large mercantile 
houses where you can get 
anything from a needle to an 
anchor – in fact, anything one 
would want with the exception 
of those things barred by the 
wonderful Wick law. We also 
have a cooperative store, six 
cigar stands and pool rooms, 
and two laundries. The Bank 
of Petersburg is considered 
one of the soundest concerns 
in Alaska. We arenalso favored 
with a moving picture house, 
one of the largest in 
Southeastern Alaska. The 
building is used exclusively 
for show purposes and is 52 by 
96, with a balcony 18 by 24. 
The latest and most up-to-date 
pictures are used exclusively. 
The electric and plumbing 
business recently started by 
Sutphen and Holm is a new 
venture and proof positive that 
anything that is started and 
looked after in a business 
manner in this burg is bound 
to succeed. Each and every 
business has a Ford delivery 
car. We have a sawmill with a 
capacity of 50,000 board feet 
per day. With dredging of 
Wrangell Narrows a certainty 
in the near future, so that large 
vessels can pass through, 
Petersburg is a sure best bet. 

 
February 27, 1948 – The 

long-awaited opening of the 
upstairs auditorium of the 
Lutheran church will be an 
event on Sunday, February 29. 
Ten years ago the cornerstone 
was laid and during these 
years all church activities have 
taken place in the basement 
which will now be available 
for the Sunday school and 
social activities for which it 
was planned. Curtains have 
recently been placed so as to 
give privacy to Sunday school 
classes downstairs. W.G. Brust, 
Seattle, was the architect and 
the building was built by Louis 
Israelson. The opening service 
will be at the regular hour of 11 
o’clock. Special music is 
planned for the occasion.  

 
March 1, 1973 – An Alaska 

Island Air Beaver with four 
members of the Petersburg 
High School basketball team 
aboard was forced down in 
Whitestone Narrows late 
yesterday afternoon. There 
were no serious injuries, but 
the aircraft suffered 
undetermined damage. 
Enroute to the Southeast 
Basketball Tournament at Sitka 
were Rick Kito, Charlie 
Christensen, Scott Stafford, 
and Harold Medalen. The 
plane was flown by Rod 
Peterson, a pilot for the charter 
service. After being forced 
down in the choppy waters, 
the plane’s occupants were 
picked up by a passing 
tugboat. Shortly afterward an 

aircraft from Sitka landed 
alongside the tug and took the 
team members and pilot on to 
Sitka hospital by air. Cause of 
the forced landing has not 
been determined but, 
according to AIA pilot Bill 
Stedman, “The weather was 
poor – we had been bucking 
snowstorms all day. I aborted 
the trip and returned to 
Petersburg. It could have been 
weather and it could have 
been mechanical, I just don’t 
know yet.” Stedman added 
that he had talked with 
Peterson briefly by phone but 
that the pilot had “smacked his 
head on the windshield and he 
was still pretty shook up and I 
didn’t want to hold him up 
from getting to the hospital.” 
The cause of the downing will 
be determined following an 
investigation by the Federal 
Aviation Administration. 

 
March 5, 1998 – Taquan Air 

Service has announced plans 
to start a new commuter 

airline serving Southeast. 
AirOne will begin scheduled 
service May 1 between  
Ketchikan and several cities 
including Juneau, Wrangell, 
Petersburg, Sitka, and 
Klawock on Prince of Wales 
Island. The airline also plans 
service to Prince Rupert, 
British Columbia, and to 
villages around the Inside 
Passage during the summer. 
AirOne said it will offer 
commuters same-day round 
trip service, eliminating the 
need for an overnight stay. 
Jerry Scudero, Taquan Air 
chief executive, said AirOne’s 
schedule will complement 
Alaska Airlines’ service so that 
travelers will have more 
options. AirOne plans to add 

38 jobs in the Ketchikan area 
including pilots, dispatchers, 
mechanics, administrative staff 
and other ground crew.

The Petersburg Borough As-
sembly approved comments 
for decisions on land selec-
tions that could be conveyed 
to the borough during its 
meeting on Feb. 21. 

The comments were for a 
modified final decision re-
garding conveyance of lands 
at Thomas Bay and a prelimi-
nary decision on 3,283 acres of 
municipal selections across 
the borough, both issued by 
the Alaska Department of Nat-
ural Resources. 

The Thomas Bay selections 
would see approximately  
550 acres of state-owned  
land be conveyed to the bor-
ough. 

The modified final decision, 
which the borough’s com-
ments support, would rein-
state about 68 acres to the 
borough to use for future land 
entitlement selections. 

According to Community 
and Economic Development 
Director Liz Cabrera, the 
roads, which were previously 
set to be conveyed, are dedi-
cated to the public so the state 
cannot convey them to the 
borough. 

Though the state will con-
tinue to own the roads, the 
borough will have manage-
ment authority over them but 
will not be obliged to build or 
maintain any roads in the sub-
division. 

The preliminary decision for 
the 3,283 acres of municipal 
selections proposes conveying 
2,736 acres to the borough 
while the state would retain 
610 acres. 

The preliminary decision 
also would see a postponed 
decision on 23 acres. 

The borough’s comments 
support the conveyance of the 
2,736 acres in Fanshaw Bay, 
Southeast Mitkof Island,  
and Sumner Strait and object 
to the state’s retention of 
about 600 acres at Prowley 
Point and 10 acres at Hood 
Point. 

The comment deadline for 
the Thomas Bay selections was 
on Feb. 24 and the deadline for 
the 3,283 acres of selections is 
on March 3.

Assembly 
approves 
comments 
on land 
selections

The Petersburg School Dis-
trict Board approved the calen-
dar for the 2023-24 school year 
during its February meeting. 

Though some draft calendars 
that had been presented at a 
previous board meeting saw 
some significant shakeups in 
the schedule, the calendar that 
ultimately passed is generally 
similar to previous years. 

The school year will start on 
Aug. 29 and finish on May 30 
and will have 172 student days. 

Some of the changes to next 
year’s calendar include giving 
students Nov. 1 off instead of 
the day of Halloween and hav-

ing Christmas break begin on 
Thursday, Dec. 21. 

The first semester will end 
before Christmas break and 
students will return to school 
on Thursday, Jan. 4. 

Other holidays that students 
will have off include Labor 
Day, Thanksgiving, Martin 
Luther King Jr. Day, Presidents’ 
Day, and Memorial Day. 

Spring break will start on 
Friday, March 8 and students 
will come back Monday, March 
18. 

The board had previously 
discussed making some major 
changes to next year’s calendar 
in an effort to mitigate exces-
sive student absences and 
adapt to the challenges of is-
land life. 

Those included adding an-

other week-long break in Feb-
ruary and starting the school 
year a week earlier, but the 
board ultimately decided next 
year would not be the right 
time to make any major 
changes as the district grapples 
with other issues such as the 
implementation of the Reads 
Act. 

“I do still think that it’s wor-
thy of conversation as we con-
tinue to really dive into this 
attendance discussion and how 
we want to handle things mov-
ing forward,” Superintendent 
Erica Kludt-Painter said. 

The board had also dis-
cussed changing from an early 
release on Friday to a late ar-
rival on Monday but did not 
move forward with the idea 
due to transportation concerns.
