
The Petersburg Volunteer Fire 
Department is welcoming a new 
batch of ETT certified volunteer 
responders who recently com-
pleted an ETT certification 
course and can now provide 
more assistance on calls and 
help respond better to emergen-
cies. 

EMS Coordinator Josh Rath-
mann said the newly certified re-
sponders will be a huge help to 
the department as they continue 
bouncing back from a drop off in 
participation during the pan-
demic. 

The ETT course was devel-
oped for smaller communities 
that are not able to get EMT in-

structors or do not have people 
who can devote the time re-
quired for a full 160-hour EMT 
course according to Rathmann. 

The ETT course was offered 
online but at the end of the on-
line portion, participants had to 
perform in-person skills checks 
to test their knowledge. 

The ETT certification means 
volunteers can now perform a 
variety of first aid treatments 
when responding to emergen-
cies. 

Rathmann said that could 
range from providing oxygen, 
applying a splint, controlling 
bleeding, using a tourniquet, 
packing a wound, and stabiliz-
ing and transporting patients on 
a backboard. 

Of the seven volunteers who 

enrolled in the course, four are 
now ETT certified while three 
are finishing up with their skills 
checks and will soon be able to 
respond to calls and provide as-
sistance. 

“They have the knowledge 
and the skill set to do it but 
they’re gonna gain so much…
being on an actual call with 
other responders that have kind 
of been around a little bit so they 
can pick up things here and 
there,” Rathmann said. 

“You can kind of get your foot 
in the door with this ETT certifi-
cation, see kind of how you feel 
about it, you know you can run 
on some calls with us in EMS, 
and that’s kind of what people 
have been doing.” 

The PVFD now has 37 people 

in total involved in EMS re-
sponse—17 on their active roster, 
eight in reserve, eight drivers, 
and four administrator/support 
individuals. 

“It’ll be a huge help to the de-
partment and the goal really 
isn’t to keep these guys as ETTs,” 
Rathmann said. 

“The goal is to get EMT-1s be-
cause as an ambulance service 
we have to respond with two in-
dividuals and one has to be an 
EMT-1.” 

Many volunteers start off as 
ambulance drivers before mov-
ing up to ETT or EMT-1. 

Drivers are required to have a 

basic life support CPR certifica-
tion and must also complete a 
HIPAA course and a blood 
borne pathogen course. 

“Southeast Region EMS was 
the one that put on this online 
ETT course so, I mean, this is 
something that we can definitely 
do again, or even I can teach an 
ETT course if I have the right 
number of people,” Rathmann 
said. 

He added that he is planning 
to put on an EMT bridge course 
around the end of this summer 
as an opportunity for ETT certi-
fied volunteers to move up to 
EMT-1.

Bag craftsmanship also 
signaled a woman’s handicraft skills to 
potential suitors.

The Petersburg Borough Assembly approved 
an ordinance in its first reading on Monday that 
would amend the charter to allow borough em-
ployees, including those at the school and the 
hospital, to serve on certain borough boards. 

The ordinance proposes allowing borough 
staff to serve on boards and commissions except 
for those that directly administer their employ-
ment. 

For instance, under the new ordinance a Pe-
tersburg Medical Center employee could run 
for the borough assembly or the school board 
but could not run for the hospital board. 

The amendment was put forward to afford 
more residents the opportunity to serve on bor-
ough boards and commissions and to help en-
sure that a sufficient number of people are able 
to run given Petersburg’s small population. 

Currently, the charter prohibits school and 
hospital employees from serving on the bor-
ough assembly. 

The issue came up before the 2022 municipal 
election when Tony Vinson turned in paper-
work to run for the borough assembly but was 
denied from doing so due to his employment at 
PMC, which is a borough entity. 

During Monday’s meeting, Assembly Mem-
ber Donna Marsh said she would be concerned 

about conflicts of interest and said there have 
also not been many vacancies for the assembly, 
hospital board, and school board. 

Mayor Mark Jensen said he would hope that 
people serving on boards would defer from a 
vote if they had conflict of interest. 

The borough charter prohibits elected offi-
cials from participating in any official action 
where they have a substantial financial interest. 

The assembly voted 6-1 in favor of the ordi-
nance with Marsh opposed. 

If the ordinance passes in three readings, it 
will be placed on the ballot for this October’s 
municipal election for voter approval. 

 
In other assembly business: 
• Petersburg Medical Center CEO Phil Hof-

stetter reported to the assembly on the PMC 
board’s recommendation of the Knob Hill and 
Creek View site as the location of a future hos-
pital facility and said they are looking forward 
to sending in a Planning and Zoning applica-
tion for the site. 

• Borough Manager Steve Giesbrecht re-
ported Mountain View Manor has been hit with 
COVID-19 and visits to Elderly Housing and 
Assisted Living should be limited. 

