
Sixteen infected residents 
were released from isolation on 
Wednesday, while just one new 
active case has been added to 
Petersburg’s active COVID-19 
case count, according to a joint 
press release from the Peters-
burg Borough and Petersburg 
Medical Center.  

Additionally, Petersburg is 
only reporting 16 active cases of 
COVID-19 as of 4 P.M. on 
Wednesday. The current case 
count is the lowest the town has 
seen since Feb. 21 when Peters-
burg was reporting 13 cases.  

The Petersburg Operations 
Center has shifted its language it 
uses to classify an infected indi-
vidual that has been removed 

from the active case count. Pre-
viously, someone who was no 

longer identified as an infected 
resident was deemed recovered. 

On March 4, the EOC started re-
ferring to those individuals as 
“no longer isolated." According 
to a joint press release, once pub-
lic health officials identify a pa-
tient as no longer needing to 
isolate themselves, the individ-
ual has reached the end of their 
infectious period and does not 
pose a threat of spreading the 
virus to others. 

By changing the language 
from “recovered” to “no longer 
isolated,” the EOC is clarifying 
that a person could still have the 
virus when they are released 
from isolation. 

At the COVID-19 community 
update on Friday, state health of-
ficials said about 85 percent of 
Petersburg residents who had 
been infected during the recent 
outbreak of COVID-19 were in-
fected with the virus at a loca-
tion where people are known to 
gather in public. State Epidemi-
ologist Dr. Joe McLaughlin said 
44 percent of the recent cases 
have been associated with a bar 
or restaurant, and 41 percent 
have been associated with a 
school or daycare. Transmission 
of COVID-19 has also occurred 
at large and small gatherings of 
people indoors, he said.  

“The virus doesn’t care where 
you are as long as you’re around 
other people,” said McLaughlin.   

The best way that the com-
munity can move past the cur-
rent outbreak is to follow 
mitigation strategies, which in-
clude masking, social distancing 
and testing. McLaughlin said it’s 
important people be tested for 

COVID-19, so they can immedi-
ately isolate themselves from the 
public to prevent the spread of 
the virus. He said an infected in-
dividual sheds the virus the 
most about a day before and two 
days after they start experienc-
ing symptoms of COVID-19. He

The club boasted 
one individual winner in Amber 
Beardslee. The 13 year old won 
two events in her age group, the 
100 and 200 yard backstroke.  In 
addition to Beardslee, Carlson 
and Teri Jo Hasbrouck are also 
qualified from the club to swim 
in the regionals. Other Vikings to 
medal were Derek Carlson who 
took third in the 100 yard 
freestyle, Monica Boutte who 
finished third in the 40 yard fly, 
and Jon McKay who finished 
third in the 50 yard breaststroke.
