
Hammer and Wikan went 
through a transitional period 
where they switched vendors, 
which resulted in an irregular 
supply of products. This year, 
Floyd said products will be in 
stock and items may even be 
cheaper considering the trans-
portation costs have gone 
down with the new vendor. 

“My personal feeling, it’s 
going to be a good year,” said 
Floyd. “We’re really looking 
forward for the business to 
grow.” 

Local retailers can expect an 
increase in tourists walking 
around town this summer, too. 
According to Dave Berg, co-
founder of Viking Travel, 
cruise ships made over 140 
stops in Petersburg last year, 

but this year that number is ex-
pected to be down to about 
110. While fewer cruise ships 
will be coming to town this 
year, more tourists will be vis-
iting due to an increase in 
large cruise ships porting in 
Petersburg. 

One vessel, the Roald 
Amundsen from Norway, 
holds 500 passengers. Berg 
said it is the largest cruise ship 
to ever port in Petersburg and 
it will be coming to town on a 
regular basis. A 200 passenger 
American Cruise Line vessel 
will also be visiting through-
out the tourism season.  

Some tourists were rerouted 
from Petersburg due to the late 
release of the Alaska Marine 
Highway System ferry sched-
ule this year. In the past, the 

schedule was released as early 
as November, but this year, the 
final schedule wasn’t released 
until earlier this month. Berg 
said some tourists decided to 
travel by cruise ships through 
Southeast Alaska or to just fly 
to Juneau and make day trips 
into the surrounding area.   

“It’s a totally different expe-
rience as far as I’m concerned,” 
said Berg. “A cruise ship ver-
sus traveling on the ferry and 
staying in ports along the 
way.” 

While local businesses may 
be looking forward to a year of 
strong spending, the local Ici-
cle Seafood plant is anticipat-
ing a slow production year.  

Plant Manager Patrick Wil-
son said that the 12 million 
pink salmon that have been 
forecasted by Alaska Fish and 
Game this year for the region 
isn’t going to be enough to 
keep the cannery operating at 
full capacity. According to Wil-
son, pink salmon provides the 
volume required to keep can-
neries fairly busy during the 
summer. 

“With the pink runs basi-
cally being a flop the last four 
years or so, it’s taking an im-
pact on not only us, but any-
one who’s in the salmon 
business,” said Wilson.  

The plant will cut back on 
the number of employees it 
hires and tighten operations, 
which he said will affect all the 
businesses in town. A slow 
fishing season would also af-
fect the amount of funding the 

borough would receive 
through the state’s fish tax, in 
addition to the money brought 
in by local fishermen. 

“If the runs are poor, that 
has a major impact on every-
body,” said Wilson.

The short 
course provides a means of 
carrying extension work to 
residents of those parts of 
Alaska at a distance from the 
University. A talk is scheduled 
this evening that will cover 
greenhouses, cold frames, hot 
beds and storage. The last of 
the series will deal with yard 
improvement.   

March 18, 1970 Officials on 
the Petersburg Public Schools 
have announced the 
establishment of a $100 a year 
scholarship for a graduating 
senior planning to go to 
vocational school. The 
scholarship is provided by Ellis 
Machine, a machine shop and 
the Detroit Diesel dealer. It 

specifies carpentry, 
boatbuilding, diesel engine 
repair, machine shop practices, 
sheet metal, plumbing or 
similar skilled trades as the 
areas covered by the stipend. 
Preference will be shown to 
permanent resident families, 
and those students expressing 
a sincere desire to return to the  
Southeastern  area after 
completion of their schooling. 

March 16, 1995 A 9-year-old 
boy drifting in Hammer Slough 
on a piece of ice was rescued 

Tuesday morning after two 
police officers waded into the 
water. Captain Bruce Westre 
and Chief Dale Stone waded 
into the slough between Nordic 
drive and Sing Lee Alley to 
bring him back to land. The boy 
was probably playing on ice 
near the shore before it broke 
free, Westre said. “The current 
grabbed him and pulled him 
out, and he couldn’t get back to 
shore,” Westre said. “He wasn’t 
out there navigating on his 
own”.
