
in the third quarter, but they 
were still behind, 24-26.  

In the middle of the fourth 
quarter, the Vikings made bas-
ket after basket and took the 
lead by four points. They 
started making mistakes, 
which the Chiefs quickly took 
advantage of. The game was 
tied 33-33 with less than a 
minute on the clock. The 
Vikings had the ball and made 
an out of bounds play, but they 
missed the basket. The game 
ended 33-33 and continued 
into overtime.  

Petersburg was able to make 
three baskets in overtime, but 
they were outscored by Met-
lakatla. Petersburg lost the 
game, 40-43.  

“We’ve already played 64 
minutes of hard fought basket-
ball and now we have to go an-

other 4 [minutes,]” said Brock. 
“I think the guys got physically 
tired, and they got a little bit 
mentally tired. We made a cou-
ple mistakes, and Metlakatla 
was able to capitalize on that 
quickly. We just didn’t have 
enough at the end.” 

While the Vikings took sec-
ond place at Regionals, and 
therefore qualified for state, 
Brock said neither Petersburg 
nor Metlakatla will be partici-
pating in the state tournament 
due to the number of COVID-
19 cases in the Palmer area 
where the state tournament 
will be held.  

At the end of the tourna-
ment, Aiden Luhr and Julian 
Cumps were awarded the 
good sport award. All four 
seniors on the team, Luhr, 
Cumps, Skeek and Mattias 
Volk, were named to the All-

Academic team as well. Skeek 
and Volk also made the All-
Conference team. Additionally 
Skeek made the first All-State 
team and was named the 2A 
player of the year by coaches 

across the state. John Bisset 
also made the second All-State 
team.  

“As a coach, I couldn’t ask 
for anything more from these 
guys,” said Brock. “Through 

the uncertainty of the season, 
they never lost focus of the 
group. They never lost focus of 
preparing to play their best at 
the end of the year. I never 
heard one excuse.”

The construction of a new Raven’s Roost 
Cabin is expected to begin this spring and be 
completed by the fall, according to Paul Olson, 
cabin and trails manager with the United States 
Forest Service.  

The current Raven’s Roost Cabin sits at the 
end of the 4.2 mile long Raven’s Roost Trail, but 
the new cabin will be built at about the three 
mile mark of the trail. Olson said in a presenta-
tion to the Petersburg Rotary Club on March 24 
that by moving the cabin closer to the trailhead, 
the USFS hopes to increase year-round usage of 
the cabin. He said the USFS also wants to in-
crease its patrolling of the cabin to lessen unpaid 
usage and vandalism.  

The new cabin will be a 16’ by 20’ single story 
cabin with a loft that overlooks a pond. The 
cabin will also have a 16’ by 12’ covered deck, 
which will include posts for visitors to set up 
hammocks. The cabin will feature a propane 
heater and table built by Petersburg High School 

shop students Brekin Davis and Adam Ware. A 
nearby trail will also lead to an outhouse. 

“We’re hoping that it’s a nice group or family 
type of cabin and atmosphere,” said Olson.  

The construction of the new cabin will cost 
$568,000 and be paid for with funds from the 
USFS’ capital improvement program, according 
to a USFS press release. The bid for the work 
was awarded to local contractors, Rain Forest 
Contracting, said Olson.  

The existing boardwalk that is spread 
throughout the approximately one mile of trail 
between the current Raven’s Roost Cabin and 
the location of the new cabin will be removed. 
Olson said the intent is to use that stretch of trail 
to create a route for snowmobilers to access the 
cabin from Twin Creeks Rd.  

The original cabin, which was built in the late 
1970s, will be dismantled and salvaged. While 
the current cabin isn’t in danger of falling apart, 
Olson said it has seen better days.  

“Basically the whole foundational compo-
nent of the cabin, although well loved, by myself 
as well, is just deteriorating,” said Olson.
