April 30, 1920  The Hospital 
Committee reports that the sum 
of $353 was raised at the Basket 
Social and Jitney dance given 
recently for the benefit of that 
institution. It is the intention of 
the Board as soon as possible to 
install a heating plant and do 
some alterations on the interior 
of the building which when 
completed will greatly add to 
the convenience and the 
capacity of the building. When 
seen yesterday one of the 
members of the Board said, “It 
is the intention of the Board to 
gradually bring the Hospital to 
a point where it will equal 
institutions in other towns of 
this size. Mrs. Fowler of 
Wrangel has accepted the 
position of matron and will 
arrive on one of the next boats.”  

April 27, 1945   Annual 
Clean-Up Week will start next 
Monday, April 30, and end on 
Saturday, May 5, it was 
announced this week by Mayor 
Arnold Wasvik. Property 
owners are requested to have 
all rubbish out on the curbs, so 
that the city trucks can pick it 
up during the week. Remember 
this is an easy way to get rid of 
all surplus accumulation of old 
trash and with a little effort you 
can have your home grounds 
cleaned up for the summer.  

April 29, 1970  A five-day 
federal experiment to 
determine the effect of sonic 

booms on minks is being 
conducted here beginning 
Friday. Personnel from the 
experimental fur farm are 
taking part. Jet aircraft will be 
making supersonic runs at 8,000 
feet over the Stikine River east 
to Level Island. Researchers are 
trying to see what effect the 
sonic booms have on mink. The 
research follows suits by mink 
ranchers who claim the blasts 
have caused deaths of the mink. 
In the experiment, part of the 
mink will be exposed to sonic 
booms, part to simulated sonic 
booms and part to no sonic 
booms. 

April 27, 1995   Joe Reichert 
was braced on the face of Devil 
Thumb, attaching another 
metal anchor point to the cliff 
for his climbing line. Twenty-

five feet above him was fellow 
climber Gardner Heaton. “Next 
thing I know, the rope goes 
tight and Gardner says, ‘Hi 
Joe,” and he was right next to 
me, “ Riechert said afterward, 
laughing. “He didn’t hit 
anything, so he wasn’t hurt.” 
The pair returned from their 
month-long sojourn high in the 
cliffs and glaciers of the Coastal 
Range on April 15, sunburned, 
sore and a little culture shocked. 
“We saw our first bird today. 
We’ve seen no other wildlife for 
32 days,” Gardner said. They 
made it to Devil’s Thumb 
summit, but weather kept them 
from reaching the top of Burkett 
Needle. Coastal Range peaks 
are excellent for climbing, 
Reichert said, but the weather 
discourages many.

JUNEAU, Alaska (AP) — The Alaska 
ferry system is expected to receive an ini-
tial injection of $10 million in federal 
coronavirus recovery funding, officials 
said. 

The allocation for the Alaska Marine 
Highway System is part of $29 million in 
funding that the state received for rural 
transit needs from the Federal Transit 
Administration, CoastAlaska reported 
Saturday. 

The state had initially said the amount 
was $5 million but corrected the figure to 
$10 million on Monday without provid-
ing further details. 

The funding is part of the state’s share 
of the $2.2 trillion federal coronavirus re-
lief bill, the state Department of Trans-
portation said. 

A slowdown in customer demand be-
cause of the the pandemic has caused a 
delay in returning the ferry system to full 
service until summer, state officials said. 

The marine highway system said 
some ferries will return to service in June 
and July after “a very successful winter 
overhaul period,” the agency wrote. 

The agency added: “Currently the Co-

lumbia, Kennicott and Tustumena are all 
in the completion phase of their over-
hauls. The extensive steel repair project 
and overhaul of LeConte has gone 

smoothly and the vessel is scheduled to 
re-float this week.’’ 

The Legislature added funding to 
overhaul the ferry Aurora, which trans-

portation department officials said 
should be back in service later this year. 

Republican Gov. Mike Dunleavy ve-
toed nearly $13 million in appropriations 
for the ferry system, arguing the decision 
still leaves more for operations than was 
available last year. 

Dunleavy is waiting for his working 
group on the future of the fleet to report 
its recommendations in the fall, he said 
last week. 

“We’re going to wait for their feed-
back to see where we’re going to go and 
how we’re going to go to assist in trans-
portation in the coastal areas of Alaska,”  
Dunleavy said. “But there was money in 
the state budget to extend the schedules 
and we are working on getting those 
boats repaired to get them ready to roll.’’

Crabs
begin to molt.  

“These hormones, while 
they’re going up, they’re stim-
ulating the skin to create a new 
exoskeleton,” said Tamone. 
“They’re stimulating regions 
of missing legs to make a 
brand new leg.” 

Tamone said tanner crabs 
can molt every year, and will 
spend at least three months of 
its life history creating new ex-

oskeletons. King crabs and 
Dungeness crabs will continue 
growing throughout their en-
tire life, while other crab 
species, like tanner and spider 
crabs, will stop growing when 
they reach adulthood after 
their terminal molt, she said.  

With changing ocean condi-
tions and increasing water 
temperatures, Tamone said 
there are changes in the timing 
of crustaceans molting 

processes. Carbon-dioxide in 
the atmosphere from burning 
fossil fuels forms a protective 
layer that warms the earth, 
said Tamone. Additionally, the 
high levels of carbon-dioxide 
will be absorbed by the oceans. 
When that occurs, the carbon-
dioxide contributes to changes 
in the pH levels in the water. 
The lowered pH levels due to 
ocean acidification makes it 
harder for crustaceans to main-

tain their shells, said Tamone. 
While the exoskeletons of 

larvae are made mostly of cal-
cium carbonate, an adult’s 
shell is also made of protein, 
lipids and other molecules to 
form a matrix, said Tamone. 
Ocean acidification makes cal-
cium carbonate less available 
for crustaceans, resulting in a 
weaker shell. 

Additionally, the increase in 
sea temperatures is going to re-

quire the crabs to expend even 
more energy during molting 
and spawning, which already 
requires a considerable amount 
of energy, said Tamone.  

“They need more energy for 
the molting cycle and will be 
molting more rapid because of 
the increased temperatures,” 
said Tamone.
