
The American Legion pro-
vided the first home for the Pe-
tersburg Public Library in 1931. 
Initially, it was a modest shelf of 
books donated by the commu-
nity, managed by the American 
Legion Auxiliary in the Legion’s 
building. This humble begin-
ning eventually grew into the in-
stitution we know today. The 
collection was so small at first 
that some people even took out 
membership cards in the names 
of newborns to borrow more 
books. As time passed, the 
Alaska Territorial government 
and the City of Petersburg began 
to contribute funding to support 
the library. By 1937, the library’s 
annual circulation had reached 
2,178 books. 

By 1935, the library had relo-
cated to a downtown space, now 
home to the Petersburg Pilot. 
However, that space soon be-
came overcrowded as the collec-
tion grew, and the library’s role 
expanded. At the time, there 
were schools in Point Agassiz, 
Scow Bay, and across the Nar-
rows, as well as people living on 
Level Island, at the Woewodski 
mines, and at mink and fox 
farms. These residents borrowed 
books from the library, and it be-
came increasingly important to 
keep track of the growing collec-
tion, which was first managed 
by Mrs. Hannah and later by 
Delia Sarff. 

In 1960, the municipal build-
ing plan included a space for the 
library on the second floor, 
where it stayed until the grow-
ing demands of the library 
called for a new building. The li-
brary’s first dedicated children’s 
area appeared in the municipal 
building, and for the first time, 
there were comfortable tables 
and chairs for reading and re-
search. At that time, Christine 
Fryer served as librarian, as-
sisted by Emma Gilliland. How-
ever, as the years passed, the 
building began to show its age. 
The roof started leaking, and the 
expanding collection posed a 
risk of collapsing through the 
floor into the financial offices. 

Librarian Joyce Jenkins took 
the initiative to start planning for 
a new facility, and after her re-
tirement, Tara Alcock continued 
the work. Opportunity came 
when the Alaska Legislature, en-
couraged by Senator Stedman, 
offered to fund half of the cost 
for the new library construction 
if local entities could match the 
amount. The library board, with 
help from the Friends of the Li-
brary, had been planning for this 
eventuality for years and were 
ready to move forward. The re-
maining funds came from the 
Rasmuson Foundation, the fed-
eral government, private contri-
butions, and, in the end, a small 

bond issue approved by the citi-
zens of Petersburg. 

The grand opening of the 
new library in 2013 was a mo-
mentous occasion, marked by a 
large crowd, refreshments, and a 
performance by the Tlingit 
Dancers of Kake. As the commu-
nity explored the new space, the 
library’s services entered the 
21st century. Since then, library 
programs have flourished, offer-
ing a wide range of activities and 
resources for all ages. The two 
meeting rooms have hosted nu-
merous community events, pro-
viding space for everything from 
educational programs to social 
gatherings. 

To celebrate National Library 
Week, the Friends of Petersburg 
Libraries will kick off the festiv-
ities on April 5 with a massive 
used book sale in the Helmi 
Jensen Community Room. Do-
nations for the sale can be 
dropped off in the three days 
leading up to the event. On April 
8 at 6 p.m., a special screening of 
Free for All: The Public Li-
brary will take place in the same 
space. Refreshments will be 
served as we celebrate our local 
library and its invaluable serv-
ices, and honor the efforts of the 
library board members, staff, 
and community members who 
have helped build this treasure 
in our civic landscape. 
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Fred Paulsen’s Logbooks 
This is one of sixteen logbooks from the Petersburg Shipwrights. They were written by Fred 

Paulsen and include twenty years of records, documenting work done on local and itinerant 
boats at the Petersburg Shipwrights from the years 1983 – 2002 along with personal entries of 
his daily life. 

Fred Paulsen arrived in Petersburg from Massachusetts in the late 1970s to work as a 
shipwright at Mitkof Marine Ways. 
From there he went on to found 
Petersburg Shipwrights and ran it for 
twenty years and he personally 
repaired many of the wooden boats 
belonging to Petersburg’s fishing 
fleet. He also repaired other fishing 
and pleasure boats from around 
Southeast Alaska. 

Fred’s career saw the 
transformation of the fishing fleet 
from traditional wooden vessels to 
fiberglass and steel. Throughout the 
years, no matter how boats changed, 
Fred maintained a special love for the 
old wooden boats. 

Sadly, Fred passed away in the fall 
of 2024. These logbooks reside at the 
Clausen Museum along with Fred’s 
toolbox full of his many tools. 

Clausen Memorial Museum is 
grateful to Sue Paulsen for this 
wonderful addition to the collection.

