
The Borough Assembly 
passed an ordinance in its first 
reading on Monday that 
would adopt the borough’s 
proposed fiscal year 2022 oper-
ating budget. 

The General Fund’s rev-
enues and expenditures equal 
$9,741,364 and is an overall in-
crease of .39 percent from the 
2021 fiscal year adopted 
budget. The assembly 
unanimously passed two 
amendments to the pro-
posed budget that prevents 
a millage rate increase and 
honors KFSK’s full commu-
nity service funding re-
quest. 

The millage rate is the 
amount per $1,000 of the 
property’s assessed value 
that is used to calculate 
taxes within the borough. 
The proposed budget had 
increased the millage rate 
for residents living in serv-
ice area one from 11.5 mills 
to 11.92 mills. It also in-
creased the millage rate for 
those outside of service one 
for 3.8 mills to 4.1 mills.  

Assembly Member Bob 

Lynn made the motion to keep 
the millage rate at its current 
amount of 11.5 and 3.8 mills to 
prevent placing a tax increase 
on a community that is still 
being affected by the COVID-
19 pandemic.  

“With all the changes that 
have taken place, and we’re 
still in a COVID situation try-
ing to recover from it, I’d like 
to see us maintain the mill rate 
where it is,” said Lynn. 

The proposed budget had 

increased the millage rates in 
both service area one and out-
side of service area one to off-
set a loss in tax revenue from 
an increase in properties eligi-
ble for the senior property tax 
exemption. The tax exemption 
frees senior citizens from pay-
ing property taxes on the first 
$150,000 on their property’s as-
sessed value due to a state 
mandated senior tax exemp-
tion.  

There are now 351 proper-

ties in the borough that claim 
the senior tax exemption, total-
ing $47,161,700 in property as-
sessment value that is exempt 
for taxation, according to Fi-
nance Director Jody Tow.  

The amendment takes 
$117,000 from the borough’s 
reserves, the amount of rev-
enue the millage rate increase 
would have added to the 
budget, and adds it to the Gen-
eral Fund to offset the differ-
ence.  

Lynn also 
made an amend-
ment to add an 
additional $3,000 
to KFSK’s com-
munity service 
fund.  KFSK had 
requested $35,000 
in funding for the 
2022 fiscal year, 
but the proposed 
budget had only 
set $32,000 aside 
in funding for the 
radio station. 
Lynn said the 
a m e n d m e n t 
would provide 
KFSK with the full 
amount of fund-
ing that was re-
quested.  

The $3,000 will 
be taken from the borough’s 
reserves and added to the Gen-
eral Fund. 

“I think the radio station is 
very important,” said Assem-

bly Member Taylor Norheim. 
“In the case of an emergency, 
they are a very reliable source 
to get information out to peo-
ple when they need it.”
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May 6, 1921

May 5, 1971   
More than 200 persons 

began the walk for Hope over a 
21-mile course which began at 
Blind Slough and ended at 
Sandy Beach. Jerry Taintor 
logged the fastest time, with 
Bob Hammer close behind; but 
rather than walking for Hope, 
they ran the distance. Setting 
the pace for the rest of the pack 
was Fred Haltiner and his son 
Dean. Dean picks up a prize for 
being the youngest boy to 
complete the walk. Sam Wright 
and company were the largest 
family to enter the 21-mile 
stroll. All walkers enjoyed a 

picnic at Sandy Beach following 
completion of the effort, but the 
big winner will be the children 
of Alaska who will receive the 
donation of the sponsors.
