
The Petersburg Borough As-
sembly will hold the third and 
final readings of two ordi-
nances that could affect local 
harbor operations at its meet-
ing next Monday. 

Ordinance #2023-07 would 
limit the amount of moorage 
space than can be used by live-
aboards and increase fines for 
wake violations while Ordi-
nance #2023-09 would codify 

harbor parking enforcement. 
Both ordinances were unan-

imously approved by the as-
sembly during their first and 
second readings last month. 

The Harbor and Ports Advi-
sory Board also voted to recom-
mend components of 
Ordinance #2023-07, including 
the higher wake fines, live-
aboard cap, and a ban on using 
the harbors for vacation 
rentals, at a meeting in Febru-
ary. 

The live-aboard limit, which 

has been proposed in an effort 
to protect the use of the harbors 
for the fishing fleet, would 
allow live-aboard vessels to oc-
cupy no more than 10% of 
moorage spaces within each 
category of stall length. 

That cap, however, would 
only apply from May through 
October of each year. 

Harbormaster Glo Wollen 
also previously reported that 
the proposed limit is higher 
than the actual proportion of 
live-aboards that currently call 

the harbors home. 
Ordinance #2023-07 would 

also increase fines for excessive 
wake or speeding in the har-
bors from $50 to $200 and ban 
renting out vessels in the har-
bor for residential purposes. 
The ordinance prohibits, 
“Commercial use of the harbor 
facilities for rental of vessels for 
residential purposes, either on 
a short-term or long-term 
rental basis, including without 
limitation using the vessel as a 
vacation rental or bed & break-
fast.” 

Additionally, the ordinance 
would prohibit float houses, 
defined as “any habitable 
structure or dwelling upon a 

barge or floats…whether fixed 
or transient, and used prima-
rily as a residence, as con-
trasted with a vessel” from 
being tied up in the harbors. 

Ordinance #2023-09 would 
repeal old city traffic regula-
tions that are covered under 
the municipal code and incor-
porated state law. 

It would also codify the Har-
bor Department’s ability to en-
force traffic and parking 
ordinances at harbor facilities, 
which it has historically prac-
ticed, and establish in code a 
$25 penalty for parking viola-
tions. 

The next assembly meeting 
will be held on June 5 at 12 p.m.

The Petersburg Medical Center is planning to 
hold free youth mental health first aid classes, 
teaching adult community members how to look 
for warning signs and help young people experi-
encing mental health problems. 

The classes are being made possible through a 
$10,000 grant awarded by the Petersburg Com-
munity Foundation. 

The grant will be used to get two hospital staff 
members—Katie Holmlund and Becky Turland—
certified as youth mental health first aid facilita-
tors so they can put on free classes in Petersburg. 

“The end goal is basically to recognize when 
we see some struggles going on and how we can 
address it and feel comfortable addressing it, not 
just kind of turn our back or a blind eye,” Turland 
said. 

“And also just to decrease that stigma again 
and increase empathy toward mental health chal-
lenges that we see and increase the competence 
when helping people in crisis.” 

Holmlund and Turland plan to take the course 
that will make them certified instructors, which 
consists of a three-day training and about 40 
hours of work in total, this summer so that they 
can hold a class for teachers and faculty before the 

start of the next school year. 
They then plan to open up classes, which last 

about eight hours, to any interested adult commu-
nity members. 

“Anybody that wants to get certified, we’ll 
have it open free of charge to them. It is a decent 
commitment for that eight-hour, for a full day, but 
well worth it,” Turland said. 

The classes will be offered depending on com-
munity demand and those who complete the 
training will be certified in youth mental health 
first aid for two years. 

“I mean, we’re not just alone here, it is a nation-
wide thing and had a lot of people that wanted to 
focus on our youth because we were seeing an in-
crease of need at the school, especially in the sec-
ondary school, for support, and being able to 
bring this forward and help our community sup-
port our youth was a big, big reason for writing 
this grant,” Turland said. 

“So it’s kind of been a building area of focus 
and the pandemic really pushed it over and now 
that we’re recuperating from that we want to 
focus on our mental health again.” 

She added that they hope to eventually also 
offer adult mental health first aid classes to in-
struct people on how to help adults dealing with 
mental health problems and are actively pursuing 
grant funding to do that.

Petersburg High School and 
Mitkof Middle School Principal 
Ambler Moss was placed on 
administrative leave as of 
Wednesday, May 24 after send-
ing an “unprofessional and ir-
responsibly written email to a 
student” according to a state-
ment from the Petersburg 
School District. 

In the email, Moss stated, “I 
now where you live. I know 
your mama. I know where you 
work. After June 9th, you are 
free of me, until then I am your 
friendly enemy.” 

According to the district, 
Moss was placed on adminis-
trative leave for the remainder 
of the school year. 

The Petersburg Police De-
partment was not involved in 
the incident. 

“It was deemed best for the 
overall functioning of the 
school and district to take this 
action. There are no safety con-
cerns for students or staff re-
lated to this email, and the 
Police did not escort Mr. Moss 
from the school,” the district’s 
statement read. 

Moss declined to comment. 

Moss was already set to 
leave the district at the end of 
the school year after his one-
year contract was not renewed, 
ending his employment after 
just one year in Petersburg. 

According to the district’s 
statement, administrative tasks 
would be managed by other 
district administrators for the 
remainder of the school year. 

PSD announced in late April 
that Gustavus High School 
Principal Brad King had ac-
cepted an offer to become the 
new secondary school princi-
pal. 

King will arrive in Peters-
burg in late July and begin 
work in mid-August.

An 
overnight stop will be made at 
Petersburg, with a flight 
scheduled Monday morning to 
Annette Island to connect with 
a plane for Seattle. The Alaska 
trip will mark the culmination 
of a plan laid by a committee 
headed by Wallace Campbell, a 
member of the Board of Trustees 
of the Seattle Chamber of 
Commerce, which was named 
last year by Mayor William F. 
Devin of Seattle to consider the
