
A request for proposal was 
awarded to Eaton Corporation 
on Friday by the borough as-
sembly for the supply, integra-
tion, training and support for a 
fully functioning radio fre-
quency meter reading system 
not to exceed $113,034.38. 

The Advanced Metering In-
frastructure (AMI) system will 
replace all the meters in North 
Boat Harbor and some of the 
meters in the Middle and South 
Boat Harbors.  The radio fre-
quency meters will eliminate 
the need for a meter reader to 
go down to the harbor when a 
visiting vessel berths to get a 
reading and turn the meter on, 
according to Utility Director 
Karl Hagerman. 

“Sometimes in the summer-
time that could be three to four 
times a day,” said Hagerman. 
“It’ll be a huge time savings just 
in that alone.” 

The monthly readings will 
be wirelessly transferred to a 
collector unit that will be placed 
on top of the municipal build-
ing and be connected to the util-
ity billing department. 
Hagerman said that in the fu-
ture he hopes to replace all the 
remaining meters in the Middle 
and South Boat Harbors with 

the AMI system and then even-
tually the meters throughout 
the city.  

As part of the RFP, Eaton 
Corporation will provide the 
first year of software support 
but the borough will have to 
cover the cost after that. Hager-
man said that the annual fee for 
the software support is about 
$7,000, but the cost will go up 
after 500 meters. There are 166 
being installed now, and by the 
time all the meters have been 
replaced in the three harbors, 
Hagerman estimates that the 
number of meters won’t pass 
500. Hagerman said that the 
borough will likely install the 
meters itself. 

“The number of meters 
we’re talking about doesn’t re-
ally make a lot of sense to bring 
in a separate contractor just for 
installation,” said Hagerman.  

Since the AMI system will 
get rid of the need for a meter 
reader, Assembly Member 
Brandi Marohl asked Hager-
man if he planned on eliminat-
ing the position in the future. 
Hagerman said that the water 
meters still need to be read in 
person and that there are some 
benefits of having a staff mem-
ber visit the meters.  

“The other thing about the 
physical aspect of a meter 
reader out on the route is they 
see things that you can’t tell by 
a computer screen,” said Hager-
man. “If there’s theft going on 

or an unsafe condition with a 
meter or a service, the meter 
reader does see that and reports 
it. It does help us out a lot, so 
there’s a value in that position.”
