
The Petersburg Medical 
Center Board of Directors 
passed the hospital’s 2020 fiscal 
year budget at their board 
meeting last week. 

The balanced budget antici-
pates $16,695,000 in both total 
revenue and total expenses for 
the new fiscal year that began 

on July 1. A preliminary budget 
was approved by the board in 
March, and only several 
changes have been made to the 
budget since then, according to 
PMC Controller Rocio Tejera.  

The amount of money bud-
geted for employee wages was 
increased since salaries were al-
ways over budget in the past, 
said Tejera. The 2020 fiscal year 
budget allocates $8.5 million to 

salaries, which is the largest ex-
pense for the hospital. The 2019 
fiscal year budget had 
$7,550,000 dedicated to salaries.  

Tejera said PMC is going to 
have more control over the con-
tract agency services budget 
since the hospital hired a new 
onsite doctor. Contract agency 
services were budgeted at 
$800,000, down from the 
$925,000 that was budgeted in 

2019.  
On the revenue side of the 

budget, the highest contributor 
to the hospital's revenue is 
physician services. In the 2019 
fiscal year budget, physician 
services were thought to bring 
in $7 million, but physician 
services brought in just under 
$8 million by the end of the fis-
cal year. The 2020 fiscal year 
budget was passed with physi-
cian services budgeted at $8 
million.  

The board noticed that home 
health is contributing more to 
the revenue since it was bud-
geted at $500,000, which was 
higher than the $291,000 that 
was budgeted in 2019.  

“Traditionally, it’s been sub-
sidized a lot by other depart-
ments,” said PMC CEO Phil 
Hofstetter. “There’s still some 
work to be done in that area, 
but it’s come a long way.” 

During the discussion, PMC 
Board President Jerod Cook 
noted that the hospital came in 
over budget in 2019 in all but 
four expense categories. In 
2019, the hospital budgeted $15 
million for expenses, but the 
anticipated 2019 fiscal year 
budget puts expenses at 
$16,569,686.  

The hospital also came in 
over budget in revenue for the 
2019 budget. The 2019 fiscal 
year forecasted $15 million in 
revenue, but the anticipated 
2019 budget shows revenues 

totaling $16,218,949. 
“It’s good when it’s on the 

revenue side,” said Board 
Member Kathi Riemer.

Medical Center board passes $16.7 million budget

ANCHORAGE, Alaska (AP) _ The Coast 
Guard is searching for a 
commercial fisherman missing near Bristol Bay. 

A crewman from the vessel Pail Rider went 
overboard at approximately 3 a.m. Monday in 
Nushagak Bay. 

The man was not wearing a life jacket. 
Remaining crew members fired flares and 

other vessels arrived to help search but the man 
has not been found. 

The Coast Guard says the man was wearing 
orange and it's hoped the bright-colored clothing 
will help him be found. 

A Jayhawk helicopter and a C-130 Hercules 
aircraft from Kodiak is searching along with 
about 10 fishing vessels. 

The water temperature was reported at 52 de-
grees (11 Celsius). The Coast Guard reports winds 
at 20 mph (32 kph) with 1-foot (0.3-meter) seas. 

The Pail Rider is based in Dillingham.
