
Two additional cases of 
COVID-19 were confirmed in 
the community in the past 
week, bringing the total num-
ber of cases to seven, though 
four have recovered.  

The first was identified on 
July 2. The individual had de-
veloped symptoms and was 
evaluated by Petersburg Med-
ical Center and tested on site, 
according to a joint press re-
lease between the Petersburg 
Borough and PMC. The person 
was directed to isolated at 
home.  

The second confirmed case 
of COVID-19 was identified as 
part of OBI Seafoods’ quaran-
tine and testing program on 
July 4, according to a joint 
statement between the bor-
ough and PMC. The employee 
was in a non-working quaran-
tine when the positive result 
came back. The individual was 
immediately isolated in a sep-
arate facility and close contacts 
were isolated as well, accord-
ing to the joint statement. 

PMC reported on Wednes-
day that 1,244 test samples 
have been collected and sent to 
a state or commercial labora-
tory to be tested for COVID-19. 

Of those tests that have re-
turned, 999 have come back 
negative and 242 are still pend-
ing. According to PMC, there 
are currently three active cases 
of the virus in the community 
as of Wednesday afternoon. 
There have been a total of 
seven confirmed cases of 
COVID-19 in Petersburg, four 
of which have since recovered. 
At least three of the confirmed 
cases were non-residents.  

According to the Alaska De-
partment of Health and 
Human Services, there are 
1,226 confirmed cases of 
COVID-19 in the state as of 
Wednesday. Of those cases, 563 

have recovered, 79 required 
hospitalization and 17 have 
passed away.  

PMC Director of Nursing 
Jennifer Bryner informed the 
community at the COVID-19 
community update on Friday, 
July 3, that people with prop-
erly functioning lungs and cog-
nitive ability can wear face 
coverings safely. She said she 
has never heard of face cover-
ings damaging lungs. 

If someone does have respi-
ratory issues or delayed cogni-
tive ability, like someone with 
advanced dementia, then that 
person shouldn’t wear face 
coverings, said Bryner. Those 
under two years of age should-
n’t wear face coverings either.  

“There are a few people 
who shouldn’t wear a mask, 
but for the majority of the peo-
ple who are able to do activi-
ties, masking can be very safe,” 
said Bryner on Friday. 

Petersburg School District 
Erica Kludt-Painter said at the 
COVID-19 community update 
on Friday that the school dis-
trict is preparing to send out a 
second survey to families to 
seek input on how it should 
operate in the fall. Another 
stakeholder meeting is also 
planned to go over the results.  

The deadline for the Pay-
check Protection Program loan 
was extended from June 30 to 
Aug. 8, according to Commu-
nity & Economic Development 
Director Liz Cabrera on Friday. 
Additionally, the state has yet 
to make expected changes to 

the Alaska CARES program. 
The changes will allow both 
businesses and non-profit or-
ganizations that have received 
some sort of federal assistance 
in response to the COVID-19 
pandemic to apply for the 
Alaska CARES funding.

HOURS
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July 9, 1920    
The biggest and most 

successful th of July celebration 
ever held in Petersburg is now a 
matter of history, and with 
perfect weather to round off the 
efforts of the committee of the 
Petersburg 

Fire Department, which had 
charge of the celebration, every 
person who spent the day here 
had plenty of opportunity for 
enjoyment of every kind. The 
local celebration really started 
Saturday night when almost the 
entire population of Kake, led 
by their band, arrived on five 
big boats. They were met at the 
boat by members of the 
committee who escorted the 
visitors up town. A short concert 
was given by the band on Main 
Street on their arrival. In the 
evening a big dance was given 
in the A. B. Hall by the Kake 
Band boys, a benefit dance was 
given the S. of N. Hall by the 
Petersburg Hospital Committee 
for the benefit of that institution. 
Both dances were well attended 
and everyone reported an 
enjoyable time. They also 
brought a ball team, tug of war 
team and brought entrants for 
all the sports and most of them 
proved winners.  

July 6, 1945   
The Child Care Center 

opened Thursday with a 
number of children of employed 
mothers on hand. A full 
attendance is not expected until 
the cannery opens. For the daily 
fee of 50 cents each child will be 
furnished breakfast and noon 
meal as well as mid morning 
and mid afternoon fruit juice or 
milk. There has been some 
misunderstanding among 
parents about the fee, and staff 
members at the Center want to 
make it clear that the fee is 50 
cents daily and not per meal. In 
the event that a mother needs 
care for several children the fee 
will be scaled down as the 

purpose of the project is to make 
the care within reach of every 
mother who needs it. Any 
gardener having surplus 
produce is asked to pass along 
the vegetable or fruit to the 
Center where it will be put to 
good use. Mothers are advised 
that canned milk only is 
available so if they want their 
children to have fresh milk, they 
are asked to send a pint with the 
child every morning.  

