
thought it was just going to be the organizers 
with their signs. She was pleasantly surprised 
to see people were already there. Tremblay 
said that people were filtering in and out dur-
ing the protest, but at one point, there were 
about 97 protestors there.  

One of the protestors, Jane Smith, said she 
didn’t believe in cutting social services and 
that the state needs to be more compassion-

ate.  
“I want my voice to be heard,” said Smith. 

“I believe we have to stand up for what we 
believe in.” 

Marilyn Menish-Meucci, another protes-
tor, said she doesn’t normally protest, but so 
far this year she has been to two rallies. She 
believes that the governor’s vetoes are going 
to do more harm than good to the state. 

“I’m here because if they do not override 

the vetoes, we’re going to have a lot of people 
leave the state,” said Menish-Meucci. “Our 
state is going to fail. The future of our state is 
at risk.” 

Late last month, Dunleavy vetoed 182 
items on a proposed 2020 fiscal year budget, 
resulting in $444 million in budget cuts. 
Alaska legislators need 45 votes from the 60 
members in order to override the governor’s 
vetoes.

  July 14, 1994  The M/V Sea 

Lion, owned by Wilderness 
Cruises of Seattle, ran aground 
off Coney  Island, southeast of 
Petersburg, early Tuesday 
morning. The vessel received 
only minor injuries to its 
propeller and made its way to 
Petersburg after being 
refloated at about 8:30 the 

same morning. Many of the 
tourists aboard the boat were 
sleeping at about 1:15 a.m., 
when they heard a gravelly 
noise. Passengers boarded five 
life rafts and four Zodiac rafts 
from a platform on the side of 
the vessel. They were taken to 
the Sons of Norway Hall 
where many of them slept out 
the rest of the night.
