
The most recent confirmed 
case of COVID-19 in the commu-
nity was declared recovered last 
Friday, Aug. 21. 

At the COVID-19 community 
update on Friday, acting Incident 
Commander Sand Dixson antici-
pated the individual, a non-resi-
dent tested positive for the virus 
on Aug. 14, would later that day 
be declared recovered. Public 
Health Nurse Erin Michael said 
in order for an individual who 
has tested positive for the virus to 
be deemed recovered, the person 
should not have any symptoms 
or have had their symptoms sig-
nificantly reduced. The person 

would also not have had a fever 
in the previous 24 hours. 

Since the pandemic first 
began, Michael has dedicated a 
significant amount of her time 
contact tracing. She interviews 
people all over the state who 
have tested positive for COVID-
19 and reaches out to those who 
may have contracted the virus as 
a result of coming into close con-
tact with the infected individual.  

“Every day is a unique and 
special day,” said Michael at the 
COVID-19 community update 
last week.  

She also cautioned the com-
munity. A contract tracer will not 
ask for credit card information or 
money, said Michael. If one does 
ask for that information, then 

they are trying to scam the indi-
vidual, she said. 

As of Wednesday, Aug. 26, the 
Petersburg Medical Center has 
collected 3,081 test samples to be 
tested for COVID-19 onsite or 
sent to outside laboratories. Of 
those test samples collected, 
about 2,985 have returned nega-
tive and 83 are still pending. Ac-
cording to PMC, 34.4 percent of 
the local population has been 
tested for the virus. 

There is a new test being de-
veloped that uses saliva to test for 
COVID-19, said PMC Infection 
Prevention and Quality Manager 
Liz Bacom at the COVID-19 com-
munity update on Aug. 21. The 
test would be substantially 
cheaper than current tests and 

could be used to test a large num-
ber of people in a short amount 
of time. She said the new test 
looks promising.  

“It can’t come soon enough to 
be honest,” said Bacom.  

Petersburg School District Su-
perintendent Erica Kludt-Paint 
said on Friday that teachers and 
paraprofessionals have returned 
to school to begin preparing for 
the new year. This week, students 
in the district have begun picking 
up their laptops and devices and 
filling out paperwork. The stu-
dents are able to pick up the de-
vices on campus.  

“I can’t wait to have some kids 
in the building,” said Kludt-
Painter.  

Community & Economic De-
velopment Director Liz Cabrera 
said Gov. Mike Dunleavy has 
asked state legislators to expand 
the eligibility for AK Cares. At 
first, the program was only avail-
able to businesses that hadn’t re-
ceived federal assistance. Then it 
became available for businesses, 
some non-profit organizations 
and limited entry permit holders 
who received less than $5,000 in 
federal COVID-19 aid.  

Dunleavy has asked the state 
legislature to remove the restric-
tion that prevents those who re-
ceived more than $5,000 from the 
federal government from apply-
ing to AK Cares. He also re-
quested businesses that are a 
secondary income source be al-
lowed to apply for the state 
COVID-19 relief.  

“That was also keeping a 
number of local businesses from 
applying, especially those that 
have a home based business,” 
said Cabrera at the COVID-19 
community update on Aug. 21.
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August 27, 1920   
The River and Harbor Act 

passed by the last session of 
Congress provides for a survey 
of Wrangell Narrows for the 
purpose of obtaining data as to 
the feasibility of dredging the 
Narrows and probable cost. 
One of the chief advantages to 
Petersburg from the deepening 
and straightening of Wrangell 
Narrows would be better boat 
service. At present only the 
smaller boats stop here and 
they have to wait for favorable 
tides. The improvement would 
enable all the larger boats to 
stop here and would enable all 
the steamers to pass through at 
any stage of the tide. The Chief 
of Engineers report of the 
preliminary examination and 
survey made in 1902 estimated 
the cost of the project at 
$1,900,000. The cost of the same 
at the present time of course 
would be much greater. 

 
August 24, 1945   
Families of six local boys 

this week heard from them 
after they had travelled the 
17,300 miles by sea from San 
Francisco to land in Calcutta, 
India. Vernon Heimdahl, John 
Otness, Peter Philbin, Neal 
McDonald, Myron Lyon, and 
Conner Kinnear are the six 
boys and they are stationed in 
a camp 40 miles north of 
Calcutta. The boys live in tents, 
with six bunks to a tent, and the 
extreme heat was the theme of 
all letters home. Connor says 
all he can think of is how good 
it would feel to be sitting on La 

Conte glacier, while Myron 
says all you can do is lie in your 
bunk with the least possible 
clothes on and sweat. John is 
reminded how far he is from 
home, and Peter says that the 
boys are tired of the heat rash 
which drives them half crazy. 
About all Gordon could think 
of when he wrote his mother is 
the terrible heat which “seems 
to melt you down like butter.” 

 
August 26, 1970   
There are as many stories 

about teachers arriving in 
Petersburg as there are 
teachers. Back in the 1940’s, all 
teachers came to town by 
Alaska Steamship or the 
Northland Transportation Co. 
The whole population 
(including the superintendent, 
mayor, banker and eager 
students) turned out to get the 
first look at the new first grade 
teacher or math professor. New 
teachers never knew what to 

believe when they heard stories 
of ice worms, outdoor 
plumbing and houses on 
pilings. Sometimes the little 
one-room schoolhouse in Scow 
Bay was pointed out to the 
newcomers as the Petersburg 
Public School. 

 
August 24, 1995    
A Tuesday afternoon oil spill 

from NorQuest Seafoods Inc. 
has been mostly cleaned up, 
and a U.S. Coast Guard official 
on the scene Wednesday said 
he does not expect serious 
environmental damage. Much 
of the diesel, which is used to 
run the cannery’s boiler, 
contaminated the ground, not 
the water, according to Ken 
Lukins, marine science 
technical chief. The size of the 
spill and the speed with which 
NorQuest responded to it 
means there will probably be 
little damage to the coast or 
water.
