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September 3, 1920 
W. A. Altman, locating engi-

neer for the Butler Paper Co. of 
Chicago, was in Petersburg for 
several days this week investi-
gating water power sites and 
paper mill locations. Mr. Altman 
made several side trips from Pe-
tersburg and investigated from 
every angle. He did say that the 
Thomas Bay site was one of the 
best he had seen in southeastern 
Alaska. 

August 31, 1945 
Miss Myrtle Cornelius, 

owner of Cornelius Mercantile 
Company returned from Seattle 
via Ketchikan. She was in Seattle 
when the word came that the 
war had ended and she said that 
within a matter of minutes after 
the first announcement was 
made practically all business 
came to a complete standstill 
and remained so for the two fol-
lowing days. 

September 2, 1970 
Petersburg halibut landings 

this week continued to trail last 
year’s. Fish buyer Knut Thomp-
son reports that a total of 3.2 mil-
lion pounds of the flat fish has 
landed here this season as com-
pared with 3.8 million a year 

ago. Prices for halibut today 
were 31 cents a pound for large, 
21 for medium and 18 for small. 

August 31, 1995 
A part of the future of medi-

cine has come to Petersburg, and 
it doesn’t take up much space. It 
is tucked away in the Petersburg 
Medical Center’s emergency 
room, a small video camera con-
nected to a big-screened com-
puter, all of which is connected 
by telephone to the University of 

Washington School of Medicine 
in Seattle. The system allows 
specialists in Seattle to examine 
patients in Petersburg. In addi-
tion to saving residents or insur-
ance companies the cost of 
airline tickets to Seattle, the 
wider professional access could 
make the job easier for rural gen-
eral practitioners. That could 
make it more pleasant for rural 
doctors to stay longer than they 
normally do.

Mountain View Manor As-
sisted Living has begun allow-
ing visitors into the facility 
under a limited basis, accord-
ing to acting Incident Com-
mander Sandy Dixson at the 
COVID-19 community update 
on Friday.  

Visitation resumed on 
Thursday, Aug. 27, and Dixson 
said the public was eager to see 
residents at the manor in per-
son again. Apartments are lim-
ited to four visitors per visit, 
and only three apartments can 
have visitors at one time, said 
Dixson. Visitors are also 
screened before entering the fa-
cility. To schedule an appoint-
ment to visit a MVM resident, 
call 772-2445 or 518-0528. 

The borough’s contract with 
the state to screen interstate 
passengers at the Petersburg 
Airport has been extended 
until Oct. 31, said Dixson. The 
borough is also looking to ex-
tend its memorandum of 
agreement with Petersburg 
Medical Center to continue the 
asymptomatic testing of local 
resident cannery workers.  

As of Wednesday, Sept. 2, 
PMC has collected 3,236 test 
samples to be tested for 
COVID-19 onsite or at outside 
laboratories. Of those test sam-
ples collected, about 3,164 have 
returned negative and 59 are 
still pending. About 11.6 per-
cent of the population has been 
tested in the past 14 days, ac-
cording to PMC. 

PMC Director of Nursing 
Jennifer Bryner told residents 

at the COVID-19 community 
update on Aug. 28 that when 
residents and non-residents ar-
rive in Alaska from out of state, 
they are required to take a sec-
ond COVID-19 test seven to 14 
days later. The initial test pas-
sengers take either 72 hours be-
fore departure or upon arriving 
at the airport only allows them 
to move around in the commu-
nity under strict social distanc-
ing requirements, said Bryner. 
They are able to leave their 
homes, but shouldn’t enter 
businesses or buildings, 
though walking in town or in 
the harbor is allowed if the in-
dividual is wearing a mask or 
staying six feet away from oth-
ers. 

Once a second test is taken 
and returns negative, then the 
individual can move around 
freely in the community while 
following COVID-19 preventa-
tive protocols like the rest of 
the public, said Bryner.  

Community & Economic 
Development Director Liz 

Cabrera said state legislators 
have expanded eligibility for 
AK CARES. Businesses, some 
non-profit organizations and 
limited entry permit holders 
who received any amount of 
federal COVID-19 aid can now 
apply to the program. Busi-
nesses that are a secondary in-
come source can also apply for 
state COVID-19 relief. The eli-
gibility changes to AK CARES 
are set to go into effect on Aug. 
31. Deadline to apply is Nov. 15 
or when available funds run 
out.  

The Federal Emergency 
Management Agency has re-
leased funds to the state of 
Alaska to increase unemploy-
ment benefits by $300 per 
week. The program will be im-
plemented in about six weeks 
and will be retroactive to July 
25, said Cabrera.  

On Monday, Aug. 31, stu-
dents began attending school 
in-person under COVID-19 
protocols. Petersburg School 
District Superintendent Erica 

Kludt-Painter said staff has 
been preparing the school for 
the arrival of the students. 
Plexiglass has been installed in 
some places around the dis-
trict, face coverings are avail-
able for students and desks 
have been separated to keep 
students socially distanced.  

The school district reopened 
under a medium risk level of 
operation, which limits the 
number of students that can be 
in the classroom at one time. 
Kludt-Painter said if the 
COVID-19 positive rates con-
tinue to stay low in town, the 
school district could switch to 
a low risk level when the Smart 
Start 2020 plan is reevaluated 
on Sept. 25.  

Regardless of the protocols 
in place, Kludt-Painter said 
students were ready to get 
back to a somewhat normal 

school life.  
“Kids are looking forward 

to Monday, probably more 
than any other year,” said 
Kludt-Painter at the COVID-19 
community update on Friday, 
Aug. 28.
