
Unofficial poll numbers 
show Mark Jensen returning for 
another three year term as 
mayor and incumbent Jeigh 
Stanton Gregor and Chelsea 
Tremblay elected to the bor-
ough assembly in the municipal 
election on Tuesday. 

Jensen had 590 votes and Jeff 
Meucci, who also sought the 

mayor’s seat, had 524 votes, ac-
cording to unofficial results. 
Stanton Gregor and Tremblay 
beat Aaron Hankins and Marc 
Martinsen for the two seats on 
the assembly. The seats had be-
longed to Stanton Gregor and 
Kurt Wohlhueter. Wohlhueter 
chose not to run for reelection.  

“Congratulations to those 
who won their elections and 
thanks to all the folks who 
voted,” said Hankins in a state-

ment to the Pilot. “I hope our of-
ficials remember that all of Pe-
tersburg’s success rides on the 
policies and decisions they 
make.” 

Meucci said it can be hard to 
predict the outcomes in the 
local elections in Petersburg. 
With the next mayoral election 
three years away, Meucci said 
it’s too far along in the future to 
tell whether or not he will run 
for mayor again. 

“Oh you never know, but 
that’s three years down the 
road,” said Meucci. “Who 
knows what is in the future.” 

 Jensen, Tremblay and Mar-
tinsen did not respond to the 
Pilot’s request for an interview, 
and Stanton Gregor was travel-
ing and couldn’t speak. 

There were 331 absentee bal-
lots that got factored into Tues-
day’s election, but there are still 
22 left to be included. The re-
sults from the election will be 
certified by the borough assem-
bly during Monday’s assembly 
meeting.  

For the Petersburg Medical 
Center Board of Directors, in-
cumbents George Doyle and 
Cynthia Lagoudakis were 
elected to serve three year 
terms. Joe Stratman was also 
elected to the hospital board, 
taking Tim Koeneman’s seat. 
Koeneman decided not to run 
for reelection. 

Voters passed proposition 
#1, which authorizes long-term 
indebtedness for utility capital 
projects. The wastewater de-
partment has five projects 
planned for a total of $2.6 mil-
lion, and there are three projects 
planned in the water depart-
ment totaling $5.4 million. The 
borough assembly will still 
have to approve the loans for 

each project. 
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October 3, 1919 The 
Petersburg Hospital 
Association is collecting money 
to be used to secure the services 
of a trained nurse for the 
institution. Subscription lists 
are being circulated asking 
businessmen and others to 
agree to pay monthly amounts. 
We might advise that it takes 
$250 per month to operate this 
hospital, which includes the 
wages of the nurse, and 
running expenses as fuel, food, 
right, and water.

October 6, 1994  The 
Petersburg Ranger District has 
replaced the wood stove in the 
Raven’s Roost cabin with a new 
oil-burning stove. “The new oil 
heater will ensure a reliable 

heat source at the cabin, and 
eliminate the expense of 
maintaining a supply of 
firewood,” said Doug Blanc, 
Trails and Cabins Manage for 
the Petersburg District.
