
During Monday’s meeting, 
the Petersburg Borough Assem-
bly approved a $768,330 design-
build contract, for the Scow Bay 
standby diesel generator proj-
ect, marking the next step for-
ward on a voter-approved 
bond-supported capital project 
that has been in development 
for more than four years. 

The contract, awarded to 
Dawson Construction LLC of 
Juneau, covers engineering de-
sign, heavy equipment moving 
tasks and project commission-
ing for the new generator facil-
ity. 

“It is important to note that 
the award amount does not in-
clude construction pricing at 
the present time,” Utility Direc-
tor Karl Hagerman wrote in a 
memo to the assembly. Once 
the contractor completes 95% 
construction plans in coordina-
tion with Petersburg Municipal 
Power and Light, a contract 
amendment will be negotiated 
for construction costs based on 
a detailed construction estimate 
in early 2026, which is expected 
to amount to several million 
dollars. 

The project will house the 
generator in a new 40-by-60-
foot facility at Scow Bay. The 
generator, which weighs 
135,000 pounds, required spe-
cial transport from Houston, 
Texas, through seven states be-
fore arriving in Petersburg. 

The new generator will add 
approximately 3.5 megawatts of 
generation capacity to Peters-
burg’s existing 14 megawatts. 
Winter peak loads have recently 
reached 13.5 megawatts, leav-
ing little margin for equipment 
failures or maintenance out-
ages. 

“Having this generator on 
board where we could actually, 
heaven forbid, lose one of our 
other larger generators and still 
be able to meet the needs of 
town — that’s kind of the focus 
of this project,” Hagerman said. 

The backup generation ca-
pacity is critical when Peters-
burg’s primary power source 
through the Southeast Alaska 
Power Agency fails. The bor-
ough uses its diesel generators 
and the Blind Slough hydro-
electric facility to restore power 
during outages, and also relies 
on diesel generation during 
SEAPA’s annual maintenance 
shutdown each June. 

Voters approved funding for 
the Scow Bay generator project 
alongside the Blind Slough hy-
droelectric refurbishment 
through a $7.8 million revenue 
bond measure during the Octo-
ber 2021 municipal election. 
The Scow Bay portion initially 
received $1,125,000 from the 
bond proceeds, but cost esti-
mates for the project had 
climbed to approximately $4.5 
million by 2024. 

A $2.9 million federal energy 
grant awarded to the Blind 
Slough project in early 2024 
provided crucial financial flexi-
bility, allowing the borough to 
shift funds from the completed 
hydro project to the generator 
project and avoid seeking addi-
tional debt. 

According to Hagerman, the 
borough has pursued an ag-
gressive procurement strategy 
to lower costs, purchasing 
major equipment components 
directly rather than through 
contractor markups. The bor-
ough purchased the generator 
itself in 2023 for $1.7 million 
and has since acquired the start-
ing system, exhaust system, ra-
diator, additional switchgear, 
and, most recently, a $274,000 
step-up transformer.   

For the design-build con-
tract, Hagerman recommended 
Dawson Construction after a 
competitive bid process. Five 
staff members evaluated the 

proposals based on contractor 
experience, designer qualifica-
tions, available resources, proj-
ect timeline and proposed costs. 

According to Hagerman, 
Dawson Construction’s pro-
posal scored higher largely due 
to its partnership with Electric 
Power Systems (EPS), an engi-
neering firm with offices in An-
chorage and Juneau that has 
extensive experience with Pe-

tersburg’s power systems. “EPS 
helps us all the time,” Hager-
man told the Pilot after the as-
sembly meeting. The firm’s lead 
engineer in Juneau, David Buss, 
conducted a 2021 load study 
that informed the generator 
project and has provided ongo-
ing support for Petersburg’s 
electrical systems. EPS was also 
instrumental in resolving tech-
nical issues with Petersburg’s 

existing Scow Bay generator, 
which experienced problems 
for several years after its initial 
installation before the firm 
helped straighten out program-
ming and control systems, said 
Hagerman. 

Current plans call for com-
pleting design work in early 
spring 2026, with construction 
beginning in April and comple-
tion targeted for October 2026.

