
Petersburg’s municipal elec-
tion received the highest num-
ber of ballots this year in over 
a decade. A total of 1,280 bal-
lots were cast and canvassed, 
including one outstanding bal-
lot. It was the highest turnout 
since Petersburg voted to be-
come a borough in December 
2012, which saw just over a 
hundred more ballots than this 
year. 

There were a couple of con-
tested races for local office this 
year, namely for mayor and for 
Petersburg’s Borough Assem-
bly. 

It was Bob Martin’s first 
time running for an assembly 
seat. He was at moose camp 
near Cape Fanshaw when he 
heard he was elected. He said 
he felt relieved, but also sur-
prised that over 800 residents 
voted for him. 

“I just felt really, a really 
heavy responsibility, try to 
keep all those voters happy, 
the people that voted for me, 
and even the people that did-
n’t,” he said. “I really want to 
try to walk the line of keeping 
the most people happy with 
my decisions.” 

Martin said he wants to in-
volve the public more in the 
decision-making process. He 
hopes people continue to share 
ideas, especially when it comes 
to addressing housing needs in 
Petersburg. 

“At this point, there are no 
bad ideas. Let’s get them all 
out there, then we can sort 
through them,” he said. 

But right now, he said Pe-
tersburg’s finances are the top 
priority.  

“The most important thing, 
the very basic thing I need to 
work on, is the budget. We 
can’t do much of anything un-
less we get the budget figured 
out. And beyond that would be 
these things like housing and 
to keep funding the schools 
and stuff like that,” he said. 

“The budget doesn’t sound like 
an interesting issue, but that’s 
… probably issue number 
one.” 

Martin tried a digital cam-
paign this year; he hoped 
memes on social media would 
draw a younger crowd to the 
polling station. 

“We had heard that the 
younger people weren’t vot-
ing, and I don’t know if that 
made a difference at all, but at 
least we had some fun with 
that,” he said.  

Martin said he’s grateful for 
the voter turnout, and looks 
forward to learning and work-
ing with the assembly.  

Also elected to the assembly 
this year is Jeff Meucci. Meucci 
has prior experience serving on 
the assembly, and even spent a 
few years in the 90s as Peters-
burg’s mayor.  

“Now, the hard work comes 
… just trying to sort out how 
we’re gonna get through these 
tough times financially here,” 

he said. 
Meucci’s focus is on school 

funding, housing, the new hos-
pital project, tourism, the local 
commercial fishing fleet, as 
well as addressing food-condi-
tioned bears in town. He says 
those issues are important to 
the community, and it’s impor-
tant to him to listen. 

“Part of the thing about 
being on the assembly is you 
get the opportunity to talk to 
… a wide range of people in 
the community who honestly 
have different views on a lot of 
things,” Meucci said. “It’s im-
portant for me to understand 
what those views are … when 
I’m trying to make a tough de-
cision. So that’s the cool part 
about small town politics in 
Alaska. I just love it.” 

Meucci said the campaign 
was “intense,” but he feels 
ready to return to a seat at the 
dais and move forward. 

“People that weren’t maybe 
the most happy about … the 
elections, I want them to con-
tinue to reach out, and I’ll 
reach out to them,” said 
Meucci. “We’re all in this to-
gether, and local politics is so 
important to me that I really 
value the input from the com-
munity.” 

Petersburg also elected a 
new mayor this year. Bob Lynn 
is moving from his assembly 
seat to take on mayoral duties.  

“Slow and steady,” he said, 

“We’re going to keep moving 
forward.” 

Lynn expects challenges 
coming from the state and fed-
eral governments that Peters-
burg will need to work 
through locally.  

“I think this is going to be a 
trying time to keep … services 
moving forward and without, 
you know, big disruptions and 
that type of thing,” he said. 
“Going to take a little bit of in-
genuity here.” 

Lynn said he wants to fol-
low through on the commit-
ments he made in his 
campaign and continue mak-
ing progress, talking with rep-
resentatives in Washington 
D.C. and touching base with 
local organizations. 

“Anything I can do to keep 
it open, keep the dialog mov-
ing along,” he said. “There’s 
times when we need to make 
decisions, and there’s times 
when you just need to let 
things … ferment a little bit be-
fore you make a decision. And 
hopefully we can, all of us, can 
move in that direction.” 

The Petersburg Borough 
certified the election results at 
a special assembly meeting on 
Oct. 10, marking the official 
change in local office. 

As the meeting adjourned, 
longtime mayor Mark Jensen 
—who did not run for reelec-

tion after nearly two decades in 
local office— flashed a smile, 
held up the mayor’s gavel and 
turned toward Lynn. 

“Here you go, member 
Lynn,” Jensen said, echoed by 
light laughter in the Assembly 
Chambers. 

Jensen endorsed Lynn for 
the position during the cam-
paign. 

Lynn’s move to the mayor’s 
seat means there is a vacancy 
on the assembly. Four other va-
cant positions remain among 
the borough boards. Martin 
was chair of the Harbor and 
Ports Advisory board, and is 
vacating that position. Letters 
of intent to fill an open seat can 
be submitted to the borough 
clerk; each position is tempo-
rary, lasting until next year’s 
municipal election. Appoint-
ments will be made at the Nov. 
3 assembly meeting. 

Lynn, Meucci and Martin 
will swear into office at the 
next Petersburg Borough As-
sembly meeting on Oct. 20.  

