
Burrell expressed her appreciation for the borough 
staff who “have bent over backwards to try to do 
everything imaginable” to help get this project afford-
able to develop, so the resulting lots can be affordable 
for working people in Petersburg to buy. 

“You’d go to the grocery store and hear somebody 
talk about how they have to move because there’s 
nowhere they can afford to live. Or you see the mom 
with the three kids that’s been looking for a place for 
six months and still doesn’t have a house,” she said.   

“It’s teachers, it’s nurses, it’s the cashiers for your 
groceries and bank tellers and all the people,” Burrell 
said. “When you’re looking at a half million-dollar 
house with a starting salary for a teacher here…” It 
makes Petersburg a hard place to move for work. 

Several of Burrell’s own employees have expressed 
a desire to buy and build on lots in the subdivision, 
adding just that much more motivation for the project. 
“If we want to keep good, hardworking guys, they 
need a place to live,” said Burrell. 

Burrell expects many of the lots will accommodate 
manufactured homes.  

In a significant development for potential buyers, 
Burrell said Skylark has been working with First Bank 
Alaska to help make first-time homebuyer loans pos-
sible for manufactured homes on individual lots. 

“God bless Rocio [Tejera] and 
the president of First Bank — 
every time they come here, they 
look at what we’re doing and it’s 
like, ‘Okay, let’s make this hap-
pen!’” 

Burrell also mentioned the lo-
cally milled lumber packages 
with existing house plans as an-
other way for buyers of these 
lots to lower the cost of building 
a home.  

To ensure the discounted 
land benefits local residents 
rather than outside investors, 
the borough’s sale agreement in-
cludes stringent conditions on 
Skylark’s future lot sales. Buyers 
must either be current Peters-
burg Borough residents or com-
mit to becoming residents 
within 90 days. Each person may 
purchase only one lot in the de-
velopment. 

Under the agreement, Sky-
lark must design, construct and 
install roads and utilities at its 
own expense. The company 
must also install the electric, 
water, sewer and storm drainage 
utilities.  

All improvements must be 
completed within six years of 
preliminary plat approval, and 
according to the sale agreement, 
if Skylark fails to meet these 
deadlines, it must pay the bor-
ough $132,800 — the difference 
between the discounted sale 
price and the 2025 assessed 
value. 

The timing of the work will 
depend on Skylark’s other busi-
ness demands. “If we don’t have 
a really busy year next year for 
Rock and Road, we can put in 
probably a whole road,” Burrell 
said. “If we’re half as busy as we 
have been, we’re going to have 
to do it in phases…” 

The assembly will still need 
to adopt a rezoning ordinance 
changing Government Lot 21 
from Open-Space-Recreation to 
Single-family Mobile Home, as 
one of the final steps in complet-
ing the deal.  

Despite the long road ahead, 
Burrell remains committed to 
seeing the project through. 

“Every time I’m wanting to 
throw in the towel, I go to the 
coffee shop and somebody’s 
like, ‘Hey, can you send us that 
website again?’” she said. “Peo-
ple already have their houses 
picked out … I can’t stop now.”

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October 30, 1925 – Local 
cannerymen are at a loss to 
explain the unprecedented run 
of cohoe salmon which is now 
being experienced in the creeks 
about Ketchikan. Natives who 
have lived in Ketchikan or 
Wards Cove for more than 27 
years declare that in their 
memory there has never been a 
run of cohoes in the creeks 
flowing into Ward Cove and 
Tongass Narrows. It was 
estimated this morning that 
there were more than 100,000 
bright cohoes attempting to go 
up stream and cannerymen and 
trap prospectors are attempting 
to determine where the cohoes 
are coming from. Today there 
are three gas boats cruising in 
the vicinity of Clarence Strait 
and Dixon’s Entrance observing 
the run and selecting potential 
trap sights. An occasional Cohoe 
has been found in the creeks 
about Ketchikan from time to 
time in the past and some years 
none were seen at all. Today, 
despite the swollen conditions of 
the creeks because of the rains, 
so many fish were trying to get 
up the streams that some were 
forced out on the rocks. 

 
October 27, 1950 – Tagged 

halibut were picked up this 
summer by Art Otness and Eric 
Fuglvog. A report just released 
by F. Howard Bell of the 
International Fisheries 
Commission to Dale H. Hirt, 
deputy collector of customs, 
gives interesting information 
about the two fish. Fuglvog’s 
fish was recovered May 15 
between Brothers and 
Turnabout Islands. It measured 
32 inches when recovered and 
had been 30 ¾ inches long when 
it was released on September 4, 
1949, 11 miles from Triple Island 
light. It had been 243 days. The 
halibut recovered by Art Otness 
on May 30 off Snipe Bay, Alaska, 
had been released 3,455 days 
before, on December 13, 1940. It 

measured 38 ⅞ inches when 
tagged but the correspondence 
from Bell does not tell us its size 
when released. It had been 
released 20 miles off North 
Cape.  

 
October 24, 1975 – Police 

plan to issue a warrant for at 
least one adult male in 
connection with the burglary at 
the Hobby Shop on October 15. 
This suspect, says police chief 
Robert Harrington, is not 
believed to be the same person 
who robbed the bakery of some 
$800 the same week. The bakery 
robbery is still under 

investigation, as police examine 
fingerprints found on a rear 
window thought to be the point 
of entrance. According to bakery 
manager Marie McCaffrey, 
footprints were noted in the 
flour on the floor in the rear of 
the shop the morning after the 
robbery, leading her to believe 
that the window had been 
cracked open the day before. 
“Whoever it was probably 
opened it up while we were 
cooling bread or something, as 
close as I can figure it.” Police 
are questioning suspects in that 
robbery. The burglary of the 
Hobby Shop and breaking of a 

large front display window 
involved approximately $300 in 
stolen merchandise, police said. 
Harrington said that more than 
one person seems involved in 
the Hobby Shop burglary and 
did not disclose the name of the 
person being charged, pending 
the serving of the warrant after 
Pilot presstime. 

 
November 2, 2000 – Since 

early September, the lot nestled 
in between Scandia House and 
Petersburg Insurance Center on 
Main Street has been 
transformed into a cultural 
center. Each day more and more 
slivers of wood are being 
chipped off a 40-foot log, 
transforming the piece into what 
will become the first totem ever 
erected in Petersburg. Carver 
Tommy Joseph of Sitka, along 
with his assistant, Fred Beltran, 
were commissioned by Haa 
Kuteeya Committee, a non-

profit group, to complete the 
project. When finished, two 
totems will be erected at a yet to 
be determined site in 
Petersburg. Members of Haa 
Kuteeya Committee say that the 
totems will help tell the story of 
their ancestor’s journey from 
Nass, Stikine and Taku Rivers 
and how they came to settle in 
Petersburg and other areas in 
Southeast. One totem will 
represent the Eagle Clan while 
the other will represent the 
Raven clan. All Tlingit society is 
organized in two reciprocating 
divisions of moieties – Eagle, or 
Shagukeidi, and Raven, 
Laayaneidi. Joseph said this 
week that they are still doing a 
lot of the rough carving on the 
Eagle totem and that at this 
point the progress is coming 
quickly. “You can see all but one 
figure in it.”
