
JUNEAU, Alaska (AP) — 
The rate of fatal airplane 
crashes in Alaska is higher than 
the national average, according 
to the National Transportation 
Safety Board. 

The NTSB has preliminary 

reports for 10 fatal plane wrecks 
in Alaska for the 2019 calendar 
year. The figure does not in-
clude an Oct. 17 crash in Un-
alaska, which does not yet have 
a federal report, The Juneau 
Empire reported Sunday. 

Alaska had nine fatal plane 
accidents last year, eight in 
2017, 12 in 2016, and 11 in 2015, 
the newspaper reported. 

The NTSB website indicates 
5.4% of the 221 fatal crashes in 
the U.S. in 2016 — the most re-

cent year listed — occurred in 
Alaska, which has about 2% of 
the national population. 

Alaska’s accident rate is 
higher than the rest of the coun-
try, said Tom George, Alaska 
Regional Manager for Aircraft 
Owners and Pilots Association, 
a national aviation advocacy or-
ganization. 

Conditions that explain the 
statistics include a lack of 
ground-based radio receivers to 
help pilots keep track of other 
aircraft via automatic depend-
ent surveillance-broadcast, a 
technology that helps prevent 
midair collisions such as the 
one that occurred May 13 near 
Ketchikan, George said. 

Other contributing condi-
tions include treacherous 
weather, the enormous size of 
the state and more landings and 
takeoffs occurring in harbors or 
rugged terrain, George said. 

“If I had to point to one 
thing, I would say the weather 
is the biggest contributing fac-
tor -- and that’s true back as far 
as I can remember,” Ketchikan 
Volunteer Rescue Service Presi-
dent Jerry Kiffer said. 

Weather was likely a factor 
in some of this year’s fatal 
events including the May 20 
wreck of a de Havilland Beaver 
floatplane that claimed two 
lives in Metlakatla Harbor, the 
NTSB said. 

“That Beaver was not the 
first one to go upside down in 
that water,” Kiffer said.

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November 14, 1919  Rasmus 
Enge, proprietor of the Variety 
Theatre, and one of Petersburg’s 
prosperous business men, has 
just completed the work of 
remodeling the theatre. Among 
the notable improvements are 
the comfortable chairs which 
have been installed on a raised 
floor and superimposed so that 
everyone is insured a good view 
of the screen. An excellent hot air 
heating plant has been installed 
and a stage suitable for amateur 
theatricals has been built in. The 
Variety is now one of the most 
comfortable and best appointed 
movie houses in southeastern 
Alaska 

November 3, 1944  Officers 
and delegates are already 
arriving for the first Salvation 
Army Congress ever held in 
Alaska, with more scheduled to 
arrive tonight and tomorrow inn 
preparation for meetings which 
will start on Saturday. Already 
arrived are Major and Mrs. Fred 
A. Dorin of Ketchikan, and 
Captain and Mrs. James 
Robertson of Anchorage. 
Commissioner William Barrett 
will arrive tomorrow. 

An interesting and inspiring 
program is planned for the four 
days of the Congress. Officers 
and delegates will hold morning 
and afternoon councils, and 
there will be opportunities for 
the public to meet these 
prominent visitors. There will be 
meetings, music, and speeches 
all around town. 

The four day program is not 
all work. On Monday afternoon 
a sightseeing trip to Fall Creek 
and the Fur Farm will be 
enjoyed, while on Monday 
evening a banquet honoring 
Commissioner Barrett and 
sponsored by the Salvation 
Army will be given at the Sons of 
Norway Hall. Approximately 70 
officers and delegates are 
expected to attend the Congress. 

November 5, 1969 Petersburg 
Chamber of Commerce 
members this week voted to 
push for installation of a state 

fish hatchery on Petersburg 
Creek. Harold Bergmann, who 
lives on Kupreanof Island, 
offered to donate the land for the 
installation. Voters last year 
approved $3 million for 
construction of a salmon 
hatchery.  Petersburg and Sitka 
are two of the communities 
vying for the location of the 
hatchery.  Until this week, 
Chamber officials have been 
supporting a Blind Slough 
location. Members voted to have 
the secretary write acting state 
Fish and Game Commissioner 
Wallace Noerenberg and ask the 
state to investigate the 
Petersburg Creek site. 

November 10, 1994 A new 
baler is hoped to solve the city’s 

solid waste problems, but it 
could bring with it a new 
dilemma; bears with no garbage 
to eat. When the city’s new 
garbage baler comes on line the 
city expects garbage dependent 
bears at the landfill to move 
toward residential areas, city 
manager Linda Snow said. The 
city’s intention is to work with 
the Alaska Department of Fish 
and Game on a local bear 
relocation program. Under a 
program similar to one in 
Ketchikan, any bears that can be 
captured during the duration of 
the program will be transported 
away from Petersburg at a cost of 
about $l,000. Bears who return 
after relocation will be 
destroyed, Snow said.
