
Businesses in Petersburg are 
feeling the impacts of global 
supply chain challenges brought 
on by the COVID-19 pandemic. 

The manufacturing of some 
goods is slowing down and 
shipments are being delayed or 
canceled altogether, leading to 
shortages and stores guessing 
when to order more products. 

“It comes down to two main 
things: the labor shortage and 
the lack of resources,” Hammer 
& Wikan General Manager Jim 
Floyd said. 

While the company could 
previously rely on 80 to 90 per-
cent of orders coming through, 
now they are unsure of how 
much will be delivered as prices 
go up and container ships 
loaded with Christmas goods sit 
parked offshore. 

Floyd said one contributing 
factor to shortages are worker 
strikes such as at Nabisco and 
Kelloggs which have affected 
products such as cookies, crack-
ers, and cereal. 

While those strikes are hap-
pening far away, Floyd says 
other states are having to make 
up for the shortfall, creating 
shortages on the supply chain. 

Oscar Meyer, which pro-
duces hot dogs, condiments, and 
Lunchables, is shipping at 50% 
and Gatorade and Coca-Cola are 
narrowing their production to 
only their most popular flavors 
according to Floyd, and though 
Hammer & Wikan is independ-
ent, allowing them to buy prod-
ucts from other distributors, 
they are having to jump through 
hoops to get goods in. 

The labor shortage has 
caused costs to go up tremen-
dously according to Floyd, who 

said the demand for higher 
wages by workers is causing an 
employee’s market in a similar 
way to a buyer’s market in real 
estate as many jobs are available. 

“All this can be explained by 
the shortage of labor because 
you need people to dig the raw 
materials, you need people to 
deliver the stuff off the ships, 
you need people to produce the 
products, people to ship it.” 

The Trading Union has also 
seen issues with manufactured 
goods such as furniture, elec-
tronics, and seasonal items ac-
cording to General Manger 
Barry Morrison. 

“Products and brands still are 
struggling because there’s usu-
ally, a few, quite a few items we 
can’t get every week,” Morrison 
said. “Sometimes they’re avail-
able, sometimes they’re not, it 
really just depends week to 
week.” 

Though they have lots of 
products, Morrison is not sure 
when or if the seasonal goods 
they ordered earlier in the year 
will arrive such as cranberry 
sauce and pumpkin cans due to 
the shortages. 

Morrison said they have been 
waiting on an order for couches, 
chairs, and other standard furni-
ture for a year and that they are 
struggling to get furniture be-
cause shipping companies are 
not shipping anything less than 
container loads. 

Though Morrison believes 
things will start resolving within 
a year, he said they will need to 

News from 25-50-75-100 years ago 
November 11, 1921  The 

laboratory equipment for 
instruction of the classes in 
general science in the 
Petersburg School and which 
was ordered several weeks 
before the opening of the 
present school term arrived on 
the last trip of the Spokane and 
is now installed in the school. 
The equipment costs about $200 
and is most helpful in teaching 
this course. Baramoters, fine 
scales, test tubes, and hundreds 
of other articles used in 
experimental work are included 
in the equipment and general 
science has now become one of 
the most popular of the courses 
in the school.  

November 8, 1946  Earl N. 
Ohmer, president of the 
Petersburg Chamber of 
Commerce, reported that on his 
recent trip to Juneau he met 
with Charles Smith, 
representative of the Juneau 
Merchants’ Association and was 
informed much headway has 
been made on opening a new 
trade route with the States. 
Briggs Steamship company is 
planning to put into operation 
on Dec. 1 a 250-ton power barge 
equipped with refrigeration so 
it will be able to handle meat 
and perishables as well as 
regular cargo. The boat will 
operate between Prince Rupert 
and Southeastern Alaska ports. 
There seemed to be plenty of 
food in Juneau, Ohmer reported 
but shelves of stores other than 
food stores were bare. It seems 
to be the consensus of opinion 
that if this strike continues the 
Territory is due for a bad slump.  

November 11, 1971   Chuck 
Welling, economist with the US 
Army Corps of Engineers 
participated in an informal 
hearing at the City Council 
Chambers with other members 
of the Corps staff. The Corps 
will determine whether either 
Dry Strait or Wrangell Narrows 
improvements are feasible. 
Welling disclosed that economic 

returns from both the Dry Strait 
and Wrangell Narrows projects 
would be slight compared with 
returns from the freight tonnage 
moved north across the Gulf of 
Alaska. “I expect,” said Welling 
with a smile, “that Wrangell will 
convince us that Wrangell 
Narrows improvement is 
unacceptable just as Petersburg 
has shown us that Dry Strait 
dredging is not feasible.” 
Welling concluded that his 
group probably would return to 
Anchorage and recommend 
that both projects be 
abandoned.  

November 7, 1996  In 
something of a surprise, a 

former Petersburg man and the 
owner of a Washington lumber 
mill has indicated a renewed 
willingness to relocate his firm 
here. That announcement came 
Monday from Petersburg 
resident Jim Whitethorn while 
presented with news that John 
Glenn of Glenn Custom Milling 
has reconsidered moving to 
Petersburg. Glenn apparently 
has made no formal proposal to 
the city. Whitethorn said Glenn 
asked him to seek a 
commitment from the city and 
the community for land to 
build housing for new families 
that would come here with the 
mill.
