
A Petersburg Pilot editorial 
that was printed in July 2018 
earned an Honorable Mention 
award in the National News-
paper Association Better 
Newspaper Editorial Contest. 
Pilot co-publisher Ron Loesch 
accepted the award at the 
NNA annual meeting in Mil-
waukee, Wisconsin last month. 

The editorial was written in 
response to a letter to the edi-
tor that criticized the police 
chief who took his sons on a 
successful bear hunting trip. 
Both shot their first bears, pho-

tos of which appeared in the 
Petersburg Pilot. The writer re-
ferred to the photos as “Dead 
bear pornography.” 

The entry competed against 
both daily and non-daily sub-
missions from newspapers 
with circulation of 3,000 or 
less. 

Earlier this year staff mem-
bers and freelance photogra-
phers at the Wrangell Sentinel 
and Petersburg Pilot brought 
home 10 awards presented by 
the Alaska Press Club. 
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November 21, 1919 The Red 
Cross Roll Call for the 1920 
memberships is now under 
way in Petersburg under the 
direction of J. W. Maakesad, 
membership chairman of the 
local committee. Subscription 
lists have been placed at 
various places and the girls of 
the High School are canvassing 
the town. The roll call is for the 
purpose of having the members 
renew their memberships for 
the year 1920. It is not a 
campaign to raise money, but is 
merely one to keep the 
membership up. Every true 
American, whether by birth or 
adoption, should subscribe one 
dollar and remain a member of 
this great charity and relief 
organization. 

November 17, 1944  
Scheduled for a formal opening 
on Saturday is the new general 
merchandise store, Wasvick and 
Torwick Co., which occupies 
the space in which the C. E. 
Swanson store formerly was 
located. Both the owners of the 
new store are well and 
favorably known here, and both 
have had considerable 
experience in the 
merchandising field. 

Roy Torwick was manager of 
a general store at Port 
Alexander for five years and 
was employed here in the C E. 
Swanson store. Arnold 
“Swede” Wasvick has recently 
owned and operated the 
Pastime Cafe, and before that 
was employed in grocery stores 
in Petersburg. 

Among the well-known lines 
of merchandise they will handle 

are West Coast Grocery 
products, which include the 
familiar Amocat brand of 
canned goods, and 
Consolidated Dories products. 

November 12, 1969  U.S. 
Forest Service has requested a 
Department of the Army 
permit to reconstruct a log 
dump and rafting ground at a 
revised location and alignment 
in Wrangell Narrows at Papke 
landing, 14 miles south of here. 
Interested parties can submit in 
writing comments or objections 
to the proposed work. The 
determination as to whether a 
permit will be issued will be 
based on an evaluation of all 
relevant factors including the 
effect of the logging facility on 
navigation, fish and wildlife, 

conservation, pollution, and 
the general public interest, the 
corps said. 

November 17, 1994  This 
month the hospital is 
celebrating the 10-year 
anniversary of the completion 
of its main wing. It’s also 
dedicating the recently 
completed Joy Janssen Clinic. 
The 10-year-old wing greatly 
modernized the hospital and 
after years in cramped 
quarters, the clinic offers ample 
space for treating out-patients. 
The hospital runs with the help 
of 60 employees. The long term 
care wing typically runs from 
80-90 percent capacity. And 60-
65 infants are born a 
Petersburg Medical Center 
each year.
