
Three new cases of COVID-
19 have been reported in town 
since last week’s COVID-19 
community update, according 
to joint press releases between 
the Petersburg Borough and 
Petersburg Medical Center.  

The first two cases were 
identified on the morning of 
Nov. 14. One positive case was 
confirmed to be a local resi-
dent who is traveling out of 
state, according to a joint press 
release. The individual is iso-
lated at their destination and 
will remain there until they 
have recovered. The person 
was not in Petersburg during 
their infectious period, accord-
ing to the joint press release.  

The second case reported 
Saturday morning was related 
to interstate travel. The indi-
vidual tested at the airport 
upon arriving back to Peters-
burg was later identified as 
being positive for COVID-19. 
The person is in isolation and 
a contact investigation has 
begun, according to a joint 
press release.  

Then on Saturday after-
noon, a third case of COVID-
19 was confirmed. The 
individual who tested positive 
for the virus is visiting Peters-
burg from another part of the 
state, but did not test for the 
virus upon arriving in Peters-
burg as they were not sympto-
matic, according to a joint 
press release. The person was 
later tested for COVID-19 after 
learning a family member had 
recently tested positive for the 

virus, according to a joint 
press release. The individual is 
also in isolation and contract 
tracing has begun.  

Gov. Mike Dunleavy issued 
a message to Alaskans on Nov. 
12 asking for their help with 
suppressing the uptick in pos-
itive COVID-19 cases through 
the end of November, which 
Incident Commander Karl 
Hagerman was in support of 
at the COVID-19 community 
update on Nov. 13.  

A 30 day disaster declara-
tion took effect 
on Nov. 16. 
Dunleavy is 
asking all state 
employees to 
work from 
home when 
possible and is 
requiring em-
ployees and 
visitors at state 
worksites to 
stay six feet 
apart and wear 
a face covering. Dunleavy also 
asked Alaskans to consider 
celebrating the upcoming hol-
idays differently this year to 
prevent the spread of COVID-
19. 

Hagerman noted that Pe-
tersburg has been able to 
avoid a large-scale outbreak of 
the virus but reminded the 
community that COVID-19 
cases continue to rise through-
out the state.  

“The fact that cases are 
ramping up in other commu-
nities not far away from us 
could mean it’s right around 
the corner for us as well,” said 
Hagerman.  

Petersburg Medical Center 
Infection Prevention and 
Quality Manager Liz Bacom 
said the Centers for Disease 
Control and Infection has re-
leased new information that 
reveals face covers can pro-
vide some protection to the 
person wearing the mask. The 
CDC had originally stated that 
face coverings help prevent 
the wearer from spreading 
COVID-19 to those around 
them and did not protect the 
wearer from becoming in-

fected with 
the virus. 
Bacom said 
the level of 
p ro t e c t i o n 
that face 
c o v e r i n g s 
offer the 
wearer de-
pend on the 
weave of the 
fabric used 
for the 
masks.  

Hagerman and PMC CEO 
Phil Hofstetter both clarified 
to the public that the funding 
the borough and hospital re-
ceives in COVID-19 related re-
lief is not stipulated on 
whether or not the two entities 
support or enforce a masking 
mandate. 

As of Wednesday, PMC has 
collected 5,562 test samples to 
be tested for COVID-19 onsite 
or at outside laboratories. Of 
those test samples collected, 
about 5,449 have returned 
negative and 81 are still pend-
ing. According to the borough, 
there are currently three local 
active cases of COVID-19. 

PMC Director of Nursing 
Jennifer Bryner said COVID-
19 vaccines could be ready to 
be distributed in December, 
but they need to be stored in 
an ultra cold storage facility. 
Once the vaccines leave the 
cold storage facility, they will 
have to be administered 
within five days; as a result, 
the vaccines will likely be 
stored at the state level, she 
said.  

Petersburg School District 
Superintendent Erica Kludt-
Painter said she had spoken to 
other school districts around 
the state who have begun 
switching to distance learning. 
Due to Petersburg’s low 
COVID-19 case count, PSD can 
continue to hold classes in per-
son.  

“Talking to other districts, 
we are in a very enviable posi-
tion,” said Kludt-Painter at the 
COVID-19 community update 
on Nov. 13. “Everything we do 
at this point is to keep us here 
in person.” 

Within the school district, 
Kludt-Painter said students 
from sixth grade through 12th 
grade are required to wear 
face coverings throughout the 
day with some breaks. At the 
elementary school, students 
have a little more leeway, but 
are still required to mask.  

Applications for the second 
round of economic support 
grants for local businesses will 
be accepted until 4:30 P.M. on 
Nov. 20, said Community & 
Economic Development Direc-
tor Liz Cabrera at the COVID-

19 community update on Fri-
day, Nov. 13.

$500 borough utility credit.
