
Jim Floyd, 52, assumes the 
general manager position at 
Hammer and Wikan this week. 

Most recently Floyd man-
aged the Fred Meyer store in 
Juneau. He was there from 
2015 until October of this year 
and took the store through a 
remodel during his first year. 
Later, he navigated the store 
through a 25% increase in busi-
ness after Walmart closed their 
store. 

While in Medford, Oregon 

to move his mother-in-law into 
a retirement community, he 
heard about the Hammer and 
Wikan opportunity. 

Floyd said the store re-
ceived over 1,200 applications 
for the position, and following 
the interview process along 
with a visit to Petersburg, he 
was offered the job. 

He purchased the historic 
Buschmann home owned by 
Greg Katason during his Pe-
tersburg visit.  

Floyd hopes to have his 
wife Maureen and 4-year-old 
granddaughter Rose join him 

in January after the house deal 
closes. Floyd said people will 
know when she’s arrived 
when the bright red Jeep he 
bought her shows up in town. 
Both the Jeep and their Norwe-
gian Elk Hound Springer 
Spaniel mix were acquired in 
Juneau. 

Floyd said he is a strong 
people person and said he will 
manage the store from the per-
spective of its customers.  

“I maintain an open rela-
tionship with customers,” he 
said.  

He’s willing to explain pric-
ing, product availability and 
similar concerns with cus-
tomers. When something is out 
of stock, a sign will be posted 
to explain its absence, Floyd 
added. 

Floyd replaces John Mason 

who held the manager’s posi-
tion since 2015 through Sep-
tember of this year. 
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November 28, 1919 The 

attention of residents of 
Petersburg and vicinity is 
called to the law passed by the 
Territorial Legislature in 1913 
requiring that birth and death 
certificates shall be filed with 
the U. S. Commissioner 
immediately following the 
birth of a child, or the death of 
anyone. Blank forms may be 
secured from the 
Commissioner and filled out. 
No charge either for the form, 
or for the filing is made, the 
expense being carried by the 
Territory, but it must be done. 
This law makes no distinction 
between births and whether 
children are legitimate or not, 
this certificate must be filed. 

November 24, 1944 At the 
meeting of the Town Council 
last Monday evening, the 
Council members voted to 
make an addition to the 
present water system. There 
has been a continued shortage 
of water on the hill for the past 
several years. It was felt that 
by extending the present 
system it would provide 
ample supply, and conform to 
the recommendations of the 
engineer who was here earlier 
in the year. The tank and the 10 
inch main have been ordered 
and it is expected that the 
work will start within sixty 
days. 

November 19, 1969  A 
single-engined float plane sank 
at the old Alaska Coastal float 
in Wrangell Narrows Tuesday 
morning. Crews of two fishing 
boats and workers from Viking 

Airways and Lon’s Flying 
Service worked two and a half 
hours to raise the partially-
submerged craft.   

The plane - a Cessna 185 
owned by Buzz Kyllonen of 
Adventures Unlimited in 
Ketchikan had moored at the 
Coastal hangar.  It apparently 
became overloaded with snow, 
forcing it to tip to the rear and 
take water into its floats.  The 
fishing boats Curlew and Siren 
assisted raising the craft as did 
Mark Anderson. 

November 17, 1994  Local 
marine hardware retailers will 
be facing new competition this 
coming year. Murray-Pacific, a 

Washington based corporation, 
is preparing to open a store in 
Petersburg in time to supply 
commercial fishermen for the 
1995 season. After a year-long 
search for retail space, Murray-
Pacific plans to lease retail 
space in town, according to 
Doug Krueger, general 
manager for Murray-Pacific’s 
Alaska Division. According to 
Krueger, the company’s 
biggest competitors will be in 
Seattle and Bellingham. He 
noted that Murray-Pacific will 
be an alternative to those 
fishermen who have their 
supplies barged up to 
Petersburg from the lower 48.
