
The borough assembly vote 
unanimously not to pass an or-
dinance that would clarify lan-
guage in the Marine Passenger 
Fee at an assembly meeting on 
Monday. 

“At this point, I’d like to just 
kind of see it go away,” said as-
sembly member Jeff Meucci. 
“Right now we have a sales tax 
ordinance in place, we have the 
Marine Passenger Fee in place. 
The Marine Passenger Fee goes 
into effect in 2019. It just seems 
like at one time or another we 
just get caught up in the minute 
details of this ordinance that 
we don’t know how it’s all 
going to play out until we see 
some visitors coming in.” 

Ordinance #2018-19 would 
have clarified that Marine Pas-
senger Ship Cruise ticket con-
tracts that are subject to 
Petersburg Borough’s Marine 
Passenger Fee are not subject to 
local sales tax. A vote on the or-
dinance had been postponed 
twice prior to Monday’s deci-
sion.  

Meucci said he wanted to 
see how the Marine Passenger 
Fee would be received during 
its first year. If there is push-
back from the community or 
visitor industry, then the bor-
ough can address it at that 
time.

Borough assembly blocks ordinance 
to clarify Marine Passenger fee

At the recommendation of Harbor-
master Glo Wollen, the borough assem-
bly awarded Tamico, Inc. a bid amount 
not to exceed $188,500 for the demoli-
tion and the reconstruction of the tim-
ber dock adjacent to the Harbor Office. 

The base bid is $187,500 and includes 
the demolition and reconstruction of 
the dock. Materials for the dock will be 
made up of recycled construction mate-
rial furnished by the borough’s harbor 
department and new material furnished 
by Tamico, Inc. An additive alternate of 
$1,000 may be added to splice addi-
tional pipe pile onto pipe pile that is al-
ready covered in the base bid. An 
additive alternate is an amount that 
could be added to the base bid should 
additional work be required. 

The harbor department had bud-
geted funds to cover both the base bid 
and the additive alternate bids for the 
project in the fiscal year 2019 budget 
under capital outlays, according to 
Wollen in an email to borough manager 
Stephen Geisbrecht. 

Four contractors had submitted bids, 
with Tamico, Inc., which is based in Pe-
tersburg, being the lowest. Pintail En-
terprises, Inc, which is also located in 
Petersburg, submitted a base bid of 
$210,000 and an additive alternate of 
$2,500. The other two bidders are lo-
cated in Ketchikan. Pool Engineering, 
Inc. placed a base bid of $235,500, with 

an additive alternate of $2,600. Western 
Dock & Bridge, Inc. submitted a base 
bid of $448,200 and an additive alter-

nate of $5,000. 
An engineer with Harai & Associ-

ates, Inc., are consulting civil engineers 

and land surveyors, estimated the pro-
ject’s base bid to be $286,800, with an 
additive alternate of $1,600.

ANCHORAGE, Alaska (AP) 
— Federal regulators are prepar-
ing an environmental review for 
a possible offshore lease sale in 
Alaska’s Beaufort Sea and envi-
ronmental groups are calling 
foul. 

The legality of Arctic Ocean 
offshore lease sales is the subject 
of a federal lawsuit. Environ-
mental groups say it’s irrespon-
sible to plan lease sales ahead of 
a ruling. 

“Rather than moving ahead 
with expending large amounts of 
governmental resources for 

analyses and holding public 
hearings for a lease sale the court 
may decide is illegal, the Trump 
Administration should wait for 
the court’s decision,” said Lois 
Epstein, Arctic program director 
for The Wilderness Society, in a 
prepared statement. 

The Bureau of Ocean Energy 
Management announced Thurs-
day it would prepare the envi-
ronmental review in support of a 
potential oil and gas lease sale in 
the Beaufort Sea next year. The 
review would analyze potential 
effects of leasing, exploration, de-

velopment and production. A 30-
day public comment period runs 
through Dec. 17. 

The agency scheduled public 
hearings in three Arctic coast 
communities followed by a hear-
ing Dec.6 in Anchorage. 

“We especially need to hear 
from residents of the Beaufort 
Sea communities, letting us 
know how the proposed leasing 
area is currently being used and 
what specific areas need extra at-
tention,” said James Kendall, 
BOEM’s Alaska region director. 

The agency said the proceed-

ings do not mean a final decision 
to hold a lease sale has been 
made. 

The environmental review 
process is kicking in before the 
administration has completed a 
new national five-year leasing 
program, circumventing an es-
tablished public process for off-
shore development, Oceana 
officials said Friday. 

“Despite the risks of offshore 
drilling, it appears as though 
President Trump is charging 
ahead and that the decision to 
offer leases for 65 million acres of 
the Beaufort Sea has already 
been made, with no regard for 
the dangers or the established 
public process,” said Diane 
Hoskins, Oceana’s campaign di-
rector. 

Former President Barack 
Obama used executive orders to 
ban drilling in most U.S. Arctic 
waters. President Donald Trump 
in April 2017 signed his own ex-
ecutive order reversing the bans. 

Environmental groups sued, 
claiming Trump exceeded his 
power by reversing the ban on 
offshore drilling in the Arctic as 
well as dozens of underwater 
canyons in the Atlantic Ocean. 

The case was argued Nov. 9 in 
Anchorage. The lawsuit con-
tends Congress has authorized 
presidents to halt drilling in un-
leased lands of the outer conti-
nental shelf but does not allow 
them to reopen areas. 

Acting Assistant U.S. Attor-
ney General Jeffrey Wood said 
the law was meant to be flexible. 

He said it was not intended to 
bind one president with deci-
sions made by the previous one 
when determining offshore 
stewardship. 

U.S. District Judge Sharon 
Gleason took the case under ad-
visement. 

Groups protest plans for possible lease sale in Beaufort sea
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November 22, 1918  The 
outbreak of Spanish Influenza in 
Petersburg is practically under 
control. No new cases have been 
reported to the health board for the 
past several days and it is thought 
there will be no more. The doctors 
report that at least 800 cases 
developed here, without a single 
death, with the exception of five 
natives and a white man who was 
brought from an outside point too 
far gone to be saved. A quarantine 
station has been established in one 
of the houses on the prairie where 
five natives have been 
quarantined. These cases are being 
cared for by the health board. It is 
expected that if no new cases 
break out before tomorrow the 
quarantine on the town will be 
lifted.      

No papers were published 
this week in 1943. 

November 20, 1968  For the 
time being a shack will be the 
terminal building at Petersburg’s 
new airstrip. It was rented from 
Lon Marifern until something can 
be done about building a new one. 
It is planned to tile the floor on the 
one-room structure and to get 
some heat into it, said City 
Manager John Mawson. Other 
details will have to wait for a 
decision by the City Council 
Airport Committee. Meanwhile 
the colder weather has caused 
some consternation about the care 
of the outhouses. Chief Sanitation 
Officer Bob Doyle complained 
that he had some “frozen assets” 
on his hands and was looking for 
a way to liquidate. It was expected 
that the outhouses, now located 
several hundred feet away from 
the temporary terminal, will be 

moved to the rear of the building 
for easier access by travelers.   

November 18, 1993  Parking 
for about 75 cars behind the 
community gym is being eyed by 
the Petersburg Public School 
District. It would almost triple 
current off-street parking for the 
school and gym complex, but 
officials aren’t sure  yet how much 

it would cost. Hopefully, the 
project can get under way in time 
to tie into the Wrangell Avenue 
improvements. “When they take 
the fill out of Wrangell Avenue, 
we want to be ready to receive it,” 
said School Superintendent Mary 
Francis. She also said an estimated 
cost a few years ago was set at 
$300,000.
