
The Petersburg Emergency 
Operations Center confirmed 
four new cases of COVID-19 
have been identified in Peters-
burg, according to three joint 
press releases between the Pe-
tersburg Borough and the Pe-
tersburg Medical Center. One 
case was confirmed on Friday, 
one on Saturday and two on 
Sunday. 

An Alaska resident recently 
traveled to Petersburg and was 
later deemed a close contact of a 
positive case identified on Nov. 

14, according to one of the press 
releases. The individual later 
tested positive for COVID-19 on 
Friday, Nov. 20, and is in isola-
tion with other members of their 
travel group. 

A Petersburg resident had 
been out of town for an ex-
tended period of time and 
tested positive for COVID-19 on 
Saturday, Nov. 21, according to 

another joint press release. The 
positive case was identified 
through Alaska’s intrastate 
travel testing program. The per-
son is currently in isolation out-
side of Petersburg and won’t 
return to town until they have 
been cleared by public health of-
ficials.  

Two more positive cases of 
COVID-19 were identified in 
Petersburg on Sunday, Nov. 22. 
The two individuals are Alaska 
residents who came to town as 
a group and were close contacts 
to the intrastate traveler that 
tested positive for the virus on 
Friday, according to a third joint 

press release. The group contin-
ues to isolate themself in a con-
gregate setting in town.  

Incident Commander Karl 
Hagerman asked the public at 
the COVID-19 community up-
date on Nov. 20 to practice pre-
vention protocols during 
Thanksgiving weekend to pre-
vent any possible spread of the 
virus. 

He suggested families cele-
brate the holiday within their 
own households and not invite 
anyone over who isn’t a part of 
their pod, or bubble. Families 
can instead make to-go plates 
for anyone else they wish to cel-
ebrate with and dine virtually 
over Zoom or FaceTime.  

Families and friends could 
also meet outdoors and go for a 
hike or do another recreational 
activity together.  

If people from different 
households and pods do end up 
dining indoors together, they 
should distance themselves and 
wear a mask when not eating. 

Hagerman also recommended 
people not serve themselves 
from the same dish buffet-style. 
Households should also keep 
sanitation wipes nearby.  

Hagerman encouraged fami-
lies who are expecting visitors 
from out of town, such as col-
lege students, to create a quar-
antine plan within their house 
while the person is waiting for 

the test results of a COVID-19 
test.  

“There is worry about people 
coming back to town and con-
gregating with others,” said 
Hagerman. “There’s a potential 
for spread for sure.” 

Petersburg Medical Center 
reported Tuesday that 5,716 test 
samples have been collected to 
be tested for COVID-19 onsite or 
at outside laboratories. Of those 
test samples collected, about 
5,553 have returned negative 
and 130 are still pending. There 
are currently six active case of 
COVID-19 in the community, 
according to the Petersburg Bor-
ough.  

PMC Infection Prevention 
and Quality Manager Liz 
Bacom spoke about the effec-
tiveness of face coverings at the 
COVID-19 community update 
on Friday. In response to a com-
ment about people being able to 
blow out a match while wearing 
certain masks, Bacom said face 
coverings minimize the spread 
of the virus and don’t eliminate 
the spread. By recommending 
the public wear face coverings, 
health care officials are trying to 
protect the community with 
every tool available to them. 
Distance is the best strategy to 
prevent the spread of COVID-
19, she said. 

According to Community & 
Economic Development Direc-
tor Liz Cabrera, the state is still 
reviewing applications for its 
Alaska CARES program. She 
said as of Sept. 3, the program 
had been maxed out, but the 
state continued to take applica-
tions for the following two 
weeks. There is enough funding 
available for those that submit-

ted applications prior to Sept. 3, 
but any applications accepted 
after that date are still pending.
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November 26, 1920 Much 
has been said in Petersburg and 
along the entire Alaskan coast 
relative to the oil supply for 
boats and the withdrawal of 
distillate from the market. The 
whole Pacific Coast is 
undergoing an industrial 
transformation with exceeding 
rapidity. The day is not far 
distant when the railroads in 
the west must be electrified. 
Additional power will be 
manufactured by the new 
hydro-electric plants. With the 
reduction in supply of oil and 
increase in demand, there is 
nothing which can prevent a 
constant increase in cost to the 
consumer. 

 
November 23, 1945 

Councilmen could not agree at 
the meeting of the town council 
on Wednesday on the best site 
to place the new hospital and 
they have decided to put the 
decision up to the citizens of 
Petersburg by a vote. The new 
hospital could be built on the 
present site, or site #2 is Block 
90 commonly known as the 
“ball park,” or Block 202 in the 
Buschmann addition east of the 
Ole Rosvold residence. Ballots 

will be found elsewhere in the 
Press of November 23 and 30. 

 
November 25, 1970  Work is 

nearing completion on 
Petersburg’s new small boat 
harbor facility. The facility 
should be open for public use 
early in December. The division 
of Waters and Harbors awarded 
two contracts totaling 
approximately $500,000 for the 
job, which will nearly double 
the capacity of Petersburg’s 
harbor. The new floats — being 
constructed south of Whitney-
Fidalgo, are made of concrete 
pontoons. The pontoons are 
filled with expanded foam and 
thus are immune to sinking, if 
punctured. 

 
November 23, 1995 This 

year’s 17-day red king crab 
fishery will end up pumping as 
much as $1.9 million through 
Petersburg’s economy as 
fishermen and processing plant 
workers spend their earnings. 
The fishery was halted two 
days early after crabbers caught 
319,000 pounds, or 19,000 
pounds over this year’s quota, 
according to the state 
Department of Fish and Game. 
Some of the money that 
fishermen and plant workers 
make is spent at local stores, 
and some of that is spent locally 
again and again before it leaves 
town economists agree.
