
“Just like what the airplanes 
do,” Reid said. “Boeing, 
Airbus—they do the same 
thing. You just don’t need all 
that metal volume.” 

Reid’s boats feature flat 
bows rather than pointed 
noses, aiming for maximum 
utility. 

“A lot of guys will go get a 
pointy nose boat and then 
have to have a fabricator add 
bull bars so you can load your 
quad or do anything,” Reid 
said. “The last three feet of 
those boats is complete waste. 
I want guys to load their four-
wheelers, load their lumber 
supply, go gill netting with it, 
subsistence gill netting. I’m 
trying to think of every 
possible avenue for this sled.” 

The boats include plastic 
guards for rolling nets, 
composite deck boards that 
won’t absorb water, tie-down 
points for fuel tanks, and a 
bow deck big enough for 
Reid’s size-13 boot. 

The boat sled currently 
being built in the shop is for a 
steelhead guide who plans to 
use the boat on the Bradfield 
River. Reid is installing a 115-
horsepower outboard jet, 
which should push the 17-
footer to 37-38 miles per 
hour—about five to six miles 
per hour faster than 
comparable competition. 

The 17-foot models 
completed in the past few 
years have sold for under 

$22,000, and 18.5-footers for 
around $23,000. However the 
costs of Reid’s materials have 
sharply increased this year, so 

he acknowledges there will 
have to be a price adjustment 
going forward.  

 
 

An opportunity for trades 
education 

Reid says he is preparing to 
contact every high school shop 
teacher in Alaska with a 
proposal: Use his boat kits to 
teach welding and fabrication. 

“What do you think about 
providing these kits to all the 
high school shop programs for 
them to build?” Reid describes 
how his assistant had no prior 
boat building experience, but 
“he loves it because he’s seeing 
progress.”   

Reid sees how, for a young 
person learning the trades, it 
could be pretty inspiring to 
take part in assembling one of 
his kits. “If they can see a side 
sheet go on, they can see 
progress made throughout the 
day or a week.” 

He contrasts this with 
existing shop boat projects, 
where students spend months 
cutting and fitting materials, 
often wasting aluminum and 
grinding back imperfect 
welds. Good practice for sure, 
but there could be something 
engaging and relevant to 
modern manufacturing 
methods with these kits. 

“I know my quick kit would 
be twice as expensive as what 
it would take them to order 
aluminum, but it’s a huge time 
saver and they’re actually able 
to make tangible progress,” 
Reid said. 

“No one’s hand-cutting in 
the real world,” he said. 
“That’s how it’s going to be. 
This is more practical as a skill-
building thing and it’s more 
realistic.” 

Reid believes Alaska faces a 
dangerous shortage of 
tradespeople — plumbers, 
welders, electricians, diesel 
mechanics. 

“[Tradespeople] have a 
hard time finding help,” he 

said. “This could be really 
tough in 10 years.”  

Reid thinks students being 
able to click one of his 
awesome boats together pretty 
quickly could be an inspiring 
experience that he hopes 
might help pull more students 
into welding and fabricating. 

 
Room to grow 

This calendar year, Reid 
built six boats, including spec 
builds of landing craft and 
other custom projects. Next 
year he aiming for 12 of his jet 
sled models. 

“After 12, I would not be 
able to handle it by myself,” he 
said. He’s been training an 
assistant and has connected 
with another builder in the 
Anchorage area who is also 
assembling kits and taking 
orders. 

The long-term vision is 
more ambitious: Build a 
dedicated facility, hire two 
full-time fabricators, and scale 
to 24-48 boats per year. 

“We want to expand and 
get into dealerships,” Reid 
said. “I want to make a 
production boat. I want to sell 
to dealers around the state and 
give Alaskans what they’ve 
been wanting for a long  
time.” 

The motivation is partly 
economic but also 
philosophical. Reid bristles at 
Alaska’s dependence on boats 
designed and built for Pacific 
Northwest rivers. 

“I’m a jet boater first and a 
builder second. But I was able 
to take 20 years of knowledge 
and stuff it into this boat,” said 
Reid.  

“The point is to make the 
best multi-purpose boat for the 
rivers there is,” he said. 
“That’s my goal. That’s why I 
decided to start doing this.”

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December 4, 1925 – Governor 
George A. Parks, who passed 
through on the Watson from 
Ketchikan to Juneau, told 
Petersburg residents that one of 
the very largest government 
dredges would be employed in 
the work of dredging the 
Narrows here.

Alaska demands Stellar Sea Lion 
Recount, Environmentalists to 
Go to Court. The Head of the 
Alaska Department of Fish and 
Game announced today that the 
state would undertake a 
statewide recount of Stellar Sea 
Lions. Lawyers for the state said 

that preliminary investigations 
showed that in some rookeries, 
aerial photos mistook sea lions 
for rocks or seals. “The deliberate 
failure to include these rocks 
and seals in our count would 
not lead to a fair result,” said 
Howie Cheatham, a lawyer for 
the State of Alaska. Hope 
Eurgreen, an Environmental 
spokesperson said, “Any attempt 
by the State of Alaska to unfairly 
increase the sea lion population 
will have detrimental impact on 
our lawsuits. We feel that if this 
reckless recount is allowed to 
stand, American people will lose 
faith in the existence of the sea 
lion population. After all, most 
of them have never seen a Stellar 
sea lion.” Ultimately, the dispute 

may have to be decided by 
Congress. Senator Ted Stevens 
has suggested a rider that would 
allow NMFS to set pollock quotas 
for sea lions as well as fishermen. 
“This proposal will allow us to 
manage pollock stocks in a fair 
way for all user groups,” he said. 
“There is no reason for Alaskan 
coastal residents to suffer from 
pollock restrictions, while 
residents in rookeries are allowed 
all the pollock they want.” The 
Clinton administration remains 
opposed to the rider, but has 
offered a compromise plan. A 
tax credit for Alaskan citizens 
making between $35,000 and 
$125,000 a year could deduct the 
annual cost of feeding pollock 
to sea lions.
