
The Petersburg Medical Cen-
ter saw a 26 percent increase in 
net operating revenue for the 
month of October, reported 
Controller Rocio Tereja at a 
board of directors meeting last 
week. 

PMC expected a net operat-
ing revenue of $1,391,250 for 
October, but instead the net op-
erating revenue was $363,780 
higher for a total of $1,755,030. 
Total operating expenses were 
at $1,545,742, over the 
$1,391,250 that was  
budgeted. Despite coming in 
over budget, the total operating 
expenses were lower than the 
net operating revenue.  

“This has been a very good 
month financially for the med-
ical center,” said Tereja. 

At the previous board of di-

rectors meeting, Tereja reported 
that the net operating revenue 
was lower than total operating 
expenses for the month of Sep-
tember. Tereja said the increase 
in total operating expenses was 
due to staff salary and wages 
and contract agency services.  

The days cash on hand for 
the month was below the 
amount PMC had at the start of 
the fiscal year in July. At the end 
of October, PMC had 104.2 days 
of cash on hand in operating 
cash and 167.4 days cash on 
hand with investments. On July 
1, there were 108.5 days of cash 
on hand in operating cash and 
184.7 days of cash on hand with 
investments. Days cash on hand 
determines how many days 
PMC can continue to operate 
without any revenue coming in. 

Tereja also reported that 
PMC has spent $137,833 on cap-
ital projects so far this year, 

mostly in the information tech-
nology department. At the start 

of the fiscal year, the board ap-
proved $769,785 for capital proj-

ects. The remaining balance is 
$631,952.

Petersburg Medical Center 
was approved for a $100,000 
grant from the Rasmuson Foun-
dation to help offset the costs of 
a new drug room, CEO Phil 
Hofstetter told board members 
at a meeting last week.  

PMC is remodeling the part 
of the hospital where the drugs 
for chemotherapy are prepared 
to become compliant with stan-
dards that regulate the han-
dling of hazardous drugs. 
Currently, the drugs are pre-
pared in a negative pressure 
hood. The new drug room will 
have a negative pressure hood, 

room and storage area. If PMC 
doesn’t meet the United State 
Pharmacopeia requirement by 
Dec. 1, the hospital will no 
longer be able to offer 
chemotherapy. 

Construction is expected to 
begin in December and be com-
pleted in February, according to 
Hofstetter. He said even though 
PMC will not be able to meet 
the Dec. 1 deadline, chemother-
apy will not be affected; how-
ever, if regulators tell the 
hospital to stop offering the 
service until construction on the 
new drug room is completed, 
the hospital will temporarily 
stop offering the service. 

“At this point we have no in-
tention of stopping the service, 
unless regulators tell us other-
wise,” said Hofstetter. 

The deadline could be ex-
tended, said Hofstetter. In the 
past, regulatory statutes that 
have a big impact and affect 
rural hospitals were delayed to 
give hospitals more time to 
meet the new standards.  

The project to build a new 
drug room is expected to cost 
$352,973, plus an additional 
$7,450 for commissioning.

The seniors, 
Carol Swanson, Jim Schwartz 
and Beth Hubbard gave the 
speeches they had prepared for 
the Veterans of Foreign Wars 
speech contest on the subject of 

Freedom’s Challenge. Besides 
the prepared speeches, the 
students gave extemporaneous 
ones on the activities at school. 
These speeches, besides three 
other ones, will be judged for the 
contest. 

December 1, 1994  If 
November’s an indicator, you 
may not be putting those snow 
boots away for a long, long time. 
Twenty nine inches of snow has 
fallen in Petersburg in 
November, far more than the 

usual amount this time of year. 
“It’s going to be a long winter if 
we go like this for four more 
months,” said airport manager 
Ken Hagerman, also responsible 
for clearing state roads. 
Precipitation is no greater than 
usual this year, said 
meteorologist Paul Shannon. But 
the jet stream, the high-speed 
winds that divide warmer 
temperatures from colder ones, 
is farther south than usual this 
year.
