
quest to access a roadless area 
for similar projects has been ap-
proved. He also pointed out that 
the Forest Service isn’t trying to 
repeal the Roadless Rule in the 
Chugach National Forest. 

“The exemption to the rule is 
exactly to provide more access 
to timber,” said Lynch. 

Bob Martin said he wasn’t in 
support of either resolution, be-
cause of how divided the com-
munity is over the Roadless 
Rule. Although the members of 
the public that are outspoken on 
the matter are in favor of keep-
ing the Roadless Rule intact, 
Martin said there are people 
who would  
like to see it repealed. Because 
no one else in the room was 
speaking in favor of repealing 
the Roadless Rule, he said the 

Roadless Rule is a “heavy 
handed” way of repressing tim-
ber sales. 

“I think it’s asking a lot to 
have the borough come down 
on one side of this issue when 
there’s controversy,” said Mar-
tin. 

Some borough assembly 
members supported Martin’s 
idea of not taking a stance on 
the issue. Assembly Member 
Taylor Norheim said the bor-
ough should support an alterna-
tive between the two extremes 
as a way to reach a compromise 
between both sides.  

“I don’t like this win or lose, 
no compromise [idea],” said 
Norheim. “If we wanted to do 
something, we should have 
looked somewhere between one 
and six.” 

Mayor Mark Jensen was the 

only assembly member who 
voted in favor of the resolution 
in support of repealing the 
Roadless Rule. Jensen, who re-
quested the resolution be put on 
the agenda, said he wanted to 
have a discussion about both 
sides of the issue. He said he 
was not in favor of repealing the 
Roadless Rule to allow more ac-
cess to timber, but to provide job 
opportunities and allow the 
possibility of an alternative 
means of transportation should 
the ferry system shut down. He 
also noted that moose are now 
on the island, proving that log-
ging hasn’t affected wild game 
on Mitkof Island.  

Southeast Alaska Power 
Agency CEO Trey Acteson also 
spoke at the assembly meeting 
to give SEAPA’s position on the 
Roadless Rule. SEAPA supports 

an exemption to the Roadless 
Rule for road building and nec-
essary tree cutting. Acteson said 
the hydro industry has a robust 
permitting process and the 
Roadless Rule adds an extra lay 
on top of that. Additionally, 
Acteson felt that the Forest Ser-
vice’s claim that all exemptions 
of the Roadless Rule for hydro-
electric project have been ap-
proved is deceptive, because 
permitting for the Kake and Pe-
tersburg transmission line inter-
tie project has faced permitting 
issues.  

“In our experience, the Road-
less Rule has put an unneces-
sary layer on top of [permitting], 
and unfortunately, those costs 
get passed onto the rate payers 
at the end of the day,” said Acte-
son. 

The borough assembly will 
have one last opportunity to 
pass a resolution in support of 
an alternative in the Forest Ser-
vice’s draft environmental im-
pact statement at their next 
assembly meet on Dec. 16, one 
day before the deadline to sub-
mit feedback to the Forest Serv-
ice.

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December 12, 1919 Last 
Monday night the Sons of 
Norway Trading Union store 
was totally destroyed by fire. 
The blaze started about half 
past five in the evening and 
within two hours the building 
was a blackened ruin. The loss 
is estimated at between thirty 
and forty thousand dollars, 
with about one third covered by 
insurance. The fire started in the 
upper rear corner of the 
building, presumably from a 
defective electric wire. 
Although the firemen fought 
valiantly they were unable to 
stop the flames. The Sons of 
Norway store was owned by a 
large number of local people 
and was operated on a co-
operative plan. 

December 8, 1944 Although 
only five weeks have passed 
since the Petersburg school set 
their War Bond quota at $6,000 
for the school year, the goal has 
already been reached. Mr. 
Wingard officially opened the 
War Bond drive at an assembly 
on October 27. The aim was to 
purchase enough bonds and 
stamps to pay for an Army 
Scout Car which will carry the 
name of Petersburg school into 
whatever active combat it may 
go.  

December 10, 1969  Four 
seniors are entering the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars 
speech contest. Beth Hubbard, 

Richard Lartz, Jim Schwartz 
and Carol Swanson’s speeches 
were all an assignment in 
speech class, taught by Mr. 
Sydney Wright. Since that time 
they have been polished and 
corrected until they are as good 
as possible. The speeches all run 
from three to five minutes in 
length and are taped and then 
sent in to the local contest, and 
the winning tape is then sent to 
state.  

December 8, 1994   
Sophisticated electronic 
mapping systems and brokers 
dealing in IFQ shares were signs 
of changing times at Fish Expo 
Seattle, held over the weekend. 
Also a sign of change was the 
decidedly upbeat atmosphere 
created by fishermen spending 
more freely than they have in 
years past, said Brian Paust of 
the Marine Advisory Program 
in Petersburg.
