
The USACE will provide 
$5,827,200 in funding for the 
project. 

“We have to do our part in 
order for them to do their part,” 
said Harbormaster Glo Wollen. 

At an assembly meeting last 
week, Borough Manager Steve 
Giesbrecht said there is $3 mil-
lion in the harbor fund dedi-
cated to the dredging project. He 
said the remaining costs could 
be covered with a revenue bond, 
or the harbor department could 
borrow the money from other 

departments. Additionally, Gies-
brecht said the USACE’s esti-
mates could change since the 
project hasn’t gone out to bid 
yet. 

“Their estimates tend to be 
high,” said Giesbrecht. “They in-
clude a 22 percent contingency.” 

The USACE is eyeing Freder-
ick Sound as the disposal loca-
tion for the material to be 
dredged in South Boat Harbor, 
but further chemical tests need 
to be conducted on the soil, ac-
cording to Project Manager Matt 
Ferguson. Preliminary tests have 

been conducted on the soil in 
South Boat Harbor that show 
that it is likely safe enough to 
dump in Frederick Sound, but 
Ferguson said that further test-
ing needs to verify that finding. 

“We did not exceed the 
screening level for any material 
for any of the constituents of 
concern,” said Ferguson. 

Should the soil prove to be 
unsafe to dump in Frederick 
Sound, the USACE will have to 
dump it elsewhere, including 
somewhere on land, said Fergu-
son; however, the USACE will 

go with the lowest costing alter-
native. Dredging costs are al-
ready calculated into estimated 
project costs.  

Currently, the USACE is 

drafting project partnership 
agreement documents. Once the 
documents are completed, they 
will be reviewed. Then, the 
USACE will begin the design 
phase of the dredging project 
and further analyze the soil in 
South Boat Harbor. 
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December 19, 1919 The 
Petersburg Band has been re-
organized with H. S. Halgeson 
as director and with about 30 
members, many of whom are 
old players.

Chief 
income producer for the 
Territory was the fishing 
industry. Second was 
intoxicating liquor licenses and 
excise stamp taxes. 

December 17, 1969  Four 
Atlantic. Richfield oilmen—
John Sweet, Bob Barker, Carter 
Barcus and Tom Brennan—
arrived here Nov. 8 on a Lear jet 
that had brought them from 
Anchorage. They presented a 
program to high school 
students about the oil operation 
on the North Slope. One 
question posed to the 
representatives was, “Do you 
expect the oil on the Slope to 
hold out for many years, and if 
so what would lead to this 
decision?” The expected length 
is 50 to 100 years. It will 
produce an average of 1 million 
barrels per day and near the 
end 2 million: hitting the peak 
it will taper off. The 
representatives also spoke of 

the job opportunities on the 
North Slope oil fields. 

December 15, 1994  The 
second major fire of the year 
takes its toll on Nordic Drive. 
On June 9, a fire charred the 
Worhatch building next door to 
the Scandia House. Early this 
morning the front wall of the 
Scandia House collapsed as fire 
gutted the inside of the hotel. 
The fire is believed to have 

started in the 88-year old 
hotel’s boiler. Flames gutted the 
historic Scandia House and 
Viking Travel Inc., which 
occupied one of the hotel’s 
downstairs offices. The second 
and third floors of the Weaver 
building also collapsed and the 
entire structure, including the 
Cafe Agape and The 
Wearhouse clothing store were 
destroyed.
