
transportation program 
through collaborations with the 
Bureau of Indian Affairs and 
Federal Highways. This desig-
nation positioned PIA as an ex-
tension of Federal Highways, 
enabling the organization to 
deliver construction and main-
tenance projects across a range 
of public transportation facili-
ties, including roads, side-
walks, cabins, ports, harbors, 
and trails. 

PIA partners with the Peters-
burg Borough to construct side-
walks within a two-mile radius 
of schools, leveraging funding 
through the Federal Highways 
Administration's Safe Routes to 
School Program. This initiative 
aims to increase the number of 
children who can safely walk or 

bike to school. 
The association's trail devel-

opment work gained momen-
tum when it incorporated Ryan 
“Zieak” McFarland's master 
trail map into its long-range 
transportation plan in 2014. 
McFarland, the former director 
of Petersburg Parks and Recre-
ation, had created the compre-
hensive trail map around two 
decades ago, and accomplished 
an impressive amount of trail 
work through trail project part-
nerships with local scouts 
wanting to complete Eagle 
Scout merit projects and Girl 
Scout Gold Awards.  

Harai expressed satisfaction 
at seeing how much progress 
has been made toward achiev-
ing McFarland’s comprehen-
sive trail plan. 

Last year, PIA completed one 
of their most significant trail 
building achievement yet — 
the City Creek Trail reconstruc-
tion, a mile-long path that mir-
rors national park standards. 
The 2024 project transformed a 
basic trail of soil and 12-inch 
cedar boards into an eight-foot-
wide accessible pathway offer-
ing stunning views of Frederick 
Sound. The project exemplifies 
PIA's commitment to inclusive 
design, ensuring individuals 
with disabilities can access Pe-
tersburg's natural beauty. The 
organization worked with Reid 
Brothers Construction and their 
subcontractor Rainforest Con-
tracting to build out the ex-
traordinary trail.  

Other notable projects high-
light the organization's collab-
orative approach. From 2015 to 
2017, PIA partnered with the 
borough to construct the Hun-
gry Point boardwalk, connect-
ing 14th Street with the Hungry 
Point gravel trail. In 2019, the 
Mountain View Manor board-
walk project created a figure-
eight trail network linking 
Sandy Beach Road, Excel Street, 
and Tlingit and Haida housing, 
enhancing connectivity for as-
sisted living facility residents. 

The organization's impact ex-
tends to ongoing maintenance 
through a 2018 agreement with 
the Petersburg Borough, focus-
ing on drainage improvements, 
brush clearing, and trail widen-
ing to enhance accessibility. 
Community volunteers, includ-
ing mission workers and scout 
members, regularly collaborate 
with PIA on trail maintenance 
and development. 

Currently, PIA is developing 
the City Creek Loop Trail and 
the Hutli Story Walk project. 
The Story Walk, which will 
begin at Sandy Beach Park, rep-
resents a unique cultural initia-
tive, sharing the rich history of 
the Séet Ká Kwáan people and 
their traditional connections to 
local land and ocean resources. 
The project's first four signs 
emerged from a collaborative 

effort involving artists, archae-
ologists, the U.S. Forest Service, 
the local museum, and commu-
nity members. 

The organization has also 
contributed to bicycle infra-
structure, partnering with the 
State of Alaska to enhance 
safety features on existing bike 
paths, including the addition of 
handrails on the Libby Straits 
bike path. 

Through these varied initia-
tives, PIA has demonstrated 
how tribal organizations can ef-

fectively partner with local, 
state, and federal entities to en-
hance community infrastruc-
ture while preserving cultural 
heritage and promoting acces-
sibility for all residents. 

“We're a tribe, so we help 
each other. And Petersburg is 
our community, so we help our 
community,” said Everett Ben-
nett, past PIA Tribal Adminis-
trator, articulating the 
philosophy that has guided the 
organization's broader commu-
nity impact.

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February 20, 1925 – 

Petersburg is essentially a 

HOME TOWN.

Because of an 

absolutely landlocked harbor 

and ample dock and float 

accommodations. Because of 

pleasant surroundings and 

recreational grounds, including 

Sandy Beach where summer 

bathing and picnics are enjoyed. 

Because of absolutely pure 

mountain water for household 

and drinking purposes. Because 

of fine electric lights and power 

at low rates from a hydro-

electric plant owned by the city. 

Because of excellent service 

rendered by stores, machine 

shops, tinsmiths, marine ways 

and tradesmen generally. 

