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February 12, 1926 – The largest 
school of herring found in any 
one locality in Southeastern 
Alaska in years, and the only 
school yet found in the district 
this season, fills the channel at 
Tee Harbor, according to local 
fishermen. Following the herring 
is a large run of King salmon, 
which is unusual for this time of 
year, and appearing in 
Southeastern Alaska waters for 
the first time, as far as is known, 
are blue shark, said to be man-
eating, following the herring and 
salmon. The amount of herring 
can not be estimated so great are 
their numbers the fishermen say. 
In some spots they form what 
appears a solid mass. When a 
shark plows through their ranks 
the small fish are lifted in 
quantities from the water. Already 
herring enough to fill thousands 
of barrels have been placed in 
ponds awaiting the time for their 
use by halibut fishermen and 
more are being added to the 
numbers daily. The prevailing 
mild weather through the winter 
months is responsible for the 
appearance of herring in such 
large numbers and also for the 
unusually heavy run of king 
salmon, the fishermen say. Last 
year at this time, preceding the 
opening of the halibut season, 
there was a shortage of herring 
which was almost alarming until 
just a few days before the season 
opened when a quantity was 
found and barrelled. The 

appearance of the blue shark in 
the waters of this district is also 
attributed to the warm weather, 
due to which the fish probably 
continued north beyond their 
accustomed waters in pursuit of 
the herring and the salmon.  

 
February 9, 1951 – The city 

diesel plant ran out of oil on 
Tuesday. The tank did not 
actually run dry, but supply was 
so low that the plant was shut 
off for an hour while a new 
supply was hastily put in. The 
two tanks, each holding 3,500 
gallons, had been filled only a 
few days before, but Arne Lund, 
who keeps them filled, did not 
know how heavily the plant was 
operating and did not think the 
supply could be so nearly 
exhausted. Normal consumption 
is about 1,000 gallons a day. The 
diesel plant is carrying almost 
the whole load, stated Malcom 
Post, city electrician, on Tuesday. 
Water is so low at Blind Slough 
the plant there is able to furnish 
only about 100kw. 

  
February 11, 1976 – Who 

thinks February is a dull month 
in Petersburg? This week included 
the conclusion of Verna Rogers’ 
University of Alaska class in 
human relations, free lectures on 

transcendental meditation by Jim 
Dalman of Juneau, the Puppet 
Project by artists-in-the-schools 
Jeannie and Bruce Chessman, a 
visit by Lou Hockett, National 
Endowment for the Arts Intern 
from the Alaska State Council 
on the Arts, and an in-service 
day for the entire Petersburg 
Schools staff on Thursday when 
Dr. Don Kenoyer, psychologist 
for the Gateway Mental Health 
Team of Ketchikan, conducted a 
workshop on how to treat 
problems of behavior change. 

 
February 8, 2001 – 

Representatives from the Port of 
Bellingham and the Bellingham 
/ Whatcom County Convention 
and Visitors Bureau (CVB) toured 
Ketchikan, Wrangell and 
Petersburg this week to promote 
the services of the Washington 
city and to find out more about 
the Alaska Marine Highway stops 
north of Bellingham. The visitors 
said 200 – 600 visitors come 
through the Bellingham terminal 
each Friday to catch the ferry 
north to Alaska for vacations, for 
work opportunities, or 
occasionally just to live in the 
wild. Port of Bellingham 
communications manager 
Carolyn Casey said sometimes 
people don’t understand the 

distances involved in taking the 
ferry to Alaska. Some come to 
the terminal looking to take a 
day trip to the 49th state. One 
man wanted to drive aboard the 
ferry on Friday, expecting to make 
it to a new job in Anchorage on 
Monday, she said. After speaking 
with seafood processors and 
elected officials, Casey said, “We 
are hearing that transportation 
is such a key issue and that even 
small changes in the ferry 
schedule can have a large ripple 
effect to the communities of 
Southeast that rely on the ferry 
for passenger and freight service.” 
The Bellingham representatives 
are looking forward to a second 
ferry servicing Bellingham this 
year when renovations are 
complete on the ferry Columbia, 
damaged in a fire last summer. 

“We always want to keep our 
link to the Alaska ferry system 
strong,” said Casey. “We don’t 
ever take it for granted.” Casey 
said the Bellingham run is a 
profitable one for the marine 
highway system and the second 
ferry will accommodate walk-on 
passengers that are turned away 
during the peak summer months. 
The twelve year old terminal in 
Bellingham is currently 
undergoing renovations 
estimated to cost $800,000 – 
$900,000. “The terminal has 
become so popular for people in 
the community,” said Collins. 
“It’s common for residents to 
visit the terminal to watch the 
ferry passengers board each 
Friday.” The renovations are 
expected to be completed by the 
end of April.
