and the fact that everybody 
comes in and tries to do their 
best to keep providing the essen-
tial services and stuff to the com-
munity … they don’t get enough 
credit,” said Floyd. 

“I feel it's a very prestigious 
award … makes me feel like 
what we've been working hard 
at and doing, we've done right. 
And especially through some 
real challenging times with 
where the economy nationally 
has been. There's been real is-
sues with supply and demand, 
and we've had to really think out 
of the box in how we do busi-
ness,” said Westre. 

Since Floyd was hired in 2019, 
Hammer & Wikan has devel-
oped and implemented the use 
of its app card, the self-checkout, 
and an active website for both 
the hardware store and the gro-
cery store where online ordering 
is available. 

“I’m very proud … it takes a 
team … it’s the employees that 
actually do the hard work and 
take the pride in the store,” said 
Floyd. 

“[Floyd] came in and had 
been absolutely wonderful to 
work with. He has the same vi-
sion … and he jumped into the 
community with both feet,” said 
Westre. 

Nominated by its licensed 
distribution center J.B. 
Gottstein, Hammer & Wikan is 
one of just nine grocers to re-
ceive this year’s award. 

J.B Gottstein represents about 
a thousand stores worldwide, 
350 of which are specifically in 
Alaska — but Hammer & 

Wikan is the first and only gro-
cer that they have chosen to 
nominate. 

“Every interaction that we’ve 
had with that company has al-
ways been one of a care for their 
community … They definitely 
are constantly looking for things 
to do for the community,” J.B. 
Gottstein General Manager 
Robin Barber told the Pilot. 

“We [at J.B. Gottstein] like to 
focus on the customers that we 
have —which would be Ham-
mer and Wikan— that focus on 
their communities and put their 
community as a priority.” 

She said Hammer & Wikan 
was nominated because of its 
notable “compassion for folks 
and wanting to make their com-
munities better and to try to 
provide the best product they 
can at the lowest landed cost.” 

She noted the friendly envi-
ronment at Hammer & Wikan. 

“We always see a positive at-
titude in their store … and it’s 
funny because it’s like a little so-
cial place in there. You go in and 
you get neighbors and they’re 
visiting with other neighbors 
and … givin’ each other grief in 
the aisles … They’re just a 
friendly little social little place, 
which is nice. It’s just a home-
town feel,” Barber said. 

“It’s great leadership, the fam-
ily’s great … it’s tough to find 
retail stores these days that are 
multigenerational … so this is 
really nice to see,” said Barber. 

The local, family owned busi-
ness has served the Petersburg 
community for over 100 years. 

“To be honest, it’s really cool 
to be involved in a corporation 

that has as much history as 
Hammer & Wikan does,” said 
Westre. “It's just really cool to be 
part of that history.” 

“We’ve been in business for 
over 100 years now, and it’s still 
strong,” said Floyd. 

A century ago, the “founding 
fathers” of Hammer & Wikan, 
John Hammer and Andrew 
Wikan, “started the business by 
going over to Point Agassiz and 
getting dairy products and com-
ing back to town and repackag-
ing it,” Westre told the Pilot. 
“They saw a need in the com-
munity and … after a while they 
saw a bigger need in the com-
munity, so they expanded.” 

As the needs of the commu-
nity grew, so did Hammer & 
Wikan — resulting in the con-
struction and division of Ham-
mer & Wikan’s downtown 
hardware store location and the 
grocery store on Howkan Street 
in 1995. 

“From back in the day when 
John and Andrew started this 
business … to where we are 
now — I don’t think they had a 
clue and I think they’d be very 

proud. The fact that … what 
they started … received this 
recognition … it’s a real honor,” 
said Westre. 

Floyd looks forward to future 
expansion, such as the backside 
warehouse for more storage 
space. 

Construction on the backside 
of the grocery store is “for the 
purpose of being able to meet 
better the demands of the com-
munity,” said Westre. “But 
everything is a process,” as they 
aim to be forward-thinking. 

