
To free up preschool 
classroom space, Petersburg 
Children’s Center (PCC) hopes 
to build a parking lot and a new 
building to house the Eagle’s 
Nest after-school program.  

The Petersburg Borough 
Assembly is considering a 
rezoning ordinance proposed by 
PCC, passing it in the first of 
three readings April 15. If 
approved by the assembly two 
more times, the ordinance will 
rezone four lots that are currently 
leased by PCC, changing the 
zoning for the areas from 
residential to public use. 

PCC wants to build a small 
parking lot across the street from 
their current parking area 
located on the corner of 4th and 
Dolphin. A new building would 
be built where the present 
parking area is, which would 
help address limited space and 
constrained enrollment 
availability that the nonprofit 
licensed child care center is 
currently challenged by. 

Sharlay Mamoe, PCC 
Director, told the Pilot that the 
ordinance will allow for 
construction on the premises 
“with the intention of expanding 

and creating a space for Eagle’s 
Nest,” PCC’s after-school 
program for children aged 5 
through 12 years old. 

PCC currently operates with 
one toddler classroom, two 
preschool classes, a nursery, and 
a classroom for Eagle’s Nest. 

Eagle’s Nest was created a 
decade after PCC, nearly 40 
years ago. 

The program grew, and room 
in the facility got tight.  

Eagle’s Nest absorbed the 
largest of the preschool 
classrooms, causing a 
“movement clog” where PCC 
has since had to “juggle” where 
children are placed. PCC’s 

waitlist grew, too. 
“Right now … there’s a huge 

need for the toddler class. 
Everybody had babies at the 
same time,” Mamoe said, 
sharing a laugh before 
continuing on a sobering note. 
“We have a waitlist for that 
toddler classroom and we have 
to keep turning people away 
because we just don’t have the 
space for it, for kiddos to come 
in.”  

While she spoke, thumping 
and yelling and muffled laughter 
roared from the other room as 
preschoolers played. 

The space currently used by 
Eagle’s Nest is “geared toward 
preschoolers” —filled with kid-
sized furniture and cubbies 
spilling with colorful costumes.  

Per childcare licensing 
requirements, enrollment is 
limited to allow only 20 children 
in the room. 

“So if we got Eagle’s Nest 
their own space, then we would 
be able to take in … kids that are 
on our waitlist, because it would 
then reopen [the preschool 
classroom],” said Mamoe. 

She said the new building 
that PCC hopes to build could 
hold 30 children and add a 
couple classrooms to work with. 

“Our intent is to put as many 
kids in there, safely as possible, 
and also making it into an 
enrichment environment that 
they want to be in…” 

Perhaps complete with a 
foosball table —a “hot 
commodity” for kids visiting the 
Parks and Rec center— although 
there are a number of steps that 
need to be taken before deciding 
such details, the first steps being 
rezoning the lots and building 
parking. 

The new parking lot would be 
built before the building to assist 

with obtaining grant funding. 
“If we create the parking lot, 

it could be the catalyst to get in 
our building … get some 
funding for our building now 
that we desperately need.” 

Creating another building 
would help address the 
enrollment, capacity and space 
challenges PCC is currently 
facing. 

“Petersburg is extremely 
lucky considering that we have 
so many different options. But 
even with all our options, we still 
have problems … I appreciate 
everybody that does support 
child care. And I think that it’s 
very important for people to 
know how important the first 
years of life are…” said Mamoe. 
“The investment in children, 
while they’re young is … 
definitely a good investment …  
research shows that the early 
years are the most important 
years … and I think that the 
more that [child care places and 
people] get supported, and their 
needs are met, then the better off 
we are to support and meet the 
needs of the children that we 
care for.” 

The second reading of the 
rezoning ordinance will take 
place at the next assembly 
meeting May 6.

Petersburg Borough Siren Alert & Warning System (SAWS)  

 Siren Testing 
The sirens — used to alert the public in the event of an emergency such as a Tsunami, 

Natural Disaster, Major Fire or Foreign Attack — located on the roof of the Syd Wright 
Auditorium located at Petersburg Middle School, the Mort Fryer Sports Complex (Base 

Ball Fields) and Bayview Estates (Hungerford Hill) may use different sounds and tones to 
alert the public of different emergencies. Here is what they could sound like:  

Emergency Warning - Wail Tone This will be a 3-5 minute wavering (warbling in pitch) tone or siren.  
The “Emergency Warning” signal should mean to all people that a danger is imminent and protective 
action (Evacuate, go to high ground or take shelter, depending on the emergency) should be taken imme-
diately.  Turn on your radio and listen for essential emergency information, keep telephone use limited to 
emergency contact, do not call 911 to ask about the sirens. The “Emergency Warning” signal shall be 
repeated as often as deemed necessary by local government authorities to obtain the desired response 
by the population.  

 
Attention/Alert - Steady Tone A 3 – 5 minute steady signal from sirens. This signal may be used as 

authorized by city officials to alert the public to potential emergencies, where the public may face danger 
in the near future, such as under a Tsunami or Earthquake Advisory, in addition to any other meaning or 
requirement for action as determined by Borough officials. The Attention/Alert Signal should mean to all 
people, “Turn on radio or TV, keep telephone use limited to emergency contact only. Listen for essential 
emergency information, Be prepared to act.” 