• The assembly unanimously approved the 
appointment of Tim Chittenden to the Local 
Emergency Planning Committee appointment 
to serve as its environmental advisor.

March 9, 1923 – The Standard 
Oil Company and the Sitka 
Wharf and Power Company 
have signed a contract for three 
tanks with meters to be installed 
on the City Dock. E.J. 
McClanahan, assistant district 
sales manager for the Standard 
Oil Company arranged the final 
details of the lease with the local 
company. The tanks will be put 
in place in time for the fishing 
fleet this summer. There will be 
a gasoline tank, distillate, and 
another for refined oil. 
Heretofore the supply of oil was 
given from drums, a rather slow 
process during the busy fishing 
season.  

 
March 5, 1948 – Secretary of 

the Interior Krug today 
described “as wonderful” a 
house committee approval of a 
bill to give Alaska statehood. “I 
think the House probably will 
pass the measure, and if only we 
can get the Senate to move, we 
might have two states before 
summer,” Krug said today at a 
news conference. The other state 
would be Hawaii. The House 
has passed a statehood bill for 
the Pacific Islands and it is before 
a Senate committee. Krug said he 
has made no recommendation to 
President Truman regarding 
possible reappointment of 
Alaska’s Governor Gruening 
because he has not had the time.  

 
March 8, 1973 – The Flying 

Dutchman, a legendary ghost 
ship known to mariners the 
world over, has made an 
appearance in Alaskan waters, 
according to crewmen of the 
state ferry Malaspina. The 

crewman who reported the 
sighting had this report: “An 
unusual sighting occurred 
Sunday morning, February 25, 
1973 aboard the Alaska State 
Super Ferry M/V Malaspina as 
she was northbound from Seattle 
and approximately sixteen miles 
south of Ketchikan, her first 
Alaska stop. The ship’s position 
at the time of the sighting was 
abeam of Twin Island, 
Revillagigedo Channel at 0655 
hours Pacific Standard time. The 
weather was clear with 
unlimited visibility and a 
northeast wind of ten knots, a 
temperature 28 degrees, and the 
barometric pressure at ‘30.71. 
Standing watch on the bridge 
was Chief Mate Walter Jackinsky 
and two sailors – one at the helm 
and one lookout. A huge vessel 
was seen approximately eight 
miles dead ahead, broadside and 
dead in the water. This vessel 
resembled very much the Flying 
Dutchman. The color was all gray 
– similar to vapor or clouds. It 
was seen distinctly for about ten 

minutes. It looked so exact, 
natural and real that when seen 
through the binoculars sailors 
could be seen moving about on 
board. Within seconds it 
disappeared into oblivion. This is 
the first such sighting to any of 
those present, all of whom were 
in full agreement.” 

 
March 5, 1998 – The Alaska 

state ferry Aurora was escorted 
by the U.S. Coast Guard into 
Ketchikan Wednesday after it 
reportedly hit a rock near 
Metlakatla around midnight on 
Tuesday. The Coast Guard 
reported a utility boat out of 
Ketchikan accompanied the 
Alaska Marine Highway System 
vessel back to that port after the 
ship hit Morse Rock. The Aurora 
was apparently able to continue 
making headway after the 
grounding and didn’t take on 
water following the incident. 
Divers inspected the hull of the 
235-foot vessel and found an 
area of several feet had been 
scraped and dented in the 

midship portion of the starboard 
hull and a stabilizer fin on the 
bottom of the hull was damaged. 
No injuries or pollution were 
reported. The weather was 
reported as calm at the time of 
the incident with a visibility of 
seven miles. AMHS officials 
conducted drug tests on the crew 
of the Aurora, however the 
results of the tests were not yet 
available, according to the Coast 
Guard.

The 2023 Pacific halibut season is set to 
open statewide on March 10 though this 
year will see a lower catch limit overall than 
last year according to a release from NOAA 
Fisheries. 

The regulations for this year were 
adopted during the annual International 
Pacific Halibut Commission (IPHC) meet-
ing in January. 

In Area 2C, composed of Southeast, char-

ter anglers will be restricted to one halibut 
per day that must measure less than or 
equal to 40 inches or measure greater than 
or equal to 80 inches. 

Additionally, Mondays will be closed to 
halibut retention from July 24 to December 
31 for commercial and charter halibut fish-
ers. 

“These measures are necessary to keep 
charter harvests within their respective al-

locations under a catch sharing plan with 
the directed commercial fishery,” read the 
release. 

Unguided halibut sport fishers in Alaska 
will remain with a daily bag limit of two 
fish of any size per person per day. 

The Alaska commercial Individual Fish-
ing Quota halibut season dates for all IPHC 
management areas in the state will be 
March 10 through Dec. 7.