Celebrating National Library Week
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April 3, 1925 – Earnest 
Kirberger, the merchant at 
Kake and fur farmer, was in 
town the forepart of the week 
with some choice blue fox pelts 
to be shipped to the New York 
auction sales. Mr. Kiberger says 
Kake is unusually lively this 
season with boats supplying 
clams from there to Mountain 
Point Packing Company below 
Scow Bay, and with three 
different logging camps 
operating in that section. He 
said Charles Knutson of the 
powerboat Katie and Arthur 
Johnson of the Woodrow are 
making regular trips to 
Mountain Point with clams. 
Mr. Kirberger says the clam 
beds surrounding Kake are the 
best in Alaska. M.B. Dahl is 
operating a new boat. “Just 
keep your eye on Kake,” said 
Kirberger in conclusion, “for 
that place is growing.” 

 
April 3, 1950 – Alaska’s 

population will be found in the 
approaching  decennial census 
to have exceeded the 100,000 
mark, is predicted by the 
Alaska Development Board. 
Substantial population 
increases have occurred in 
almost every major Alaska 
community since the last 
estimate of 94,000 persons was 
made by the board in October 
1948. One evidence of the 
Territory’s ever-growing 
population is revealed in an 
Alaska Highway statement 
showing that 16,282 persons 
entered the territory by 
highway during 1949, while 
only 12,165 departed by the 
same means, a net increase of 
4,117 persons. Similar “in” 
balances are reflected in 
reports on steamship and 
airline traffic between the 
United States and Alaska. In 
addition to the influx of new 
population, the Development 
Board notes that figures 

compiled by the Division of 
Vital Statistics of the Alaska 
Department of Health show 
that during the first 11 months 
of 1949 there were 1,900 more 
births than deaths in the 
Territory.  

 
April 9, 1975 – Among the 

many new boats gracing 
Petersburg this spring are the 
very beautiful 56-foot Lady 
Kate, owned by Tom Stewart; 
the Swift II, owned by Tom 
Hubbard; and the Cheryl Marie, 
owned by Ed Fuglvog. 
Fuglvog has removed most of 
the shrimp rigging in readying 
the 75-foot Cheryl Marie for 
halibut. The boat was also used 
for albacore the last two years. 
The Cheryl Marie was built in 
Mississippi in 1969. She is now 
equipped with spray brine 
refrigeration and has a fish 
capacity of 150,000 pounds. 
Fuglvog, who also owns the 
Symphony, reports that he will 
be leaving for the Gulf of 
Alaska the last week in April 
and delivering most of his 
catch to PFI. The harbor is a 
whirl of drills, saws and 
human toil as the halibut fleet 
prepares for the May 1 
opening, with 12-million 
pounds the quota this season 
in Area 3 and 13-million 
pounds the quota in Area 2.  

 
April 6, 2000 – This 

weekend, to a nearly sold-out 
audience, the Petersburg High 
School players presented 
“Crazy for You,” the George 
and Ira Gershwin musical, at 
the Wright Auditorium and 

from audience responses it 
seems Petersburg was crazy 
about the play. Set mostly in a 
cowboy town in Nevada, with 
a few scenes in New York, the 
play tells the story of Bobby 
Child (James Davidson). Child 
leaves his overbearing fiancée 
(Marika Steenblock) and 
mother (Hannah Jackson) in 
New York to travel to Nevada 
to foreclose on a theater for the 
bank. But Child, who has 
always had a fondness for the 
stage, much more so than his 
banking career, decides to help 
save the theater from 
foreclosure by putting on a 
show. Impersonating famous 
director Bela Zangler (Dante 
Rodriguez), Child ends up 
falling in love with Polly Baker 
(Claire Harris), leading to 
comical encounters when the 
real Zangler shows up to find 
out where his showgirls ran off 
to. The musical, suggested by 
music teacher Matt Lenhard, 
was directed by Debbie Tice. 
Tice said that the cast has been 
practicing three hours a day, 
Monday through Thursday, 
since early February in 
preparation for the 
performances. Tice also 
enlisted the help of her drama 
class to build sets and said a 
slew of local residents donated 
or made costumes for the 
performances. In her 
Petersburg directorial debut, 
Tice said that the performances 
went great and that it would be 
unfair to say which scene or 
night was best. “That’s unfair 
when everything was so good. 
How do I pick Dante 

Rodriguez and James 
Davidson’s chair dance over 
Marika Steenblock’s “Naughty 
Baby” or James’ “Nice Work” 
over Beth Loesch’s “Patsy?” 
Tice said that to top off the cast 
and crew, Holli O’Neil  and 
Amber Beardslee joined in at 
the last minute after basketball 
season to pull off the lights and 
sound performance. “They 
were a perfect ensemble cast 
and crew,” Tice said. Tice said 
that in addition to the cast and 
crew of nearly 40, the audience 
shined each night. “It was 
wonderful to have so many 
people out supporting our 
kids,” Tice said. “Not only did 
they enjoy it, but they gave so 
much support that it has been 
really wonderful. It’s one thing 
to get applause after your song, 

but it’s another thing to have 
someone stop you on your way 
into the hardware store to say, 
“Hey, good job!,” Tice said.