July 8, 1970   
City councilmen this week 

voted to support a stand taken 
by Sitka’s City Council in 
defense of Alaska’s fishing 
resources. In the resolution, the 
Sitkans called for: Foreign 
violators to be prosecuted to the 
full extent of the law; the state 
to enforce the 12-mile limit; 
extension of territorial water 
limits; creation of state military 
forces to enforce territorial 
integrity; stricter enforcement 
and tougher penalties. The 
Sitka action came at the request 
of area trolling boat operators 
who were protesting the 
intrusion by the Japanese 
trawler Akebono Maru 11. The 
trawler was seized by the Coast 
Guard and is anchored in Sitka. 
Its skipper was arraigned in 
federal court at Anchorage 
Friday and freed on his own 

recognizance. The 172-foot craft 
was spotted 9.3 miles from 
Chichagof Island, the Coast 
Guard said. The skipper of the 
vessel said his radar showed 
the ship was 13 miles from the 
island. The craft was boarded 
by crewmen from the Coast 
Guard Cutter Clover.  

July 6, 1995    
Charter operator Steve Berry 

was right on the mark Sunday 
when he told his passengers a 
humpback whale might breach 
before their eyes. But he didn’t 
predict that a minute later the 
whale would crash down on his 
28-foot boat. Three of Berry’s 
five passengers were knocked 
into Frederick Sound, but no 
one was badly hurt, said Berry, 
owner of Sights Southeast. “The 
whale landed on it, not its tail, 
the whole whale,” said Sheri 
Larsen, a local resident and 
passenger who was thrown into 
the water. Larsen was standing 
on the bow of the boat as the 
whale approached. “It just 
makes you feel totally aware of 
what a huge, magnificent 
animal it is,” Larsen said. Not 
only is it surprising, it’s also 
unprecedented, according to 
Jan Straley, an independent 
whale researcher in Sitka. “I’ve 
never heard of that before,” she 
said.

Two more cases of virus confirmed locally

The cities of Wrangell,  
Petersburg, and Ketchikan all suffered 
a power outage in the early morning of 
July 4. Rod Rhoades, light and power  
director for Wrangell, said that the out-
age hit Wrangell at 3:05 a.m., but 
started in Ketchikan.  

All three communities are  con-
nected via the Southeast Alaska Power 
Agency, meaning they receive and 
share power from the same sources. 
While power has been restored, offi-
cials are still looking into the cause of 
the outage. 

All three cities lost power around 3 
a.m. Roades said that Wrangell 
switched over to diesel power at ap-
proximately 4 a.m., and SEAPA power 
was fully restored by 7 a.m. on the 
morning of July 4. Rhoades said his un-
derstanding was a bird strike knocked 
out the power grid in Ketchikan, which 
made Wrangell and Petersburg also 
lose power.  

Jeremy Bynum, electric system engi-
neering manager with KPU, said they 
also assume a bird was responsible for 
a power outage. They cannot confirm 
this, he said, but there was no lightning 
strike or equipment failure to point to. 
Bynum also said that there were several 

factors that played a part in power 
being lost in all three SEAPA communi-
ties, such as where the outage specifi-
cally began and the time of day, when 
few generators were running. 

Around 3:01 a.m., Bynum said, there 
was a phase fault on a power distribu-
tion line between the Bailey and 
Ketchikan substations, where it is as-
sumed a bird or small animal struck the 
line. This caused Ketchikan to separate 
from SEAPA’s power generation, he 
said. This cascaded to create “over fre-
quency conditions” at Tyee Lake, 
where SEAPA primarily generates 
power for Wrangell and Petersburg. 
Over frequency conditions, Bynum 

said, are when more power is being 
generated than the load needs at the 
time. These conditions then tripped off 
the generator at Tyee Lake, which 
knocked out the power to Wrangell and 
Petersburg. 

Bynum said that they got all of the 
systems tied back together around 8 
a.m. on July 4. An internal review and 
an after action report will be organized, 
he said. They will be looking at the 
process of what happened and 
Ketchikan’s response to the blackout. 
An outage report will be submitted to 
the Ketchikan city manager in the near 
future, he said.