The FLUP is intended to provide the best available information regarding the proposed timber harvest on 
290 acres, and the management of other non-timber uses in compliance with AS 38.05.112 and AS 41.17.060, 
and must be adopted by the DOF before the proposed activity can occur. This FLUP does not determine whether 
or not to access and sell timber within the timber sale area, nor the method of sale. Those decisions have been 
made previously in the March 7, 2025 Best Interest Finding and are not appealable under this FLUP.

Petersburg’s borough assem-
bly is taking up U.S. Senator Dan 
Sullivan’s offer to talk about H.R. 
1, also called the One Big Beauti-
ful Bill Act (OBBBA).  

H.R. 1 is a wide-ranging 
spending and tax bill that was 
signed into law in July. The bill 
includes much of President 
Trump’s domestic policy 
agenda, including changes to 
Medicaid, tax cuts, and phasing 
out clean energy tax incentives. 
In Alaska, the bill directs more 
oil and gas leases in Southcen-
tral’s Cook Inlet, and offers tax 
cuts for whaling captains. Many 
impacts of the bill in Alaska are 
still unknown. 

Sullivan is offering to person-
ally give a presentation outlining 
what is in the bill that impacts 
Alaska. According to Sullivan’s 
staff in D.C., he’s offering this to 
communities across the state, 
sending letters to municipalities 
and local organizations. He pre-
sented in Wrangell last weekend. 

Sullivan met in person with 
Wrangell’s assembly to discuss 
capital projects before delivering 
the OBBBA presentation to 
members of the town’s school 
board and Chamber of Com-
merce. 

Sullivan sent a 26-page letter 
dated Aug. 22 to Petersburg 
Mayor Mark Jensen claiming that 
the bill has been inaccurately de-
scribed by “far-left dark money 
groups.” Sullivan states he’s “set-
ting the record straight with facts 
about what is actually in the bill.”  

The letter elaborates on points 
outlined in the presentation, 
which is linked on his website. 

Sullivan’s staff noted he 
would deliver the presentation 
over Zoom. The Petersburg Bor-
ough Assembly directed the bor-
ough clerk to invite Sullivan to a 
future assembly meeting.  

Assembly member Bob Lynn 
was the first to weigh in during 
the discussion. 

“I don’t think it’s appropriate 
for us to accept this, for a couple 
reasons,” he said. “Senator Sulli-
van would really be better to talk 
to the community as a whole, be-
cause the community has much 
more input than we do on this. 

And so I’m not in favor of this as-
presented.” 

Assembly member Scott 
Newman followed with com-
ments. 

“I feel just exactly the oppo-
site of that,” said Newman. “I 
think this is a perfect opportu-
nity for him to make a presen-
tation that is available to 
everybody that is listening. And 
I think it’s a good venue for 
people to learn what it’s all 
about.” 

Assembly member James 
Valentine agreed. 

“As the assembly, it’s just the 
easiest way for it to get to the 
public,” Valentine said. “I think 
that it’s always good to hear 
what our senator has to say, re-
gardless of whether or not we 
agree or disagree.” 

Assembly member Rob 
Schwartz said he agreed with 
Newman and Valentine. Vice 
Mayor Donna Marsh noted as-
sembly meetings are open to 
the public. 

“I think this would be an ap-
propriate venue for that discus-
sion to happen,” she said. 

Mayor Mark Jensen and as-
sembly member Jeigh Stanton 
Gregor were not present and 
excused from the Oct. 6 meet-
ing. 

Sullivan is running for an-
other six-year term next year. 

The next regular Petersburg 
Borough Assembly meeting is 
scheduled for Oct. 20.

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October 9, 1925 – According 
to word received by local 
persons, the New England Fish 
Company at Ketchikan is 
looking for fresh smelt (true 
Silver Smelt), for which they will 
pay a minimum of 7 cents per 
pound, freight on board steamer 
at Petersburg. Large smelt 
reaching them in good condition 
will probably fetch a higher 
price. A good deal of smelt was 
shipped from Wrangell last year 
and some shipments have 
already been made from that 
district this season. It would 
seem that there is an 
opportunity for local men to 
make some money in a new 
field: Smelt, and it is believed 
that a resumption of this kind of 
fishing will create quite an 
activity for this town. 