Scott Newman’s assembly 
seat expired this year; he ran 
for mayor instead, but lost to 
Lynn. After the polls closed on 
election night, Newman told 
reporters that he had wanted to 
use the mayor’s position to ad-
vocate more actively for the 
community, and hopes Lynn 
will as well.  

Donna Marsh was the only 
incumbent in the assembly 
race, but was not reelected to 
her seat. Although disap-
pointed with the results, she 
said she has high hopes for the 
community. 

“It’s been a good run. I have 
appreciated the opportunity. 
It’s been very humbling,” she 
told KFSK before the canvass-
ing meeting. “It’s been a huge 
learning experience … And I 
am considering about submit-
ting a letter of interest for this 
open seat left vacant by assem-
bly member Lynn … I’m con-
sidering it. Beyond next year? 
Who’s to say?” 

The last outstanding ballot 
counted at the election can-
vassing cast a vote for New-
man and Marsh — as well as a 
no vote for Proposition 1. It 
didn’t change the outcome of 
the unofficial election results, 
but narrowed the margins even 
more, with the ballot measure 
officially passing by only eight 
votes.

Petersburg Pilot
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October 16, 1925 – There is 
just one reason for this paper 
being started – to sell news – 
news that is news, constructive 
news. The South Alaska 
Publishing Company, with 
papers in Ketchikan, Petersburg 
and Sitka, is organized to 
conduct an independent press – 
a press that will, without bias of 
fear or favor, no matter what its 
editorial opinion may be, print 
both sides of a story. Free 
speech has made the American 
nation a great country. Those 
intolerant of free speech and 
honest discussion of public 
issues, though they may call 
themselves good citizens, are 
today the greatest menace to 
this government. Confident that 
a majority of the citizens in this 
and other Alaska communities 
are right thinking and will 
support a strictly independent 
press, the South Alaska 
Publishing Company was 
organized. Hereafter it must 
carry its own message of ideals 
it hopes to attain.  

Mr. Fred B. Smith, head of 
the great Citizenship 
Movement said recently, 
“There is no more insidious 
thing in the situation 
throughout the nation today 
than the fact that members of 
the so-called well-to-do, 
respectable class of people who 
are leaders in lawlessness. I 
venture to say that if all the men 
and women, from Harford, 
Connecticut, to San Francisco, 
who  profess to be decent folks 
who are directors and officers 
of banks and big industries, and 
who are members of high-toned 
society clubs, would announce 
tomorrow that they were going 
to be honest, decent, law-
abiding citizens, 90 per cent of 
all bootleggers would be out of 
business before sundown. One 
who remembers history cannot 
but pause in solemn meditation 
here as memory brings back the 
fact that the great nations that 
have thrived and prospered for 
a while and then gone down 

were those that decayed at the 
top.” 

 
October 20, 1950 – The first 

meeting of the Business and 
Professional Women’s Club 
was a dinner meeting Tuesday 
at the Recreation. Charlotte 
Fleek, chairman of the 
legislative committee, read 
briefly from a handbook on 
Politics for Women, then 
presented her guest speaker, 
Mayor Ed Locken. Mr. Locken 
devoted almost his entire talk to 
a disclosure of the difficult 
financial status of our home 
town. He pointed out the 
monies taken in by one 
department that is self-
sustaining and showing a 
profit, do not go far when 
prorated over other town 
services which lose money. In a 
brief discussion following 
Mayor Locken’s disclosures, he 
went on record as favoring a 
city manager, if one can be 
found who is qualified and if 
the people of the town signify 
through a public referendum 
that they want a city manager to 
put the town’s quarter-million 
dollar business on a sound 
footing.  

 
October 17, 1975 – Nels 

Otness, a Petersburg grade and 
high school alumnus, was 

named Alaska’s Fisherman of 
the Year. To acquire the title of 
Alaska’s Fisherman of the Year 
in 1975 is quite a feat, especially 
after this year’s disastrous 
salmon fishing. But then, Nels 
isn’t just a salmon fisherman. 
He plugs away at fishing most 
of the year. He goes from 
harvesting herring to smelt to 
halibut to salmon. He is a true 
farmer of the sea. Wynken, 
Blynken and Nod may have 
sailed off in a wooden shoe on 
a river of crystal light and into 
a sea of dew, but that isn’t the 
way it is on the Seanna. True, 
the Seanna is wooden, but this 
ship is all prepared for every 
possible emergency and it is 
seldom that she sails off into a 
crystal light. More often, the 
seas whip across the deck and 
lash out with icy cold fingers. 
They bob like a cork and work 
with the roll of the ship year 
after year. Is it any wonder that 
fishermen have a feeling of 
oneness with each other? 
Congratulations, Nels Otness, 
Alaska’s Fisherman of the Year. 

 
October 19, 2000 – It was 

reported early Friday morning 
that the cannery break room at 
Icicle Seafoods had been broken 
into and that candy had been 
taken from the vending 
machine. According to 

Petersburg police captain Bruce 
Westre, the night watchman at 
PFI reported early Friday 
morning that the glass of the 
candy machine in the break 
room had been broken and 
candy had been taken from the 
machine. An investigation 
revealed that access was 
granted to the break room 
through a window, which had 
also been broken. The 
investigation also revealed that 
a table had been vandalized, 
leading police to believe that 
the crime was part of a Friday 
the 13th prank. The table was 
found to have written on it, 
“Jason was here!,” a possible 
reference to the horror film 
anthology “Friday the 13th.” 
The estimated value of the 
stolen candy, in addition to  the 

damage to the property and the 
candy machine, is estimated at 
about $400.