Because it is the center of a 

sportsman’s paradise, where 

the cost of living can be greatly 

reduced thereby. Because of a 

fine townsite, just sloping 

enough to afford excellent 

drainage, and with beautiful 

scenic effects. Because those 

who now get in on the ground 

floor will be able to take 

advantage of the rising values 

in property of a town whose 

future is secured. Because it is 

on the main route for all of the 

fishing boats in Southeastern 

Alaska and to the westward. 

Because most of the residents 

own their own homes, and this 

helps make for ideal home 

conditions.  
 
February 17, 1950 – Briefly 

discarding the cloak of 

appropriate dignity which they 

justly wear, senior members of 

the Petersburg Chamber of 

Commerce cavorted and 

caromed about the high school 

gymnasium last Friday night to 

the immense delight of the 

largest basketball crowd to turn 

out this year. Horseplay, 

certainly. But not darned 

foolishness, not by a longshot. 

The line between horseplay and 

foolishness might be a thin one, 

but the Chamber of Commerce 

was on the constructive side of 

it that night. The game between 

the Annihilators and the Junior 

High All-Stars was certainly 

one of the most demonstrative 

exhibitions of community spirit 

we have seen in some months! 

Community spirit comes in 

many different packages, and 

one jam-packed with laughter 

and good, clean humor is nearly 

always welcome. Friday’s 

boisterous and rather awkward 

performance typifies the spirit 

of “our” chamber and reveals 

the ability of the organization to 

express themselves for the good 

of the community in any 

situation. We share with the rest 

of the establishments in 

Petersburg a chest-swelling 

sense of pride to take part in 

such an organization. 

 
February 26, 1975 – Annie 

Get Your Gun opened with a 

bang Friday night in the 

Petersburg High School 

auditorium. There was standing 

room only on the opening of 

Irving Berlin’s musical comedy 

presented by the Petersburg 

senior class and directed by 

Sidney Wright. The orchestra 

was conducted by Woody 

Bauch, accompaniment and 

chorus direction by 

Mrs.Claudia Eberly, and 

choreography by Mrs. Vara 

Wright all contributed to the 

spirited production. The 

simplicity with which the 

characters were portrayed was 

refreshing. Annie, played by 

Irene Jo White, captured the 

hearts of all as she set her cap to 

capture that of the reluctant 

Frank Butler, played by Jim 

Stolpe. Together they carried 

through the theme with the 

musical banter, “Anything You 

Can Do, I Can Do Better.” 

Perhaps the highlight of the 

show was the Indian dance. The 

rhythm brought the viewers 

into the heart of the tribal ritual. 

The footwork of Carlos DeLeon 

as Wild Horse was exquisite 

and added greatly to the overall 

impact. It was followed by the  

rollicking number “I’m an 

Indian Too,” sung by Annie. 

The audience spontaneously 

reacted to the brilliant portrayal 

of Chief Sitting Bull by Rick 

Kito and the continuity with 

which Andy Massey played 

Buffalo Bill throughout the 

production. Due to the large 

cast of characters, some 

students played multiple roles. 

“There is truly no business like 

show business,” as the efforts of 

all were clearly recognized by 

the audience who responded 

with a standing ovation. 

 
February 24, 2000 – Amid 

the tragedy and loss that came 

with the crash of Alaska 

Airlines Flight 261 emerged an 

example of corporate 

compassion that deserves 

praise. All too often, in the wake 

of a dreadful air crash, efforts to 

get information to loved ones 

and to the public get tangled in 

defensive postures adopted by 

airline spokesmen and 

insensitive company rules. 

Alaska Airlines executives did 

not allow that to happen. From 

almost the very moment it was 

known that Flight 261, with 88 

aboard, was lost, the company 

spread wide its corporate doors 

and extended consoling hands 

to everyone involved. Nothing 

was held back. Everything was 

offered without asking. 

Whatever was needed to 

comfort and serve any family 

member of those aboard the 

flight, the airline delivered. Free 

hotel rooms, free 

transportation, money for 

expenses, counseling services, a 

shoulder to cry on, all were 

there – and more. It was a 

remarkable showing of 

corporate compassion to a 

degree not seen before in the 

annals of American aviation. 

True, the airline knew first-

hand the depth of the tragedy – 

losing, as it did, twelve of its 

own employees and twenty or 

so members of those 

employees’ families who were 

aboard the flight. Yet clearly it 

was not just this factor that 

moved the airline’s executives 

to act quickly in a straight-

forward and caring way. The 

last thing in their minds, we’re 

sure, was trying to win 

accolades for an outstanding 

public relations performance at 

a time of great tribulation. But 

judging by the compliments 

that it has received from the 

families of those lost in the 

crash, and from the news 

organizations closely involved 

in covering the story, Alaska 

Airlines did perform well – and 

its efforts merit a salute.