“It’s not about the award. It’s 
about fulfilling the needs of the 
community. It’s always been 
[about] fulfilling the essential 
needs,” said Floyd. “One of the 
things that we try to do is not 
just making sure that people 
have basic items, but a better se-
lection. Honestly, the selection 
that we offer for a population of 
plus or minus 3000 is outstand-
ing.” 

Hammer & Wikan is a “non-
branded” member of the Al-
liance, Floyd said, meaning they 
have the support of IGA but 
does not sell its label or identify 

as it in Hammer & Wikan. 
There is another branded IGA 

alliance member in town, Pe-
tersburg IGA.  

“I appreciate the fact that the 
Petersburg IGA is here,” said 
Floyd, describing how more op-
tions allows the stores to carry 
more specialty items for cus-
tomers. “I’m thankful for the 
downtown store.” 

IGA CEO John Ross and Sen-
ior Vice President retail and 
business development Doug 
Fritsch will visit Petersburg’s 
local family-owned grocery 
store this Thursday, Feb. 8, to 
present the award certificate 
and check out how the store in-
teracts with its customers and 
employees in the community. 
Positive impressions could lead 
to another esteemed honor 
when one of the nine Retailer of 
the Year awardees is chosen to 
receive the IGA International 
Retailer of the Year award. 

The Hammer & Wikan lead-
ership team will also be recog-
nized this March in Las Vegas, 
Nevada at the IGA Awards of 
Excellence ceremony.

In January of last year, 10 
Alaskans sued the state because 
they said the Department of 
Health failed to provide food 
stamps within the time frames 

required by federal law. The 
state has been able to push 
pause on litigation since last 
year, but now it has to begin the 
process. 

District Judge Sharon Gleason 
wrote in a court order that fur-
ther delays would be “ineffi-
cient” and noted that the state 
has now had a year to try and re-
solve its backlog. 

The court granted the state a 
series of stays, or pauses in the 
process, to allow it to work on its 
problems. Last May the stay was 
contingent on a pledge the state 
made to cut its backlog in half. 
The state did so, but then in-
curred another large backlog. 

Saima Akhtar, an attorney 
representing the case against the 
state, said by email on Tuesday 
that “pushing the case forward 
in litigation seemed the best way 
to seek a permanent and real 
resolution for ongoing problems 
in SNAP processing in Alaska.” 

She said that her clients were 
opposed to further delaying the 
case because there was a backlog 
of thousands of Alaskans with-
out benefits as the second stay 

was reaching an end in late Oc-
tober 2023. 

The lawsuit was filed against 
Alaska Health Commissioner 
Heidi Hedberg. It said that in 
her role as commissioner of a de-
partment that failed to provide 
needed services, Hedberg “has 
subjected thousands of Alaskans 
to ongoing hunger and contin-
ues to do so.” 

Last week, officials from the 
Department of Health reported 
that its most recent backlog is 
down to roughly 3,500 applica-
tions. To get there, the Division 
of Public Assistance is paying 
staff for significant overtime 
hours, as well as waiving feder-
ally required application inter-
views and verifications. 
Commissioner Hedberg called 
the latter two measures “tough 
decisions”; they prompted a 
warning from the federal gov-
ernment that said the state is 
jeopardizing its federal funding 
if it continues to break the rules.

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February 8, 1924 – An 
interesting discussion took 
place before the meeting of the 
Petersburg Men’s Club last 
Saturday evening when Thos. 
Elsemore, at that time a 
candidate on the Republican 
ticket for the Senate, and C. 
Christensen, a candidate on 
the Democratic ticket for the 
House, appeared and 
answered questions. Both 
candidates frankly admitted 
that so far they had not 
worked out a platform in 
detail, but were prepared to act 
to the best of their abilities for 
the general good of the 
Territory. A feature of the 
meeting was a talk by Rev. 
John Flint during which he 
half-humorously outlined 
what he called “the Flint 
Platform, as a candidate for the 
Senate.” He said his platform 
would include an Orphan’s 
home for Alaska; a Normal 
School so that Alaskan 
students could get a teaching 
diploma without going 
outside; a governmental fur 
experiment station; a fish 
commission of twelve men – 
six members to be fishermen, 
two to be packers or their 
representatives, two to be 
buyers or their representatives, 
and two to be representatives 
of the general public; the 
removal or improvement of 
the Sitka Pioneers Home to 
include accommodations for 
women and also to see that 
inmates were given individual 
rooms, instead of being herded 
into a dormitory; and a repeal 
of the syndicalism law. This 
platform met with ready 
response and the candidate 
said it was progressive. 
Prohibition will be the subject 
to be discussed tomorrow 
night.  