 
Local Fire Alert - Wail Tone This will be a 30 second wavering (warbling in pitch) tone or siren.  The 

Local Fire Alert is only to be used in cases of major fire, where multiple structures are endangered, Initial 
responders are over-whelmed and additional help is needed from reserve units, or abnormal events such 
as a plane crash or other accidents that require many more responders.  The “Local Fire Alert” signal 
should mean to all people that an active Fire response is ongoing, affected areas should be avoided and 
routes leading to the scene should remain clear. Turn on your radio and listen for additional information, 
do not call 911 to ask about the sirens. The “Local Fire Alert” signal shall be repeated as often as deemed 
necessary by local government authorities.

education.” 
Rep. Jamie Allard, R-Eagle 

River and a member of the 
judiciary committee, said that a 
public vote — required of any 
constitutional amendment — 
would empower voters and 
“ensures that all Alaskans have 
a voice in shaping the future of 
education in Alaska.” 

While large numbers of state 
legislators and Gov. Mike 
Dunleavy have expressed alarm 
about the legal decision on 
correspondence programs, 
many have said they intend to 
postpone action until after the 
Alaska Supreme Court 
addresses the topic. 

Talking to reporters on 
Tuesday, several members of the 
supermajority caucus in charge 
of the Alaska Senate said they 
would be unlikely to support a 
constitutional amendment 
eliminating the prohibition on 
public funds for private schools.

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April 25, 1924 – There is no 
settlement in sight for the strike 
of the Alaska fishermen. Alarm 
is expressed that if the strike is 
not ended soon it will be too late 
to send boats North for the best 
of the fishing season. The Alaska 
Packers Association and Alaska 
Fishermen’s Union have been 
deadlocked some time over the 
matter of wages for the coming 
season. The packers declare 
several boats have been sent 
South with mixed labor outfits 
and that one ship was sent with 
a full non-union crew. Peter 
Olson, secretary of the Union, 
said that if the fleet sailed this 
year it will go with men never 
before in that service. 

 
April 22, 1949 – The local 

Elks lodge made it known this 
week of their intent to keep the 
corner lot on the hill behind the 
Coliseum Theater and will plan 
their future home on this 
property. The offer of the lot 
adjoining Hammer and Wikan’s 
store on Front Street by James 
Wheeler was given considerable 
discussion at a recent Elks 
meeting and final action to reject 
Wheeler’s offer came at a special 
meeting Wednesday evening 
when a special committee of 
twelve members, consisting 
largely of older members of the 
lodge, voted in favor of their 
present lot. Their property, it is 
learned, is suitable for building 
and contrary to previous reports 
of it being too far to solid 
ground, it was found to be only 
six or even feet to hard pan by 
Hack White, one of the trustees.  

 
April 24, 1974 – Loretta 

Evenson, Randolph Williams, 
and four pre-school-age 
children narrowly escaped 
tragic injury Friday when Mrs. 
Everson’s 19-foot cabin cruiser 
exploded into flames at the 
Union Oil dock. “It’s really a 
wonder no one was killed,” said 

Fire Chief Dusty Rhoden. Quick 
action by Willmer Oines of 
Union Oil, and Williams who 
was handling the fuel lines, 
averted what could easily have 
become a multiple tragedy for 
the two families, according to 
Rhoden. Witnesses at the scene 
said Williams was filling the 
vessel’s 24-gallon fuel tank 
when the fumes ignited. Mrs. 
Evenson was in the cabin with 
her two children, Cynthia and 
Raymond, and Williams’ two 
daughters, Mary and Rhonda, 
when the fire occurred. Oines, in 
the office filling out business 
forms, heard the explosion and 
looked out the window to see 
Williams thrown from the boat 
to the dock with the force of the 
explosion. Oines said the entire 
boat was engulfed in flames, 
inside and out. He grabbed a 
fire extinguisher and rushed to 
the scene, spraying at the base of 
the flames until the tank was 
empty. He obtained a second 
extinguisher and continued to 
work on the blaze. In the 
meantime, Williams had 
recovered and when the flames 
inside the boat were low enough 
to allow entry, he assisted Mrs. 
Everson out of the burning boat 
and the two managed to pull the 
four children to safety on the 
dock. They called for their own 

ambulance. Rhoden said that 
when the fire department 
arrived, Oines had the fire 
completely out. “He did a 
fantastic job. It could have been 
a lot worse,” said Rhoden. All 
six of the fire victims were 
injured to some extent by the 
flames. Mrs. Everson and 
Williams’ daughter Rhonda 
were hospitalized for several 
days with first, second and third 
degree burns. Williams and the 
other three children were 
treated at Petersburg General 
Hospital for more minor burns 
and released.  

 
April 22, 1999 – For the 

seventh consecutive year, the 
staff of the Petersburg Pilot was 
honored with awards by the 
Alaska Press Club. Former staff 
writer Joe Viechnicki, this year 
earned a first place award for 
investigative reporting for his 
work on the Petersburg Fire 
Department Investigation. 
Viechnicki spent five months 
looking into the workings of the 
Petersburg fire department 
following the resignation of fire 
chief Cris Morrison. During the 
investigation Viechnicki 
discussed comp-time reporting 
problems within the city and the 
city’s attempts to remedy the 
situation. Also honored this year 

from the Pilot was cartoonist 
David Ford, who drew editorial 
cartoons for the better part of 
two years for the Pilot. He 
earned a third place award for 
Best Editorial Cartoon in the the 
non-daily category. The cartoon 
recognized was one Ford did 
following the massacre of nearly 
1,000 cutthroat trout at the city’s 
reservoir. It pictured a woman 
in a bathrobe turning on the 
kitchen faucet. As she did, a fish 
poured out of the spigot and she 
proclaimed, “Looks like they 
finally hooked up the Cabin 
Creek water!” Since 1976, the 
Pilot has earned a total of 46 
awards for editorial, 
photography and design 
excellence.