 
October 13, 1950 – The 

important Fisheries Hearing at 
the Sons of Norway Hall on 
October 12, was called the best 
ever held here and one of the 
best ever held. A good turnout 
of interested fishermen was on 
hand and they knew what they 
wanted, why they wanted it and 
were ready to state their position 
to Fish and Wildlife 
representatives. Testimony for 
the fishermen were given by 
Earl Ohmer, shellfish; Tom 
Rustad, seiners; and Frank 
Richardson, gillnetters. General 
proposals for the 1951 season 
were: Strict control of personal 
use, prohibiting fishing with 
commercial gear within 48-
hours of an open season. 
Commercial fish tickets will be 
government receipts, uniform 
throughout Alaska with 
information of how many fish 
caught and where. Boat names 
are no longer necessary on the 
top of the pilothouse. Fishing 
within 500 feet of any fish ladder 
or counting weir is prohibited. 
Translucent nylon gillnets 

(which are legal on the Great 
Lakes) are prohibited in Alaska. 
Proposal: Opening of coho 
season on July 15 and closing on 
September 20, reason given that 
fish are too small and soft and 
should have another month to 
mature. King salmon less than 
six pounds prohibited on all 
gear, including trollers in 1951. 
Proposal of a new regulation 
limiting each boat to 100 crab 
pots on inside waters. Shrimp 
season will be closed all over 
Southeast Alaska, thus 
eliminating prospecting, reason 
given that some operators are 
continuing to operate full scale 
while prospecting. Set nets are 
prohibited in Alaska except in 
Lynn Canal.  

 
October 3, 1975 – Crystal 

Lake Fish Hatchery crew 
members were somewhat 
surprised last week with the 
return of their first hatchery 
cohos. Their return was 
expected, of course; and 
hatchery workers were prepared 
with spawning facilities for egg 
recovery. But the surprise came 
when the hatcheries ‘first born’ 
took their return home quite 
literally, attempting to force 
their way back up the hatchery’s 
drain pipes and into their 
original rearing ponds. “We 
knew something was wrong 
when the water slowed down to 
a trickle,” said hatchery 
manager Dan Romey. “We shut 
down the system and found one 
coho salmon that had made it all 
the way up into the hatchery.” 

Romey said it was the first time 
he’s seen a return quite like this. 
With a new wire screen 
cornering the drain pipe and a 
trap where salmon are 
congregating in a pond just off 
Crystal Creek, spawning 
facilities are not quite where 
they had been planned, but 
Romey said, “We will use this 
homing feature to bring them 
right into our spawning facilities 
for egg taking.” With the new 
facility now operational, 
hundreds of adult coho have 
boiled up the slough, gathering 
at the drain pipe. The sight 
remained spectacular with high 
tides and plenty of rain. The 
hatchery expects 3,000 returning 
coho and three million eggs. 

 
October 12, 2000 – A salmon 

pack that was less than half of 
last year’s was announced on 
Saturday at the conclusion of the 
Sixth Annual Humpy 500 go-
cart race. A combined total of 
15,045,851 cans were packed this 
season by all of the canneries in 
Petersburg. As the race 
screeched to a halt, Icicle 
Seafoods Petersburg plant 
manager Patrick Wilson 
announced the winners of the 
Canned Salmon Classic. The 
$4,000 first prize for the closest 
guess went to Frank Nguyen of 
Utah. The local crowd 
outwardly booed when it was 
announced that the winner was 
from out of town until Wilson 
announced the winner is a 
summer employee at Icicle and 
the crowd managed a polite 

clap. Nguyen’s guess was off by 
a mere 3,971 cans. The crowd 
gave a hearty reception to Joyce 
Bergmann who took second 
place with a guess that was off 
by only 5,526 cans. The Humpy 
500 had only 11 participants on 
the now infamous PFI Hill 
raceway. For the second straight 
year, racer Tommie Willis took 
first prize for best costume, 
winning a computer for the 
honor. Racer Cub Finey, the 
driver of  Sizzlin’ Squid, took first 
place for best overall sealife 
creature in his car that was made 
to resemble a squid. While speed 
is secondary to the creativity of 
the cars, participation and fun, 
Tyler Reid, driver of The Seal 
Bomber, took first for speed, 
followed by Tommie Willis in 
The Speed King and Marc 
Randrup in the Sea Monster. 
When asked about plans for next 

year’s race Wilson said, “We’d 
love to see more participation,” 
and suggested that high school 
classes team up with elementary 
school classes to work together 
on developing carts.