 
February 11, 1949 – In the 

Legislature of the Territory of 
Alaska, Nineteenth Session. To 
the Honorable Harry S. 
Truman, President of the 
United States; to the President 
of the Senate and Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
of the Congress of the United 
States of America; to the 
Honorable E. L. Bartlett, 
Delegate to Congress for the 
Territory of Alaska; to the 
Honorable Julius A. Krug, 
Secretary of the Interior; and to 
the Director of the Fish and 
Wildlife Service: Your 
Memorialist, the Legislature of 
the Territory of Alaska, in 
regular succession assembled, 
respectfully represents that: 
Whereas, this expression of the 
people of Alaska was made 
after the fullest discussion ever 
given any issue in the history 
of the Territory; and Whereas, 
the people of Alaska in a free 
expression of opinion at their 
general election on October 12, 
1948, did by the 
unprecedented majority of 
19,712 to 2,624, vote to abolish 
fish traps from the waters of 
this territory; and, Whereas, 
fish traps have been abolished 
by the respective states and the 
Province of British Columbia 

from all coastal waters of the 
Pacific Coast except in Alaska; 
and, Whereas, repeated 
attempts to gain a transfer of 
authority for regulating Alaska 
fisheries from the federal 
government where it now 
resides to the Territorial 
government have been 
unsuccessful; and, Whereas, 
Alaska’s salmon fisheries, 
particularly in the areas where 
fish traps are common, have 
been depleted to a dangerous 
extent requiring immediate 
remedial action; Now 
Therefore, we, your 
Memorialist, the Legislature of 
the Territory of Alaska, in 
Nineteenth Regular Session 
assembled, respectfully 
request that legislation be 
enacted immediately 
abolishing fish traps from the 
waters of the Territory of 
Alaska. And your 
Memorialists will forever pray.  

 
February 8, 1974 – James H. 

Wheeler, a former prominent 
Petersburg and Wrangell 
businessman and community 
leader, famous as the “Cat 
Man of the Yukon,” died 
January 28 in Seattle. He was 
101. Wheeler and his wife 

owned and operated the 
Wheeler Drug stores in 
Wrangell and Petersburg and 
also had jewelry businesses. 
They raised a family of four 
children in Wrangell. 
Associates of Wheeler recall 
him as a colorful character 
who gained the title “Cat Man 
of the Yukon” by reportedly 
having bought stray cats for 50 
cents each in Seattle and 
reselling them to dance hall 
girls in the Yukon for $300 
each. Wheeler was born in 
New Orleans, Louisiana, 
educated in Texas and came to 
Alaska in time for the Gold 
Rush. He operated the Fort 
Wrangell Hotel in Wrangell 
and organized the first 
Republican Club in Petersburg 
while building up extensive 
real estate holdings in both 
communities. Survivors 
include his son, Dr. Eugene J. 
Wheeler, of Portland, Oregon, 
and daughter, Mrs. Robert 
Rutledge of Seattle, 
Washington, both of whom 
were born in Wrangell; a 
daughter-in-law, Mrs. Ray 
Wheeler, and a granddaughter, 
Shemya Wheeler, both of 
Petersburg.  

 
February 11, 1999 – The 

Petersburg High School Girls 
Basketball team won two from 
Wrangell last weekend and 
upped their record to 8 to 2 on 
the season. In the road effort,
